Fort Chadbourne Living
History Event A Success

The boom of the
Eighth U.S. Infantry cannon
shattered the mid-morning
hush at the Fort Chadbourne
Living History Event.
Located twelve miles north
of Bronte on Hwy 277,
soldiers built the fort in 1852
to protect settlers from
hostile Indians. The fort
became a part of the 2500
mile Butterfield Stage line in
1858. Approximately 1100
students participated in
activities at the fort on Friday
and Saturday, May 15-16.

Granny G’s
Storytelling was a favored
attraction for students and
adults. Helen Garrison, a
member of the Texas
Folklore Society, played the
part of Granny G and told the
history of the fort as well as
some of the more renowned
Comanche guests like
Yellow Wolf and Santak.
She also told stories of her
move from the Ozarks to
Texas in a covered wagon.
She explained how many of
the women “followed their
husbands to the end of the
earth so they could fight
Indians. It was cold in the
winter, hot in the summer
and isolated, so all they had
was each other.”  Sarah
McReynolds brought her
simulated sod hut and played
the part of Cynthia Ann
Parker. Captured by

Comanches as a child, this
early Texas pioneer reflected
her deep devotion to the
Comanche people.
McReynolds also showed
participants how to make the
leather fringes often seen on
buckskin garments.
Students observed,
not only the Eighth U.S.
Infantry cannon in action. but
took turns firing a Sharps 45-
70 buffalo rifle at the range.

A Fort Hood Gatlin gun

company was also present.
At least two archeological
digs are in progress at the fort,
one in the floor of the main
barracks building. Additional
activities included shopping
for Old West costumes,
learning about local
arrowhead typologies or just
watching a knapper make
arrowheads. The Texas
Fiddlers, The West Texas
Cloggers and Freddy
Matthews provided the
musical atmosphere. Garland
and Lana Richards
established the Fort
Chadbourne Foundation to
help preserve and present the
fort to the public. They hope
to Incorporate an interpretive
display in the near future and
construct a wooden floor in
the barracks building to
insure safety for guests.

cess Hospital (CAH) in the

Odessa-Midland area.”

A study is to be continued
and completed by the end of
2004. The results will be in-
cluded in the VISN FY 2005
strategic planning submis-
sion.

VISN 18 includes Ari-
zona, New Mexico, West
Texas, and small portions of
Colorado and Oklahoma.

Currently, a VRAH (Vet-
erans Rural Access Hospital)
policy is under development,
which will provide a detailed
definition and framework for

Shootings In Callahan
County Leaves 4 Dead

Callahan county was the
scene of four shootings
Sunday.

Three Victims of the
shootings were Vernadene
Scott Harris, 52, estranged
wife of Clayton Kay Harris,
her mother, Maurine
Tedford Scott, 79, and son
Vernon Scott, 32.

They were found in their

home near the community

of Oplin on County Road
227 by Callahan County
law officers at approx. 11
p.m. Sunday.

Maurine Tedford Scott
and Vernon Scott were pro-
nounced dead at the scene.

Vernadene Scott Harris
was pronounced dead in
Hendrick Medical Center,
Abilene, where she was
taken after law officers ar-
rived at the scene.

Clayton Kay Harris, 57,
who apparently shoot the
three victims, reportedly
killed himself at his home
on County Road 218 after
law officers went there
approx. 2 hours later.

Sources say he went to
the home of Maurine Scott
Sunday, where his es-

tranged wife, Vernadene
Harris had been living.

An argument may have
occurred, a Callahan County
Sheriff's office spokesper-
son said.

Several weapons were re-
covered at the seene, and
multiple shorts were fired,
Chief Deputy William
Cheek reported.

It is not known at the mo-
ment how the shooting be-
gan. The victim’s bodies
hdve been sent for autopsies
in Tarrant County. The
shootings remain under in-
vestigation.

Clayton Harris, who was
sentenced to 10 years proba-
tion in 1988 for attempted
murder, had a record of vio-
lence against his wife.

Family members said that
a pending divorce may have
led to the shootings Sunday.

Grocery shoppers turn to
advertising inserts more of-
ten than other outlets for help
with purchasing decisions,
according to Vertis’ Cus-
tomer Focus 2004: Ad Inserts
study.

Ad inserts are the number
one media choice (32 per-
cent) for chief grocery shop-
pers who conduct 60 percent
or more of the grocery shop-
ping for their household, the
study showed.

USDA Proposes New Defi-
nition of ‘Family Farm’

This week I was joined by
22 colleagues in sending a let-
ter to Agriculture Secretary
Ann Veneman. I wrote the let-
ter and was pleased so many
colleagues joined me as we
expressed our mutual concern
about a proposed

rule that was published for
comment by the U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture’s (USDA)
Farm Service Agency (FSA).

