Myrick Speaks At \ 
Soil Conservation 
District Meeting

Group Leaders of the Upper I-eon 
Foil Conservation District, who 
a.ssenibled for a fiekl da.y nesr 
Dublin this week, heard A 7, My­
rick of the Cisco No. 1 Con.serva 
tion group relate how the use of 
Miil-building crops and tra.shy 
mulch tillage had increased the 
grazing capacity of one of his 
fields to six times the amount se­
cured from an untreated field,

Mr, Mynek explained that he 
began trying to build up his land 
several years ago. b.y making 
heavy applications of manure, and 
eommereial fertilizer each year, 
f ’ontinued removal of all erops, 
and turning under all erop residue 
had kept the soil so low in organic 
matter, however, that yields had 
eontinued to decline, until hardly 
any erop would grow on the land 
At this time he deeidi*d to have a 
ehemieal anah-sis mad" of his .soil 
to determine what was wrong, hut 
to his amazement, thi‘ laboratories 
found no deficiency in his soil, 
what-so-ever. exeept for being low 
in nrganle matter.

About this time Mr Myrick or- 
gsnized a soil conservation group, 
and appealed to the Upper I-eon 
District Supiervisor for Hs.sistance 
This help was granted and upon 
the advice of .soil eimservation tech­
nicians from the Rising Star Work 
Unit, he began planting vetch and 
rve c■over erops, and using tra.shy 
mulch tillage as part of a ccsirdi- 
nated eonaervation program.

On one twelve aen- field, he 
planted vetch and rve for two 
years, leaving a trashy mulrh on 
the surfic-e in between crops, by 
using a rhi.sel-tvp" plow This 
vesr. he follrrwed the vetch with 
.8iidan for grazing ■*Twenty-slx 
cows grazed this field two months, 
from May to July," said Mr Mv- 
rlrk "hefore I removed them to 
mow down the coarse stubble and 
allow frê sh regrowth, and I had 
to drive the rew-s up from the field 
every night for milking These 
same rows were then shifted to an 
adlolning twelve.acre field. on 
which no soil-hiillding had beer 
planted. This Sudan only lasted 
ten days, and the third afternoon 
the rows eame to the barn for feed, 
and grazi-d hungrily on .some old. 
tough Bermuda in the barnyard, 
whieh had previou.sly gone iin- 
notieed”

Mr Mvriek further stated that 
the Sudan cm the vetch plot wa.s 
growing well, and would be ready 
for more grazing semn.

Aran.sas National Wildlife Refuge

Dr T N. Campbell. l!niversity 
of Texas anthropologi.st. and a 
group of atudents recently spent 
two weeks .salvaging evidences of 
the fi.sh, birds and animals eaten 
by the Karankawas Funds for 
the inve.stigation were furnished by 
the Texas Memorial Museum.

They returned to the University 
with 20 different kinds of .shells, 
and bones of almost 40 different 
kinds of fish and birds,

"We al.so got a good idea how 
the Karankawas lived." Dr. Camp­
bell said. "We found flint tool.s. 
arrow pnint.s. scraping and rutting 
tools. We also found quantities of 
pottery. Those Indians u.sed melt­
ed asphalt tn decorate their pot.', 
and al.so to line their baskets ’ ’

The Karankawas were living on 
the Texas coast when the Span­
iards and French came to Texas, 
and were the tribe which destniy- 
ed La Salle's Fort Ixiuis.

Health Agency Reports 182 Cases of 
Typhus Fever During Current Year

AUSTl.N. Aug. .5 .Statistical 
Information compiled bv the State 
Health IVpartment .shows a total 
of 182 cases of typhu.s fever so far 
thia year. During the week b«-- 
tween July 17-24, seven new rases 
were reported, onehalf the seven 
year median of fourtc'en for the 
week of July 2t.

The disease rearhes its peak in 
the month of August, Dr. Geo. W. 
Cox, State Health Officer, said.

Over a five year period 1943 to 
1947, typhus Wver has been respon­
sible for 27S death*. The death 
rate ha* been reduced from sixty- 
three in 1943 to thirty in 1948.

’’Typhus fever as we know it in 
Texas is transmitted by the fleas 
of infected rats," Dr. Oeo. W, Cox, 
•Ute Health Offlcar, n ld . "It can 
ha ooatroUad hy tha aimpla axpadl*
