POUITION CASES FEATURE FINE 
EEMEI) BY STATE GAME AGENCY

AUSTIN, April 6 — Twelve 
pollution c a s e s  that produced 
$1,550 in penalties marked the 
March fine report of the Texas 
Game, Fish and Oyster Commis­
sion announced today. A ll but 
one of the cases involved ships’ 
releasing waste in coastal waters.

Two Norwegian and one Brit­
ish vessel were among those pen­
alized. Two of the defendants 
were fined $200 and costs on 
conviilion The remaining ten de­
fendants were fined $100 and 
costs.

Rain was urgently needed to 
revive dying jdants and warm 
weather was needed for propaga­
tion cf parasitic insects which 
^nll destroy the green b u gs . 
Wheat -was still holding up fair­
ly well over much of the Low 
Rolling Plains although soil mois­
ture was bein.3 rapidly depleted 
by winds and vegetative growth. 
S m a l l  grains in the northern 
Blacklands was also suffering 
from lack ot surface moisture, 
and many fields were still heav­
ily infested with grixm bugs. The 
pro.spects f')i south Texas oats re­
mained pcxir

Some cotton was planted in 
the central areas but most farm­
ers were waiting urtil more sui- 
facc moisture is availabic. The 
growth o f c.,rly cotton in south 
Texas was retarded by dry .-oil. 
Most of so'ath Texas flax crop 
Was headed and some of the ear­
liest crops were starting to ma­
ture. Moisture has bcH?n defici­
ent in that area for some time 
and with immediate rains onl> 
could plantings show much im­
provement. Peaches were blixjm- 
ing in central and north Texas.

Growth of green feed was at a 
standstill over much of the state 
and dry cured feed was getting 
short on many western ranges as 
droughty conditions continued.
