H unger is a constant

I ’ve never been hungry.
I’ve missed a meal or two 

from time to time, mostly from 
a tendency to sleep late on 
weekends or to forego lunch 
on the river when the fish 
are biting. But I always seem 
to catch up at the next op­
portunity and replenish what­
ever calories 1 might have 
missed.

I recall having lim ited 
choices at times when I was 
growing up. Canned salmon 
was inexpensive and my mom 
could stretch the contents 
far enough to feed seven. 
She even made Spam edible, 
especially w hen accompanied 
by her biscuits, which remain 
unparalleled. We preferred 
fried chicken to fried Spam, 
but we didn’t always have 
enough free-range fowl roam­
ing the yards to provide a 
meal every day.

We usually had fresh, fro­
zen or canned vegetables 
available year-round, cour­
tesy of the garden daddy 
planted. We often ate simple, 
but we were never hungry.

I have to admit, reluctantly, 
that 1 don’t pay a lot of 
attention to food prices when 
1 go grocery shopping. I 
check off the list my wife 
insists I make (she knows 
that if 1 need more than three 
items I'll forget at least two 
of them if I don 't have a list) 
and rarely consider how 
much a tub of margarine 
costs, compared to what 1 
paid last week. 1 am spoiled.

I ’ve seen hunger - in West 
Africa and The Philippines - 
during short trips to visit 
brothers in the Peace Corps 
years ago. I learned that 
many people spend most of 
their day trying to catch, har­
vest or accumulate enough 
money to buy just enough 
food to survive until the next 
day when they start the pro­
cess again.

I realize that what I saw- 
nearly 30 years ago has not 
improved much, if at all, and 
that recent food price hikes

will make hunger a reality for 
even more. I feel a bit guilty 
at the relative ease with 
which I can find and pur­
chase more food than 1 need 
today and tomorrow and for 
the next week or so.

I am fortunate. 1 live in a 
country where food is plenti­
ful, thanks to a small per­
centage o f the population 
who are good at growing it, 
and thanks to the vast natu­
ral resources that permit us 
to produce everything from 
spring wheat in North Da­
kota to oranges in South 
Florida.

We’ve written a great deal 
recently about the “perfect 
storm” of adverse conditions 
that have driven food costs 
up. in some cases beyond 
the reach of the world’s poor­
est citizens. We’re facing 
some of those ill winds in 
this country. Recent increases 
in unemployment point to in­
creasing need in this coun­
try.

I’m not smart enough to 
figure out how to solve the 
ever-present specter o f world 
hunger. Part of the blame 
rests with unstable govern­
ments; part with power poli­
tics that place personal gain 
over the good of the gov­
erned; part with forces be­
yond our control (weather, 
for instance).

We can’t blame U.S. farm­
ers. We can’t place too much 
blame on converting land to 
energy production since re­
placing expensive petroleum 
may be at least part of the 
solution. We can ’t place 
much blame on farm programs 
that keep farmers in business 
and food in adequate supply.

But we have to figure it 
out. Our country is too re­
source rich to allow its citi­
zens to be hungry. Our world 
has too many options than 
to allow hunger to persist 
anywhere.

That’s a Pollyanna philoso­
phy, simplistic and naive, but 
we have to start somewhere.

aged to add $70 million in 
tax benefits to wealthy race­
horse owners.

It says a married farm 
couple would need to earn 
more than $1.5 million a year 
to be disqualified for the wel­
fare payments. I don’t know 
but I’ll bet that word “wel­
fare” makes a bunch of farm 
producers get their Fruit of 
the Looms in a wad.

Other disqualifiers seem to 
be equally as generous. Here 
is an example from the Clovis 
editorial: “Conceivably, there­
fore, a couple with just un­
der $1 million in non-farm 
income and just under $1.5 
million in farm income—earn­
ing nearly $2.5 million a 
year—is eligible to receive 
welfare payments for agree­
ing not to grow certain crops. 
Meanwhile food prices will 
continue to climb for work­
ing men and women whose 
paychecks are raided to pay 
for all this.”

