Waterways

" We have 400 miles of gulf coast and
2,000 miles of inland waterways sus-
ceptible to mavigation. The cost of
transporting freight over the water-
ways is 2 mills per ton per mile,

2 Mills Per Ton Per Mile.

This method of transportation is
cheaper than either railroad or public
highways The principal cost of pub-
lic highways is in constructing and
maintaining the roadbed, and the same
applies to railroads, but nature fur
nishes a level roadbed for the vessels
and the government maintains the
waterways. The improvement of our
rivers and harbors will greatly lower
the cost of transportation,

Pipe Lines.

We have 1,500 miles of pipe line in
transportation service from
the oil fields to our and

leading
refineries,

several hundred miles of pipe lines in
the refinery yards,

Pipe lines are primarily city build
ers. The pipe lines bring the oil field
to the refinery and the gas well to the
city and the factory, and reduce the
cost of transportation as well as pro
vide a feasible method of distributing
the product of the oil and gas wells
throughout the State.

Aerial Navigation,

We have no airships in transporta
tion service in Texas. This character
of transportation, while experimental,
is nevertheless important, the
Texas Commercial Secretaries’ Asso
ciation.

Says

The perfection of the airship will
greatly reduce the cost of transporta
tion. ., The atmosphere furnishes the
roadbed for aerial navigation and af
fords a free and universal distribution
of trackage facilities. All people are
vitally interested in inventions. Rob-
ert Fulton, in giving us the steam en
gine, reduced the cost of transporta
tion in Texas from 43 cents per ton
mile (public highways) to 1 cent per
ton per mile on the waterways. Im
proved machinery reduces the cost of
transportation in all lines of trafhic,
and consequently increases the value
of production,

IN PRAISE OF VACCINATION

Philadelphia Physician Insists It has
Done Much to Rid the World
of Scourge.

Discussing smallpox and vaceina-
tion, Dr. G. R. Webber of Philadel-
phia said that smallpox was intro-
duced into America by the Span-
iards in their conquests and in the
cighteenth  century widely
gpread, becoming a great scourge.
“At a certain period one out of ev-

was

ery three deaths was due to small-
pox,” said the physician. “In a
single century, the cighteenth, it is

gaid, it had 60,000,000 victimas,
France at one epoch loging 30,000 -
000 lives through this cause. Chil-
dren under five years were its chief
sufferers.

“Jenner digcovered vaccination in
the eighteenth centurv. Dr. Benja-
min Waterhouse of Boston was so
impressed with the news from Eng-
land that he vaccinated three of his
sons and sent them to the smallpox
hospital to test the value of the dis-
covery. None of them took the Jis-
ease,

“Vaccination is a most efficient
preventive and as such is recognized
everywhere. Germany requires two
vaccinations of children, one in the
first year of life and one at 12; Ja-
pan requires three.” Dr. Webber
said that as to requiring vaccination
this country was in a state far from
desirable. More supervision and
greater insistence as to forms were
necessary. Money and cost were not |
to be weighed against public health
and safety.—Washington Herald.
