It takes less labor to work clear 
pine than pine knots, and costs 
(ess money.

It takes less labor to paint clear 
paint than halt whiting or half 
china-clay or half ground stone 
or half barytes. These mixtures 
make more gallons, not more 
paint. •There’s no more milk in 
two quarts of milk'and* water 
than in one quart of milk. If 
you paint two gallons for one you 
pay double for labor; and labor 
cost more than paint.

You know how it is with clear 
lumber and knots. It’s the same 
with all paint and half*paint.

A day’s*work is a gallon of 
paint or half*paint. *

Instructions That Will Enable the '
Cook to Prepare Thaae the Moat 

Appetizing Way.

Sift together three cupa of fiovir, | 
four and a half Icvid teaaiioonfula of 
baking powder and three quartera of a 
level teaapoonful of salt. Rub Into 
thta two tableapooiifuU of butter until 
the (lour looks and feela mealy, then 
add one and one half ounces of lullk, 
and beat fer a moment to a smooth 
dough. Have a coarse linen or canvas 
cover for your molding board and a 
woven cover for the rolling pin. Turn 
the dough out on a well-floured cloth 
and tosa Into a ball with a knife. 
Slip the cover over the pin and rub 
It full of flour, then roll out the dough 
with light pata.

This should be moist, so It will 
stick to anything but the*wcll-flourod 
canvas. It must not bo touched with 
the hands except when the cakes are 
laid on the griddle. Roll the dough 
out Into an even rheet, about three- 
quarters of an Inch thick, cut out with j 
a biscuit cutter and bake on a granite 
griddle, leaving them far enough apart 
BO they will not stick. The fire should 
not be too hot.

When the cakes puff up to double 
their site, turn and bake on the other 
aide. Have a s»-i-ond batch baking 
while the first Is being eaten, like 
griddle cakes. Serve hot, to the but­
ter will melt at cnee when the cakea 
are split and the butter Is spread 
between them.

The members in Austin now, for 
the most part, have called upon the 
governor; they usually do immediate- ' 
ly upon arrival. The members de­
sire to pay their respects to the chief 
executive, and it has long been custo- ' 
mary, regardless of factional or party 
affiliation. Uut Monday prohibition 
was discussed, it is understood. The 
members recognize the Insurance 
problem as an expedient, a means to 
the end, as it were, but that other , 
and important matters will come be­
fore the legislature, if Monday's indi­
cations amount to anything.

But the notable thing in connection 
with Monday’s visits were the expres­
sions from visitors concerning the re­
ported purposes entertained by the 
governor. Of those who called upon 
him nearly all expressed symi>athy 
for the proposed constitutional con­
vention, It is said. They declared 
themselves to be heartily in favor of 
any means at hand by which the pre­
vailing agitation can be settled and 
the state allowed once more to as­
sume its customary level of progress, 
unhampered by extreme Issues that 
retard the normal advancement of the 
state's commerce and industry.

Monday night there were in Austin 
forty-five representatives and nine 
senators for the special session, 
which will convene Tuesday after­
noon. Telegrams have been received 
showing that thirty-five additional 
members of the house of representa­
tives will arrive Tuesday morning, 
while from members of the senate ad­
vices have been received to the effect 
that nine others will arrive Wednes­
day.

Sketches on The Philippines.

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Editor Meaaeneer:
Did you aae tha oomat? I did, 

and it waa a beauty. At ita beat 
the iail reached from the horixon 
to the zenith, thuaapanning nine 
ty degreea of the heavens. It ia 
probable that auoh a magnificent 
phenomenon never before viaited 
the earth. Of oourae the same 
comet haa many timea called on 
old earth, but on previoua viaita 
it did not appear ao large. May 
be it waa only a boy comet when 
it waa hero before; or poaaibly it 
ia juat putting on air thia time in 
order to keep the earth getting 
ahead of it. On ita proceeding 
viait Abe Lincoln waa conducting 
hia firat sockleaa courtahip and 
Andrew Jackann waa in the 
White Houae eating with a knife 
and picking hia teeth with a fork. 
John D. Kockefeller had not yet 
been born. Probably the comet 
had its bead set on monopolizing 
the heavena before John D. geta 
the earth.

There waa, of courae, great 
war talk in the Philippines. 
.Many an old fellow sadly ahook 
hia gray head and eaid that 
comets always bring wars. The 
government sent out circulars 
and bulletins to allay the fears of 
the people, and the good priests 
at the head of the coservatory 
published charts and diagrams 
and had them explained in all the 
churches, showing that there ia 
no more danger in a comet than 
there is in a lightning bug. Had 
it not been for the efforts of the 
government, the learned mem* 
bers of the catholic church, and 
the present wave of prosperity, I 
have no doubt that many a life 
woulu have been lost at the point 
of the bolo.

