Editor Meseenger:

As i have not written to your 
paper for soma time I thought a 
few lines from Illinois would not 
be amiss.

Tbe farmers are now in tbe 
midst of their threshing. Wheat 
is turning out abont -k) bushels 
per acre, oats about 45, and if 
nothing happens the threshing 
will soon be done.

1 will try to explain how they 
wora here apout the threshing. 
Ten, fifteen, or twenty farmers 
will form a ring or club, and 
sometimes all go in and buy a 
threshing outfit. Then they will 
start at one man’s bouse and 
thresh out his crop, and then go 
to the next farm and so on from 
place to place until all have 
threshed. Of course they all eat 
dinner at the place where they 
are threshing and sometimes 
supper. Mr. Editor, as I am sell 
ing threshing machinery some­
times I get a good dinner where 
they are threshing, as 1 call on 
that class of trade. 1 often think 
of the log rcllings, cotton pick­
ings, etc., 1 used to go to in 
Houston County, when I see 
these men all around tbe table 
eating, and of course each lady 
tries to fix up equally as nice a 
dinner as her neighbor. The 
corn crop is very promising here 
now on the black land, but on tbe 
sand it dues not look so well. I 
noticed a picture in the Mess­
enger some time ago showing the 
relative production of com per 
acre in Illinois and Texaa. It 
showed Illinois producing a great 
deal more per acre on an aver­
age, but the picture was mis­
leading for there are places here 
that do not make more than five 
bushels of corn per acre on an 
average, and one day last week 1 
saw a fellow plowing corn in 
Kavkahu County that will not 
average more than one bushel 
per acre. But there are many, 
many acres of corn here that will 
make 50 or 60 bushels if nothing 
happens to it.

About the health of this coun­
try. I can say ooly this, in pass 
ing oemateries one will see new 
made graves here as often as in 
Texas, and there are as many 
doctors here as there, but I do 
not know of any epilemio hers 
now, and the people do not have 
chills and fevers as they do 
there. Many grown people here 
do not know what a chill is; but 
one thing they have here more 
than there is consumption, and I 
think it is because they build 
their houses so close and stay in 
to close. Nearly every house in 
this country is plastered and 
have double floors. The winters 
being long and aevure, the people 
do not get out much if they can 
help it; more especially tbe ladies 
and tbe result is a great many 
weakly women.

1 was on a train a few days ago 
and a traveling man said tu me, 
“ where are you from?” I said, 
” 1 am from the best state in tbe 
union, can you guess':” He said 
Texas, 1 said yes.
