Permit for TV Cable

Another chapter in the "or­
biting" of the Friona Star was 
added last week when the of­
fice was moyed from the old 
location in the Friona State 
Bank building to the new 
quarters on the corner of 
Sixth Street and Euclid Ave­
nue.
Occupying a new 50 x 60 

building with Plains Publishers, 
The Star will introduce a paper 
printed in Friona for the sur­
rounding trade territory, which 
the local citizenry will be proud 
of.

“ We hope to get out the first 
issue of The Star in Friona 
within two weeks,”  says W. H. 
“ Sonny”  Graham, co-owner and 
publisher of the paper.

“ Due to the revolutionary 
type of printing operation, which 
is technically called photo-off­
set or lithography, we wanted 
to make sure that we will be 
able to produce a paper on 
time and one that the people 
will enjoy,”  Graham says.

Plains Publishers will be the 
printing operation in the new 
organization of The Star.

In addition to The Friona

Permission was granted to 
the Friona Clearview Com­
pany to construct and operate 
a television antenna service 
within the city limits of F r i­
ona at the regular meeting 
Monday night in the City Hall.

Star, other publications will be 
printed in the new plant, one 
of which will be printed here 
this week.

The paper which will be print­
ed in Friona this week is a 
weekly publication for Cannon 
Air Force Base, The Mach Met­
er.

In addition to regular staff 
of The Star—Dave McReynolds, 
editor; June Floyd, society ed­
itor; and Graham, who will also 
be the manager of Plains Pub­
lishers—several other people 
will be employed at the Friona 
plant.

One of these is George De- 
voll of Clovis, who is plant 
technician. Devoll was formerly 
employed by Hicks & Siddens 
Printing Company in Clovis and 
is well-founded in lithographic 
printing.

Several machines in the Plains 
Publishers plant will probably 
bring questions to the minds 
of those who are familiar to 
the stock and trade Linotypes, 
typecasting and other machines 
that are always found in a print 
shop.

The new Gemco offset press 
in the plant is one of four in

the United States and makes it 
possible to print 12,000 copies of 
an eight-page paper an hour.

Taking the place of the Lino­
type machines, which are used 
in letterpress operations to set 
the body type, (the type in 
which this story is set) is a 
“ Justo-writer.”

This machine is in two sec­
tions, one of which sets the 
copy on a coded tape. This in 
turn is placed in the second 
machine and turns out the fin­
ished copy on a piece of glossy 
paper.

This is sent down the line to 
the make-up desk where the 
headlines, which are set on 
another machine called a 
“ Headliner”  are placed with 
their stories.

The Headliner is a machine 
which, through the use of photo­
graphy, turns out the larger 
type sizes as the operator dials 
them on a disc.

The page is then “ pasted up” 
—no lead is involved—on a large 
page-size piece of white paper 
and taken to the camera.

If you are looking for some­
thing unusual in cameras, we 
have one—the camera is cap­

able of taking pictures 24x24 
inches. It weighs 3,000 pounds.

A negative is taken of the 
finished page.

This negative is taken to the 
arc printer where a presensi­
tized aluminum plate is placed 
next to the negative and a 
carbon arc lamp bathes the 
plate in a white hot light for 
about 1% minutes.

This transfers the image to 
the plate which is then placed 
on the press.

After this process is repeat­
ed for as many pages as the 
publication requires, the press 
then rolls them off.

It will be several weeks until 
the new plant is “ prettied up” 
and will be in a presentable 
state.

An official open house is plan­
ned during Maize Days and 
work will be going on to show 
visitors how the plant operates 
and papers are printed.

“ We hope our area will be 
as proud of our new plant and 
its new equipment as we are,”  
Graham says, “ and we hope to 
put out even better papers than 
before for the folks of our ter­
ritory.”

iel Aise, .he convention voted 
in favor of the unit rule, where­
by the county delegation will 
vote as a unit at the state con­
vention. A standing vote show­
ed 47 delegates were for the 
resolution while 21 were against 
it.