According to the FSA, the

proposed rule is meant to
“streamline regulations gov-
erning the direct Farm Loan
Programs.”
_ However, that *“‘streamlin-
ing” proposal caught the atten-
tion of a lot of folks because it
also included a change in the
definition of “‘family farm” for
purposes of determining eligi-
bility for FSA direct and guar-
anteed loans.

Currently, the USDA has
broad guidelines to help its
state and local offices deter-
mine what may be considered
a “family farm.” While this
may not be perfect, it has al-
lowed for the fact that what
can be considered- a family
farm may differ from one part
of the country to another. I've
learned that in the payment
limitation discussions I've had
with senators who represent
states to the far north of Texas.

In our letter, we encouraged
the USDA to go back to the
drawing board and come up
with a different way to deter-
mine what constitutes a “fam-
ily farm.”

We expressed our concern
that the use of income figures
1s not the best method when
farm and ranch income can
vary greatly from year to year.
Congress has recognized this
over the years by allowing the
use of income averaging by
agricultural producers for tax
purposes.

We wrote in our letter to
Secretary Veneman that the
uncertainty of not knowing
whether you'd be able to fi-
nance your operation through
FSA from one year to the next,
if USDA uses an income cap,
wasn’t a good way to operate
a farm or a government pro-
gram. Producers who try to
utilize FSA financing face
enough trials with the uncer-
tainty over the level of fund-
ing available from year to year.

In our letter, we also en-
couraged FSA to rethink the
other change in the family
farm definition, one which
would have defined only par-
ent/child, sibling or husband/
wife relationships as eligible
relationships. This would
mean that a grandchild who
wanted to join an operation
with a grandparent would not
be eligible to borrow money
to finance that operation with
the grandparent.

We should be doing every-
thing we can to encourage
family structure as one way to
bring young people into farm-
ing and ranching. Why should
we penalize families where the
son or daughter may have left
the farm, but their children-the
grandchildren-want to come
back and join the operation
with the grandparents?

A group of commodity and
banking organizations also
sent a letter to the USDA, ex-

pressing their concerns with
the proposal. The group in-
cluded the American Farm
Bureau Federation, the Ameri-
can Banking Association, the
National Cotton Council and
organizations representing the
interests of dairy, peanut and
grain sorghum farmers.

The comment period on the
proposed rule has closed, and
the USDA is currently review-
ing the various comments they
have received before issuing
a final rule.

Congressional Grains
Caucus Formed

I am pleased to report that I
helped launch the Congres-
sional Grains Caucus recently.
The Grains Caucus was
formed by two of my col-
leagues, Jerry Moran (R-KS)
and Earl Pomeroy (D-ND).

The Grains Caucus will fo

cus attention on the small
grains industry in our coun-
try and the issues that affect
it from the field to the mill.

In addition, caucus mem-
bers will educate other Mem-
bers of Congress about the
importance of grain in
people’s diets, the effects of
trade and food aid on the do-
mestic grain industry, and the
effects of domestic policy on
farmers, growers and millers.

Given the constant discus-
sion of carbohydrates in
people’s diets today, members
of the Grains Caucus will re-
mind our colleagues that grain
products are an essential part
of our diets and that a calorie
is a calorie, whether it comes
from the bread or the turkey
you use to make your sand-
wich.

Positive News on Dairy
Prices

On a positive note, dairy
industry analysts are predict-
ing that U.S. milk prices will
increase drastically this
month, due largely to a de-
crease in milk production that
has resulted in Class 3 milk
hitting all time highs.

Factors contributing to the
decreased milk production are
lower numbers of cows, high
feed costs, the high cost of re-
placement heifers, and a cur-
rent shortage of bST, the bo-
vine hormone that promotes
increased milk production in
dairy cows.

These long overdue price
increases are much needed and
will be beneficial to dairy pro-
ducers around the country.

Texas Expects Bumper
Peach Crop

On another promising note,
according to the Texas Coop-
erative Extension Service,
growers are expecting a good
crop of Texas peaches this
year.

Peaches have experienced
ideal growing conditions as a
result of a cool winter and a
warm spring. The soil mois-
ture 1s high, insects have not
been a problem, and the rains
have been good to producers.

Texas produces between
15 and 30 million pounds of
peaches a year, and it looks
like this year we’ll see num-
bers on the upper end. It's al-
ways good to see these kinds

of results for Texas agricul-
tural producers.

On Losing Harry Holt,
‘Mr. Agriculture’

On a sad note, I want to
give my condolences to the
family of Harry Holt, “Mr.
Agriculture” for 50 years. I
remember when I first met
Harry, as a student and FFA
member, and of course [ knew
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him throughout my political
career.

Harry has done a wonder-
ful job spreading the word
about agriculture. There are
not many of them like him left
today. We certainly are going
to miss Harry Holt and his
voice, giving the positive and
educational aspects of agricul-
ture on a daily basis.

They're cleaning up,
painting up, fixing up, pray-
ing up and opening up the
Lyric Theater, a 90-year-old
structure in Brownwood. It’s
a community effort by the
Lyric Performing Arts Com-
pany, really just ordinary
folks from throughout the
county and Howard Payne
University.