It took Congress over four 
months to pass a farm bill. 
To condense the bill to a 
single thought, the voluntary 
program guarantees farmers 
a subsidy if they suffer 
losses because of low prices 
or poor crops.

The subsidy for 2009 is 
tied to recent record prices. 
Fanners could reap a windfall 
if prices drop suddenly. The 
agricultural m agazine Pro 
Farmer described the new 
program, known as Average

C rop  R evenue  E lec tio n  
(ACRE), as “lucrative beyond 
expectations” and said it is a 
"no brainer” for farmers to 
sign up.

Here is another hypothesis 
from the Washington Post: 
“The Agriculture Department 
estimates that subsidy pay­
ments to com farmers alone 
could reach $10 billion a year 
if prices—which have been $5 
to $6 a bushel—were to drop 
to $3.25 a bushel, a level seen 
as recently as last year.”

Many producers in the area 
have switched to corn. Cot­
ton production around here 
is going to stink this year it 
seems. I’m all for com farm ­
ers success. Get it while the 
price is up and ethanol is 
still being produced.

Which brings up another 
point: how long will ethanol 
be around. The government 
is already being pressured to 
reduce the ethanol produc­
tion mandate. If the govern­
ment no longer requires that 
ethanol be produced we 
might hear what Ross Perot 
once described as “a giant 
sucking sound” as politicians 
and investors jum p off the 
ethanol caravan.

What then? Who knows? 
I sure d o n ’t. As alw ays, 
when politicians are involved 
a big mess soon follows. 
Farming is a gamble at best.

Like any good crap game, 
sooner or later you have to 
pass the dice.

So grab some 
garlic butter and read on.

Farm friends firecracker cheeseburger
Prep time: 5 minutes 
Total time: 15 minutes 
Servings: 4

'/> cup Organic Valley sour cream 
2 tbsp horseradish (bottled variety, drained)
2 tbsp sweet pickle relish 
2 tsp pickled jalapenos 
4 Organic Prairie ground beef patties 
4 oz. Organic Valley deli-sliced cheddar cheese 
salt & pepper to taste

In small mixing bowl combine sour cream with horseradish, 
sweet pickle relish, and pickled jalapenos. Cover and chill.

Grill patties on one side, flip and add sliced cheese. Grill 
to perfection.

Brush your burger buns with garlic butter. Toast or grill 
as desired. Slap the cheeseburger on the bun. top with the 
sour cream, horseradish mixture and add tomato and lettuce.

L e t t e r s  t o  t h e  E d it o r

The history of the Friona Public Schools now dating 100 
years would be incomplete without mention of our fine 
vocational agriculture program.

In 1935 Mr. J.T. Gee, a graduate of Texas Tech, was 
employed as the instructor. The young men who were 
fortunate enough to have this fellow as an instructor were 
treated to a complete education and probably the finest 
overall program in the state.

At the time there were no trained veterinarians serving 
this area. We have three really good vets in the county now 
but until the big feed yards developed in the mid 1960s we 
were without their expertise. Dr. Cash opened an office 
about this time and has helped w ith many animal problems.

It fell to Mr. Gee and the ag boys to rescue the fanner 
and rancher, sometimes well after bedtime. At one time there 
were 50 dairy herds, numerous small steer feeding facilities, 
chicken, pigs, and numerous cow-calf operations in the 
Friona trade territory.

Lockjaw, milk fever, dehorning, castrating, debeaking chick­
ens, and a host of other maladies were treated with great 
success by the ag boys under Mr. G ee’s watchful eye. The

gentleman had a knack for controlling young men. Although 
he loved to have fun like everyone else, we knew when the 
professor had had enough.

In closing, the finest remembrance about this class was 
that Mr. Gee developed a Green Hand and Senior Farm Skill 
Team every year. After a while the judges at state contest 
just handed the blue ribbon to Friona.

The unique thing was Mr. Gee used a skill to fit the 
burning question of the day, in other words a disease or 
problem that ag people needed answers to quickly. From 
hog cholera, vaccination for bangs, ear ticks, really severe 
screwworm infection, just the whole picture. Mr. Gee and 
boys accepted the challenge and performed a great service 
for our school and Friona trade territory.