To a )me the comet had a re­
ligious significance. One old re- 
li;iou8 fanatic and out'aw on 
whose head there ia a five thous­
and dollar reward came forth 
from Ins hiding place and 
preached that the second coming 
of Christ was at hand, and that 
the comet waa tha torch with 
which he would burn up all the 
wickedness in the world, which 
included all the people except the 
followers of the said fanatic. 
Then be and hia band were to 
possess the earth alone. Thic 
looked pretty good to many an 
ignoramus; so a great throng as 
sembled on the top of a mountain 
and prepared to meet thei.* Christ 
in the air. Hut strange to aay, 
they could not fast forty days and 
nights and then look as fat and 
slick as a mole; and stranger atill, 
no manna fell in that wilderness, 
no ravens came with baskets of

sweet*bread and tarts, and no 
spring of ice* water burst forth 
from the jawbone of an aes. 
Christ did not come, the comet 
gut no hotter, hunger continued 
to rage, and he who went forth to 
meet the bridegroom remembered 
that there was plenty of rice in 
lowlands. So he shook the dust 
from his feet, the “prophet” re 
tired to his Isir in the mountains, 
the comet past, and nobody was 
hurt.

1 have just completed another 
trip to the mountains where 1 re­
newed my acquaintance with my 
old friends, the Igorots. As 1 
•old you in a previous letter, the 
Igorots are head-hunters. The 
Indians used to take peoples 
scalps, but the Igorot takes the 
whole business. Our party 
learned from inquiry and obser­
vation that the head-hunters 
place their victims in rude coffins 
hewn out in the shapes of an­
imals and set these coffins under 
a large cliff on a wild mountain 
side. Af^er a time the occupant 
of the coffin is thrown out and a 
fresh victim put in his place. 
NVe decideo to take our lives in 
our hands and explore that 
unique burying ground. So we 
equipped ourselves with boloe, 
ropes, and scaling ladders and 
set out early in the morning. At 
two o’clock in the afternoon w’e 
dragged Gur weary feet into the 
little city of the dead. I never 
before saw anything like it. 
Ihere sat half a dozen coffins 
carved in honor of animal-gods 
while all around us lay heaps of 
human bones. I shall never for­
get the awful contrast between 
this picturesque cavern of nature 
and the ghastly white skulls 
grinning out from every nook 
and corner.

The scene must have been 
somewhat like that of old Ezekiel 
in the valley of dry bones. How 
ever, we did not carrv the joke 
quite as far aa did Zeke. You 
remember that he preached to 
the bones and immediately there 
was a great earthquake which 
shook every bone into its proper 
place and made rinews, muscle 
and skin grow upon there; but 
they were still dead. Then he 
preached again and every fellow 
sprang to his feet and blew his 
nose to show that he had plenty 
of breath in bin.. We didn’t 
preach any. In the first place, 
we had a pretty good idea that 
the bones wouldn't get up if we 
did preach; and in the second 
place, we didn’t want them 
raised. Think what a foolhardy 
trick it would be to resurrect that

bunch and have them swish their 
tails, brandish their head-axes, 
raise the war-hoop, and annex 
the raiser to the bone heap.

If you think 1 am enlarging 
upon this narrative, all I ask of 
you is to request the editor of 
this sheet to show you a photo­
graph which will reveal the 
placid countenance of ye scribe 
sitting in the midst of the skulls.

Games and sports among Igorot 
boys and girls are very simple. 
In fact, 1 have seen only one 
game for girls and two for boys 
The girl game is called “ sissiski” . 
It isplayed an follows: About 
sundown from six to twenty girls 
assemble on a grass plot and 
make ready for a romp. The

preparation consists in laying 
aside their blankets, which leayes 
them clad as were Adam and 
Eve, minus the fig leaves. Then 
they lire up in two rows about 
fifteen feet apart. All yell 
“ sissieki”  and the girls of each 
side try to catch those of the op­
posite side by the ankles and 
drag them over a ‘‘dead line” . 
It is easy enough to upset one of 
the girls and start towards the 
line with her, but about that time 
some partner of the prostrate girl 
seizes the ankle of the dragger 
and makes off towards the line 
witn her. Thus the game con* 
tiniMS until each brown carcass 
is dragged many times over the 
carpet of green. This is a new

kind of l^wn party; but 1 fear 
you will never participate in it,