Wyle Bullock, Laz­
buddie, and Leland Boyd, Bo­
vina, carried the ball for the 
liberals.
R. W. Anderson was elected 

permanent chairman and Hur- 
shel Harding, permanent secre­
tary, in early business of the 
meeting.

H. K. Kendrick, Friona, in­
troduced the resolution that 
Parmer County delegates sup­
port Daniel.

Delegates to the state con­
vention will be Charles Allen, 
Luther Hamm, Bill Sheehan,

I. W. Quickel, Wyle Bullock, 
Hollis Horton, and Mary Belle 
Aldridge.

Trastees Vote Split 
In FISD Insurance

In a four-hour-long meeting 
Monday night at Friona High 
School members of the Friona 
Independent School District's 
board of trustees voted to 
split insurance premiums on 
new buildings among four F r i­
ona agencies and accepted a 
$357,250 budget for the 1958- 
59 school year.
Board members voted to 

split the insurance on the new 
additions totalling some $306,000 
among the Ethridge-Spring A- 
gency, Rushing Insurance 
Agency, L&L Agency and the 
Douglas-Bingham Insurance A- 
gency.

In addition the board reserv­
ed that Dan Ethridge would 
be the person to represent the 
school with the agencies involv­
ed.

Other business in the session 
included the last revision of 
the 1957-58 school year budget.

Bills for the current month 
were approved including the 
12th payment to Jones Construc­
tion Company for $18,405 for 
construction work on new addi-

tions and buildings.
Other business included the 

acceptance of the 1958-59 tax 
roll totaling $179,000, as pre­
sented by Dan Ethridgej tax 
assessor and collector for the 
district.

Members voted to set the 
rate at $1.08 for local main­
tenance and 42 cents for in­
terest and sinking funds for 
the. new year. This is based on 
the rate of $1.50 per hundred.

Insurance on school buses 
was renewed to include fire, 
theft and $100 deductible with 
the Ethridge-Spring Agency, 
Also Ethridge was instructed 
to renew the blanket bonds of 
$2,000 on bus drivers and $10,- 
000 on teachers for the coming 
year.

Members voted to go on rec­
ord as accepting the petition 
presented by residents of the 
area east of the Methodist 
Church to change all that prop­
erty in that area from a “ C” 
zone to a “ B”  zone with the 
city’s zoning law.

The Ethridge-Spring Agency

will retain the policies on all the 
old buildings and those not 
involved in the new additions.

In order to make it clear 
what buildings would be involv­
ed the board recorded that “ it 
is understood that ‘buildings’ 
referred to include the new jun- ■ 
ior high, addition to cafeteria 
and addition to the high school.”

Members present at the board 
meeting included Clyde Weath­
erly, Cordie Potts, Paul Fort­
enberry, Hoyt Smith and D.

PROPOSED CONSTITUTIONAL

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 
36 proposing an amendment to Section 
61a o f Article III of the Constitution 
o f the State of Texas by adding a new 
Subsection to be known as 51a-l; giv­
ing the Legislature the power to pro­
vide, under such limitations and re­
strictions as may be deemed by the 
Legislature expedient, for assistance on 
behalf o f persons eligible for Old Age 
Assistance, Aid to the Blind, and Aid 
to Dependent Children as provided in 
Section 61a o f Article III and for 
persons eligible for Aid to the Per­
manently and Totally Disabled as pro­
vided in Article III, Section 51-b o f 
the Constitution o f the State o f Tex­
as; providing for direct or vendor 
payments for medical care on behalf 
o f such recipients ; providing for the 
acceptance o f financial aid from the 
Government o f the United States for 
such payments; providing that the pay­
ments for such medical care shall be 
in addition to the direct assistance to 
such recipients; providing that the 
amounts paid out o f  State funds shall 
never exceed the payments out of 
Federal funds for such purposes; pro­
viding for the necessary election, form 
o f ballot, proclamation, and publica­
tion.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEG­