[t opened as an opera
house in 1914, and its 20-
foot neon sign lit up Center
Avenue for about 50 years.

Suggestions to resurrect
the Lyric for its original pur-
pose—Ilive theater—have
grown louder in recent years.

operational characteristic™ of
small and rural facilities.

Apparently, the policy - to
be completed in June 2004 -
will be a deciding factor in
the study.

Decisions regarding the
Odessa-Midland area as an
appropriate location, and de-
termining the appropriate
scope of practice (projected
on demadnd for care) will be
closely tied to the VRAH
policy.

Sec. Principi’s decision
states: “The VISN will con-
sider comments from stake-
holders as part of the feasi-
bility study.”

Again, in speaking of a de-
cision concerning Waco
VAMC, Principi’s decision
states: “As VA considers op-
tions for realignment to en-
hance services while more
effectively using resources, it
will work in collaboration
with stakeholders to ensure
that their comments are so-
licited and considered. VA is
committed to minimizing
any impact on patients, em-
ployees, and the community
as it manages the study pro-
cess.”

But, is the voice of rural
veterans really being heard?

Congressman Charles

Stenholm, after looking
closely at the proposed
VRAH policy, has voiced
concern that stakeholders are
not being consulted in this
process.

“I am very concerned ru-
ral veterans are not being in-
cluded in the forming of a
policy that would directly af-
fect them,” Stenholm said in
a press release from May 12,
2004.

“I directly asked Secretary
Principi why the VA is not
including rural veterans in
the VRAH formulation pro-
cess. I was informed that
since the VRAH is a national
policy. individual stakehold-
ers are not being consulted.

To me, this is a situation that
must be fixed because rural
veterans need to have their
voices heard.”

Congressman Stenholm,
along with other members of
the bipartisan Congressional
Rural Caucus, met with VA
Secretary Principi on May 12
to voice their concerns.

“I am hopeful that today’s
meeting with Secretary
Principi will result in the VA
considering the views of ru-
ral veterans,” Stenholm said.

“As a supporter of all vet-
erans - and I'd like to add that
today’s troops are
tomorrow’s veterans - [ am
working to ensure that vet-
erans health care policy is
sound and logical.”

In his decision, Secretary
Principi also called for a fur-
ther “comprehensive study
of the cost and continuity of
care issues” regarding re-
alignment of services at
Waco VAMC.

Several recommendations
by the CARES Commission
included transferring a por-
tion of acute care inpatient
psychiatry to Austin, and all
long-term inpatient psychia-
try and PTSD residential re-
habilitation services to
Temple VAMC.

Services at Waco VAMC
are not to be altered during
the study’s continuation,
which is to be submitted to
the Secretary “no later than
January 1, 2005.”

Waco VAMC is part of
VISN 17, which includes
North, Central, and Southern
Texas, as well as the Valley-
Coastal Bend area.

The closing of Big Spring
VAMC and the reduction and
transfer of services from
WACO VAMC were pro-
tested by local veterans and
veteran representatives, as
well as legislators represent-
ing the involved areas.

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Special Session Fails To Produce School Bill
Gov. Perry Could Set Iate-August Date For Another Round

On Thursday last week,
some still had hope that the
Texas Senate would reach a
consensus in the special ses-
sion called by Gov. Rick
Perry to address educational
funding.

Friday, however, Lt. Gov.
David Dewhurst, standing on
the Capitol steps with a ma-
jority of senators, announced
that no measures would pass
the Senate in this special ses-
sion.

The session
Wednesday, May 19.

Gov. Perry and Lt. Gov.
Dewhurst indicated that they
favored another round soon.

ended

Mentioned was a possible’

date in late August.

Reaction was mixed on
the immediate calling of an-
other special session.

Both House and Senate
lawmakers, however, have
said they will continue to
work toward finding a solu-
tion.

Gov. Perry also expressed
his commitment to “spend-
ing whatever time it takes to
address this issue.”

A school financing plan
approved and submitted by
the House committee did not
receive approval of the full
chanber until changes were

made.

The plan endorsed replac-
ing the franchise tax with a
payroll tax, which was re-
jected by Gov. Perry. The
generation of revenue
through video-gambling was
defeated by House lawmak-
ers.

A House vote also rejected
Gov. Perry’s school finance
plan 126-0.

This resulted in what some
described as a “shell bill” be-
ing sent on to the Senate.

According to Lt. Gov.
Dewhurst and several sena-
tors, options had been re-
moved, which made the
crafting of legislation very
difficult.

“We didn’t have much to
work with,” the Lt. Gov. was
quoted as saying.

“We need some more time
in order to do a good job. The
children of Texas deserve no
less,” he said in his an-
nouncement.

Even if the Senate had
passed a plan, there would
have been only days left in
the special session for the
House to agree or defeat the
legislation.

If Governor Rick Perry
did not agreed with the bill,
he could veto it.