F.W. Reeve, owner of Reeve Chevrolet, furnished a much- 
needed pickup for the ag chapter to perform their duties. 
Every ag community needs a timely program which Friona 
experienced from 1935-1960. Congratulations to the Friona 
school system.

She came to the library to 
check her email and update her 
family on her travels. She said 
they worried when they heard 
about all the tornadoes and wild­
fires in the US.

Helga’s journey started in 
Long Island, New York, where 
she has an “adopted" grand­
daughter named Emma that she 
travels to the US to visit. She 
keeps a Nissan Quest at Emma’s 
house year-round and uses it to 
travel during the summers.

She limits herself to $50 per 
day for food, gas, camping, etc. 
and sticks very strictly to her 
budget Rather than spending 
the night.in hotels or camp­
grounds she often sleeps in her 
car in Wal-Mart parking lots.
She says why spend money on 
hotels or camping when you 
can use it for many other things.
“After all, every Wal-Mart has a 
bathroom I can use,” she says.

Helga is not on any particular 
schedule but will eventually end 
her trip in Minneapolis where 
she w'ill spend time with friends.
She will travel a total of four 
months. She is on a mission to 
convince other people in her 
situation to go and see the

w'orld. Her philosophy is if you 
can spend about $300 a week 
and have the ability to drive 
you can go wherever you want 
to. She spent last summer in 
Alaska The trip covered a total 
of 14,000 miles. You don’t have 
to have a lot of money to travel, 
she says.

When she doesn't feel like 
driving for a while she pulls into 
a park or camping area gets out 
her hammock, and reads a book 
or needlepoints. She is cur­
rently working on a Christmas 
tablecloth that she will give to 
Emma’s family.

America is growing older. Each year the average age of it’s 

citizens creeps up. Each of us is growing older, yet we sometimes 
try to escape that reality. Our youth oriented culture blinds us to 
the realities of our own aging.

Many people think of aging as if it were some kind of disease 
because along with it comes a scries of problems like ill health or 
loneliness.

Aging does have its problems but it also has great hope and 
anticipation for those who love the Lord.

Douglas McArthur had an essay about age that hung on his 
office wall.

Judge 4*IHp” Horton reflects on 
Friona schools and his career

(The fo llow ing are re­
m arks g iven  by H o llis  
"Trip" Horton on May 4, 
2008, during his induction 
in to  the F riona  H igh  
Schoo l H all o f  D is tin ­
guished Graduates.)

In reflecting on my jo u r­
ney here. I wondered why I 
m ight have been selected 
for this award. A lthough I 
was, I think, a good stu­
dent, I was neither first in 
my class, nor the brightest 
in my class. A lthough I was 
a high school athlete, I was 
not a star football or bas­
ketball player and spent my 
years in both sports w atch­
ing from the bench. A l­
though I was a good de­
bater, I am not even the 
best o f the debaters that 
have graduated here.

In reflecting on that ques­
tion, however, I could not 
think o f another graduate 
here having attained the po­
sition that I ’ve obtained: 
that o f being a judge. That 
attainm ent, I decided, must 
be why I am here.

Judges, you see, are very 
im portant positions in our 
society. W hat other person 
can sign a decree taking all 
the property of one spouse 
and giving it to another in 
a divorce? What other per­
son can sign an order taking 
away children from their par­
ents, and terminating their le­
gal relationship w ith their 
parents? What other person 
in our society can sign a 
decree that allows the State 
to execute the person for his 
crimes? Can the president of 
the United States do that? 
No, judges do that.

These are indeed respon­
sible positions, and worthy 
o f the honor bestow ed on 
me today. But, I would not 
have attained that position 
w ithout a foundation that I 
received in tw elve years 
w ithin the Friona public 
school system . A lthough 
there are many attributes* 
that I could discuss, for to­
day, given our tim e, I will 
mention three.