ISLATURE OF THE STATE OF
TE XA S:
Section 1. That Section 61a o f A r­

ticle HI o f the Constitution o f the 
State o f Texas be amended by adding 
thereto a new Subsection to be known 
as Subsection 51a-l, which shall read 
as follows;

‘ ‘Subsection 51a-l. The Legislature 
shall have the power to provide by 
General Laws and to make payment 
for same, under such limitations and 
restrictions as may be deemed by the 
Legislature expedient, for direct or ven­
dor payments for medical care on be­
half of needy recipients o f  Old Age 
Assistance, Aid to the Blind, or Aid 
to Dependent Children as provided for 
in Section 61a o f  Article HI and on 
behalf o f  needy recipients o f  Aid to 
the Permanently and Totally Disabled 
as provided for in Section 61-b o f 
Article in  o f  the Constitution o f  the 
State o f  Texas. The payments for such 
medical ear* on behalf o f such recip­
ients shall bs la addition to the direct 
assistance to each recipients, sad shall

be in such amounts as provided by the 
Legislature ; provided, however, that 
the amounts paid out o f  State funds 
for such purposes shall never exceed 
the amounts paid out o f  Federal funds 
for such purposes.

“ The Legislature shall have the au­
thority to accept from the Federal 
Government o f the United States, such 
financial aid on behalf o f the needy 
aged, needy blind, needy children, and 
needy permanently and totally disabled 
persons as such Government may offer 
not inconsistent with restrictions here­
in set forth ."

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitutional 
Amendment shall be submitted to a 
vote of the qualified voters of this 
State at an election to be held on the 
first Tuesday after the first Monday 
in November, 1958, at which election 
all ballots shall have printed thereon 
the following:

A  Home Rule City may 
provide by charter or charter amend­
ment, and a city, town or village op­
erating under the general laws may 
provide by majority vote o f  the quali­
fied voters voting at an election called 
for that purpose, for a longer term o f 
office than two (2) years for its o ffi­
cers, either elective or appointive, or 
both, but not to exceed four (4) years;

Section 1. That Subsection (b) o f

read hereafter as follows:

“ (b) Each county shall have the 
right to provide for and administer a 
Retirement, Disability and Death Com­
pensation Fund for the appointive of­
ficers and employees o f  the county or 
precinct, or for the appointive and elec­
tive officers and for the employees o f 
the county or precinct, provided same 
is authorized by a majority vote o f the 
qualified voters o f  such county and 
after such election has been advertised 
by being published in at least one 
newspaper o f  general circulation in 
said county once each week for four 
consecutive weeks ; provided that the 
amount contributed by the county to 
such Fund shall at least equal the 
amount paid for the same purpose 
from Hie income o f each such person 
and shall not exceed at any time seven 
and one-half per centum (7Ya%) o f  the 
compensation paid to each such person 
by the county.

“ All fonds provided from  the com­
pensation o f each such person, or by 
the county, for such Retirement, Dis­
ability and Death Compensation Fund, 
as are received by the county, shall be 
invested in bonds o f  the United States, 
toe State o f  Texas, or counties or 
cities o f  this state, or In bonds issued 
by any agency of the United States 
government, the payment of the prin- 
eipal of and interest on which Is

guaranteed by the United States, pro­

Cantaloupes Slow 
As Harvest Starts

The Parmer County (Bo­
vina) cantaloupe deal got 
started this week, and its first 
movements went into a drag- 
gy market described by Char­
lie Flynn, owner of Gateway 
Produce, packers there, as 
"demoralized."

Bovina growers are com­
peting with the tail-end of the 
California cantaloupe harvest, 
Flynn says, and growers there 
are "dumping" the last of 
their harvest and winding up 
the season.
Flynn is hopeful that within 

a week the pressure from the 
California shipments will have 
subsided and that the market 
will stabilize. He does not view

the beginning of the Bovina deal 
as alarming.