First, reading and writing. 
In my job  as judge, I read 
the briefs filed by lawyers 
in approxim ately 600 cases 
per year. That means I read 
approx im ately  100 pages 
written by the lawyers per 
case, or 60,000 pages per 
year. A lthough the lawyers 
do not, for the most part, 
have the ability to write like 
John G risham , the reading 
requires a large vocabulary

and a high level o f reading 
com prehension. I left public 
school after 12 years here 
with the ability to do that. 
T hose  o f  you w ho are 
graduating this month can 
do that too.

S e c o n d , d u rin g  my 
schooling here, my teachers 
gave me an appreciation of 
history and governm ent that 
I use every day in my job. 
You will recall from your 
g o v ern m en t c la sse s  that 
there arc three branches o f 
governm ent, the Executive, 
the Legislative, and the Ju ­
dicial. The legislative does 
what? It makes the law. The 
executive does what? It en ­
forces the law. The judicial 
does what? It interprets the 
law. As a result, due to my 
training here, you won’t find 
me to be a judicial activist, 
but instead, a person who 
thoughtfully considers the 
role of judges in our soci­
ety to be one lim ited to in­
terpreting what the legisla­
ture passed through its p ro­
cess of making law.

History, particularly an ap­
preciation for Texas history, 
is also im portant. I learned 
in seventh grade Texas h is­
tory that the right to a jury 
trial under the Texas consti­
tution is broader than the 
right to a jury  trial con­
tained in the U.S. C onstitu­
tion. Do you suppose that 
m ight be the case since our 
founding fathers in Texas 
were faced with being jailed 
by M ex ican  m a g is tra te s  
w ithout the right to a trial? 
Or, perhaps we find this 
right broadly guaranteed in 
the Texas Constitution be­
cause these Texans faced tri­
als over their property rights 
without a right to a jury? 
I’ve used that lesson to re- «
quire the Texas government 
to allow jury trials when it 
refused the request to do so.

T h ird , R e sp e c t fo r  
Rules— in my case, i t’s the 
equivalent o f respect for the 
law. I learned in the Friona 
school system  that break­
ing  ru le s  had  c o n s e ­
quences. W hen I attended 
jun io r high, we could not 
cross highway sixty to go 
to our P.E. class without 
w aiting  for the crossing  
guard, or if one was not 
there, fo r .th e  P.E. teacher. 
The penalty for violating 
that rule was three licks. I 
had the m isfortune to break 
that rule only once, but the 
penalty was swift; it was 
applied equally w ithout re­

gard to race, creed, color, 
or national origin. And. by 
the way, there was no ap­
peal to any higher author­
ity. Some, who did not learn 
their lesson, had the pen­
alty applied on more than 
one occasion— but not me. *

You sec. we have rules in 
our society for very good 
reasons. The penalties, for 
the most part, arc set by 
our society. I am expected, 
as a judge, to enforce those 
penalties exacted by judges 
and juries, and do so.

I learned all o f this by 
the time I graduated from 
high school. It was an edu­
cation I was given without 
being expected to pay, and 
no one ever asked that I 
write a check. It was pro­
vided to me without charge 
by teachers and school ad­
m in is tr a to r s  w ho c a re d  
about passing on to me the 
tools to succeed. It is som e­
thing that each of you have 
received, too.

So, in looking back over 
34 years later, having ob ­
tained the position that I 
have achieved that is being 
honored by you today, I 
would observe for those of 
you graduating this month 
that you don ’t have to be 
the first in your class; you 
don’t have to be the bright­
est student in school, and 
that each of you have been 
given the same tools as I 
was given that guarantees 
your future success.

But, you have to use 
them. You need to be self -  
motivated; be early, ask your 
te a c h e rs  q u e s t io n s , ask  
them for their help. You 
need to be curious about 
the inform ation that is o f­
fered you in your classes. 
Read everything, particularly 
your required coursework, and 
write. After you’ve written 
your projects, use your word 
processors to check the spell­
ing and the grammar. Then, 
revise and edit your work.

If you do these things, 
you will enjoy the success 
that I ’ve enjoyed o f receiv­
ing a public education. Your 
future success will be as­
sured, and you will earn the 
respect o f the people in 
your community. You have 
all been given the tools you 
need to do that. I did it,
and you can too.