“ I’ve been in the vegetable 
business every day, 365 days a 
year, for 27 years, and things 
look ‘normal’ to me,”  he said. 
“ When you are in the perish­
able produce business, this is 
the way it goes.”

He also pointed out that the 
Bovina cantaloupes, which are 
grown on about 40 farms and 
total over 600 acres, are not 
yet being harvested in volume. 
Bovina shipments will not hit 
their stride until next week.

On Monday, Gateway had a- 
bout 60 laborers in the fields, 
picking the first fruit of the 
crop. At peak, more than 200 
will be used to gather in the 
melons.

Still, the first pickings looked 
like a lot of cantaloupes to 
Bovina residents, many of 
whom gathered around the shed 
to see the first area vegetable 
processing shed in operation.

Bovina cantaloupes are sell­
ing at from $2.50 to $2.75 and 
the market is slow. Most grow­
ers figure that a $3 per crate 
price is about a break-even 
point and that everything over 
that is considered profit. So, 
the prices will have to improve 
if the cantaloupe deal can be 
called successful.

Flynn expressed satisfaction 
with the quality and volume 
of the crop.

The size and taste of the 
cantaloupes is very good, Gate­
way men say, and although the 
tonnage cannot be accurately 
figured this early, it probably 
“ will run 200 crates an acre, 
easily.”

Bovina’s cantaloupe pick is 
expected to last from 30 to 40 
days, depending on the maturity 
of the field, the weather, and 
other factors.

* * * *

Both growers and sideline ob­
servers are crossing their fin­
gers and hoping for the canta­
loupe deal to improve. They are 
especially anxious to see a coun­
ty vegetable crop “ hit”  after 
a poor year for onions and the 
current slow movement of the 
potato deal.

Those who have boosted vege­
table production here have em­
phasized the advantages of di­
versifying and getting a “ mix­
ed deal”  with several different 
vegetables. Often, one crop will 
be paying well while others 
may be breaking even or los­
ing money, they maintain.

So far, onions have failed to 
pay out, and potatoes are drag- 
gy in both price and demand. 
Growers were hopeful that 
cantaloupes would start fast, 
but they didn’t.

Carrot harvesting will prob­
ably get started in Friona next 
week, and when shipments of 
that vegetable start, farmers 
will begin to get an inkling of 
the over-all view of 1958 as a 
vegetable growing year.

Parmer County Farm Bureau 
leaders, under their personal 
signatures.

our children.
Other things that we should 

keep on the alert for are signs 
of poor hearing or poor sight. 
Many times a child does poor 
work in school and the parents 
pass it off as indifference or 
failure to apply himself when 
the real cause is deficient hear­
ing or eye sight.

Prompt attention to any of 
these could change school prog­
ress, or even the child’s out­
look on life.

Mothers of children who will 
be starting to school for the 
first time next month should be 
sure to do two things. Accord­
ing to a state law, no child 
can be enrolled in the first 
grade unless he or she has had 
a smallpox vaccination and is 
in possession of a birth certifi­
cate which has been issued by 
the Texas Department of Pub­
lic Health.

Not too many years ago 
these certificates were issued to 
the parents at the time a baby’s 
birth was reported; however, 
that has been changed. Now 
it is necessary for a parent to 
write the State Department of 
Health in Austin and send $1 
with a request for the certifi­
cate.

You must give the child’s 
name and date of birth, the 
mother’s maiden name, and 
the father’s name. This re­
quest should be made as early 
as possible for the department 
may be swamped with too many 
requests the last week in this 
month.

The “ real”  price of milk, in
spite of wars and inflation, has 
consistently declined for many 
years, says the National Dairy 
Council. For example, in 1890, 
the average factory employee 
had to work slightly more than 
25 minutes to earn the price of 
a quart of milk. And though 
the consumer services associat­
ed with milk delivery have ris­
en tremendously, the time a fac­
tory worker must labor for the 
price of a quart of milk has 
gone down as follows: in 1929— 
15 minutes; in 1947—10 min­
utes; and in 1957—only 7 min­
utes.

Special finishes now being 
being used on many fabrics 
create a problem in removing 
stains. The best rule to follow, 
according to the USDA Agricul­
tural Research Service, is to 
look for directions regarding 
use of bleaches on the garment.

DISTRICT NEWS

s&UK m  ★  STRENGTH
Even though we have had 

quite a bit of rainfall here in 
Parmer County recently, we 
should not forget that conserva­
tion of irrigation water still is 
highly important.

Tail water is not the only 
loss of water. Many farmers 
have rows that are too long. 
In order to get the water out 
to the lower end of the rows, 
it has to stay on the upper end 
longer than necessary. The re­
sults are that the upper end is 
wet deeper than the roots will 
go. All water that goes deeper 
than the root zone is wasted.

Most fields have a good crop 
at the upper and lower ends 
with a poor crop in the middle. 
The poor crop in the middle is 
probably due to lack of mois­
ture. More than likely, had the 
water been used properly, there 
would be a uniform crop 
throughout the field. In other 
words, enough water is being 
wasted at the upper and lower 
ends of the field to properly 
irrigate the middle.

There are many types of sys­
tems that can be used to con­
serve our underground water. 
A few methods are proper length 
of rows, level rows, preventing 
loss of rain water, obtaining 
an even distribution of irriga­
tion water, watering when need­
ed, and applying only the a- 
mount of water needed.

If you are interested in ana­
lyzing your irrigation system, 
a technician from the Soil Con­
servation Service will be glad 
to assist in any way.

John Hood, the Lariat,farm ­
er who had his first hand at 
raising potatoes this year, fig­

ures he “ about broke even”  on 
the 1958 summer crop.

Hood got into the potato busi­
ness in a big way this year. He 
planted between 85 and 90 acres 
of spuds in the sandy land of his 
iarm south and east of Lariat.

They came along well and he 
had a beautiful crop, but he 
was harassed by two problems. 
One was a fungus-type disease 
usually called “ scab”  which 
hurt the crop’s quality and cut 
the number of No. I sacks down 
to about 125 per acre, and the 
other was the ever-uncertain 
market, which was not in too 
happy a mood when John was 
doing his digging.

Most of the tanner’s crop sold 
for around $2.10 a bag (No. l ’s), 
although the opening of the mar­
ket was more promising than 
that. Three weeks ago when he 
nrst began harvesting, he sold 
same for $3.35. However, prices 
declined steadily from that 
point.

John takes all this in a way 
that we understand all good 
vegetable growers are supposed 
to: it doesn’t seem to bother 
him too much. However, in 
talking with him, it does come 
out that he is disturbed by some 
things he can’t understand.

Even though the prices paid 
the farmers for their potatoes 
have been coming down for 
several weeks, retail prices 
have remained practically stat­
ic. He fails to see the justice in 
a spread of about $5 a sack in 
the price paid the farmer and 
the price the housewife pays 
for spuds in the grocery stores.

We are in complete sympathy 
with John’s attitude on this, but 
would like to point out that 
such situations apply practically 
universally, not only to vege­
table raising, but to almost 
every other phase of business. 
The man who furnishes the raw 
product is the man who invari­
ably feels he gets too little for 
his efforts.

The beef producers often feel 
the same way. They are doing 
all right now, but just a short 
time ago when cattle prices 
were low there were many 
questions raised about how the 
price of beef could stay as high 
as it was on the retail level 
when the price-to-producer level 
was so low.

Independent crude oil pro­
ducers say they can’t sell their 
products for enough money, and 
point accusing fingers at big 
refiners and distributors who 
keep the price of finished prod­
ucts at more than 30 cents a 
gallon, even though stocks are 
sky-high and consumer de­
mand is off.

The price of a cotton shirt 
has always amazed cotton grow­
ers who stop to figure out how 
much material is in it and how 
much they received for the raw 
product.

Manufacturers of paper are 
hard pressed to understand why 
a printer gets the price he does

This story goes on and on. 
It is the same everywhere. No­
body can see much justice in it.

However, when you go to 
check out a situation like this, 
here is what happens: The la­
borers who get the crop out 
of the field moan about their 
pay (and wouldn’t you hate to 
live on it). The processor says 
he’s lucky to break even or 
maybe to make just a little 
profit—nothing big.

The truck driver who hauls 
the produce across country 
claims he can’t raise a family 
on the wages he earns, and 
the truck owner says that 
wages, taxes, and high fixed 
expenses eat all his profits up.

The big-city broker claims that 
if it wasn’t for his big volume 
he couldn’t stay in business, and 
the vegetable wholesale houses 
chime in that their margins 
of profit are so thin they don’t 
know whether they can last 
from one year to the next.

The grocery store operator 
says he’d like to get a markup 
of 15 percent across the board, 
but that things like vegetables 
and meats, which are both so 
perishable, punch holes in his 
profit picture all the time.

A similar picture could be 
drawn about any mass-market­
ed product. It’s like that the 
nation (and probably, the world) 
over.

This is why we think that 
farmers who brand integrated 
deals that make them “ contract 
farmers”  or “ just managers for 
the company’s business”  might 
ought to reconsider their views.

Raw products producers get 
very little of the ultimate gross 
product value. Most of the value 
is added in later operations. 
Finished products, or end con-

sumer products are where the 
money is.

Can a farmer ever hope to 
share in the big end of things? 
Perhaps—but not without some 
changes. As much as indepen­
dence is revered, some of it 
will of necessity have to be sac­
rificed if these changes are to 
come about. Whether the 
changes take the form of giant 
farmer-owned cooperatives that 
control the deal all the way 
from the raw product to its 
appearance on the family table, 
or whether producers can prof­
itably contract or integrate 
(voluntarily) with large com­
panies which can oversee all 
phases of processing and mar­
keting, remains to be seen..

The production potential of 
the irrigated High Plains in 
vegetables is too great to think 
that such large amounts of 
produce can be absorbed by 
the market within a few months 
without upsetting its delicate 
balances.

Planning and deliberate ac­
tion will be required.

These photographs depict simple illustrations o f  water heating 
principles. Any high school physics student can perform them. 
They graphically show why electric water heating is safe, 
efficient and dependable.
PH OTO 1 — Electric water heaters have cold water baifles. 
Smoke is used to represent cold water as it enters the water 
heater at the bottom o f  the tank. Because o f the baffle, the 
smoke lays on the bottom, just as would cold water entering 
an electric water heater. The baffle keeps the cold water from 
mixing with the hot water.
PHOTO 2 — Remove the baffle and the smoke surges through 
the entire glass just as cold water entering non-electric water 
heaters surges throughout the tank, reducing the overall 
temperature o f  the previously heated water.
PH O TO  3 — Using a paper cup to represent a non-electric 
water heater and a candle as the heat source, you find that 
water poured into the cup keeps the paper from burning. 
PH OTO 4 — But, now add sand, representing the sediment 
that collects on the bottom o f water heaters due to solids in 
the water. The bottom o f  the cup is subjected to excessive 
heat and will burn out quickly.
PH OTO 5 — This is true because the insulating qualities o f  
the sediment prevent the heat from reaching the water. This 
graphic presentation shows, too, why old non-electric water 
heaters become unsafe.

The heat­
ing elements wrap around the sides o f  the tank and are not 
affected by water solids which may collect in the tank. It is im­
possible for the bottom o f an electric water heater to burn out.
