GOOD FORAGE CROPS

Question Is Easy One to Solve on
Southern Farm.

Each Year Plece of Land Should Be
Selected for This Purpose—Im-
portant as Corn, Cotton, To-
bacco and Grain.

(By C. C. MOORE, Charlatte, N. C)
The question of forage on a south-
ern farm Is easy solved. Almost every
vegetable plant can be used for for

age. There are, however, certain
plants that will produce forage in
abundance.

To have forage plentifully, every

farmer should make the growing of it
one of his crops. Each year a plece
of land should be selected especlally
for this purpose. It is as important
a8 corn, cotton, tobacco or grain
crops, but it s nevertheless the most
peglected crop.

At this season of the year the turnip
crop should be considered, as it Is of
great value. We prepare our turnip
land to a fine condition; manure
heavy, plant in drills three feet apart;
when the leaf is as large as a dime,
thin to 15 inches; cultivate often. We
raise great gquantities and find the
crop profitable for winter feeding.

For the earliest spring feed we sow
rye in August. Two bushels per acre
on well prepared land liberally ma-
nured usually produces feed by the
fifteenth of March. Rye makes a fair
Iy good hay If cut when in the boot.

Crimson clover is the most valuable
winter crop we plant. We find Sep-
tember and October the best months
for seeding; and to be assured of a
good, big crop we sow on a perfect
seed bed, using lots of manure, and
if the land is at all thin we drill in
200 pounds of acld phosphate per
acre;, from 15 to 20 pounds of seed
Is sown to each acre. The yleld of
hay from good preparation is about
one and & half tons per acre. The
corn planted on this clover stubble
has never failed us. We have grown
18 tons to the acre of silage corn aft
er crimson clover.

For a great yleld of hay we sow one
bushel of wheat and 15 pounds of
crimson clover per acre. The crop is
cut when the clover is in full bloom.
It is quite easy to make two tons of
hay per acre, and it is a milk and
fat producing feed,

Hailry vetch and wheat is also fine
for green feeding of hay. We are
seeding more land each year to this
mixture, and are counvinced that it s
& crop mixture all our farmers will
like.

Another good mixture is wheat, oats,
rye and barley. If this is sown In
August on fairly good land it may be
grazed all the dry days from Novem-
ber 1 to March 1; then, if stock be
kept off, a good lot of hay may be
harvested in June.

Spring-sown oats, If cut when In
bloom, make a capital hay-—more val-
uable as hay than If threshed for the
grain

There Is hardly an end to the sum-
mer crops we can grow for making
forage. Every farmer may select such
as he lilkes. In our own case, for a
green feed from July 1 to November
1 we have not found any plant that
produces more to the acre or that
gives better results from feeding than
molasses cane. Every animal we have
on the farm Is fed green sorghum from
the time it is four feet high, about
the first of July on to frost; then
what Is left Is cut and put into a silo
for winter feed. We have never had a
death from animals eating sorghum
We feed sparingly at first, always aft

crop for silage (s planted on crimson
clover stubble land, broke as deep as
the top soll extends; two or three-
horse plows are used. After plowing,
the land 1s drageed; then harrowed
three to six times to get it fine and
warm. The rows are about forty inch-
es wide; corn dropped about eight
inches apart; cultivation is continued
until the ecrop is too large to work. All
cultivation is done with the Globe har

w; It 18 almost a perfect tool. The
yleld is seldom under elght tons and
often up to 18 tons per acre.

Corn silage s the dairyman's friend,
and every ten-cow farmer should have
silage all winter

Millo magze, kafir corn, cat millet
and toesinte have all been grown on
our farm. Not finding elther to be su-
perior to corn or sorghum, either yleld
or result from feeding, we have
dropped them out and now depend
with confidence on our reliable friends,
corn and sorghum

After the wheat and oat crop we al
WAYS SOW peas.

Soy beans grow fine for us and make
a big yleld; but as we have never '
found a pleasant and satisfactory way
to harvest the crop, we have dropped
it also.

We have thrown away more money
buying ‘red clover seed than in any
other way on our farm. We have not
had a decent crop In eight years. |
Clover 1s so good to feed and so good
to help land, we are loath to give It
up. We continue to sow and hope the
next seeding wi!ll reward us with a
good crop for our never failing faith,

A dairyman on a small farm carry-
ing elghty to a hundred cows can-
not expect to produce all the forage
required for his stock, but the farm- |
er who has five to twenty-five head of
stock cannot afford to neglect the for-
age crop; it ls more valuable than
either cotton or tobacco. Do not neg-
lect it

A great
number of amendments were offered,
but only a few were adopted which
materially changed the bill as intro-
duced.

Five-Year Selection Adopted.

Mr. Woods of Navarro offered an
amendment providing that books be
selected for a period of five years, in-
stead of ten years, as the bill pre-
posed. After an extended debate on
the substitute by Mr. Robertson of
Bell, this was adopted, providing for
the selection of books for a period of
five years, the contract to be renew-
ed at that time upon the approval of
the board.

Amendments were adopted provid-
ing that one business man and two
primary teachers be upon the text
book board. Other amendments were
adopted as follows:

By Mr. Schluter: The deaf and
dumb alphabet to be printed in all
reading books.

By Mr. Lawson: Requiring a book
depository in every county seat of
more than 500 population. Providing
that no book shall be refused in ex-
change so long as “three-fourths of
the subject matter remains intact.”

By Mr. Cox of Eastland: Substitut-
ing the president of the college of in-
dustrial arts for the governor on the
board of revision. The other mem-
bers are the president of the univer-
sity and the State superintendent of
public instruction.

By Mr. Gilmore: Providing a fine
of $5600 to $1,000, with mandatory im-
prisonment, for any person who ap-
peals to any member of the text book
board privately or when the board
is not in session.

An amendment by Mr. Aston, seek-
ing to exempt from the provisions of
this act those schools where text
books are furnished free, was tabled
upon motion of Mr. Haney.

Other Amendments.

Among other amendments adopted
Monday are those providing that no
books shall be adopted until each
member of the board, the governor
excepted, shall make an affidavit that
he has carefully read each book; re-
quiring sworn statements from bid-
ders that no cheaper price has been
made by them on such books in other
States, and providing further that if

made the book company makes a bet-
ter offer or price in another State,
the Texas board shall have the bene-
fit of that price,

Economlizes S8ummer Coal Consumpe
tion In Simple and Effective
Manner,

Here 18 an invention which will ap-
peal to housewlives from two lmport-
ant standpoints, viz.,, economy of coal
and reduced temperature for summer
cooking. The woman who thought
out this idea could not see why she
should load her kitchen range up with
coal every time she wished to prepare
& meal, and then have half of the coal
left to burn out as waste and heat
the house to an uncomfortable degree.
Since, however, the live coals must
be kept in proximity to the griddles,
a thin fire in the deep firebox would
not accomplish the purpose. There-
fore she developed the false bottom
shown In our {llustration. As will be

seen, this device is placed inside the
empty filre box, having four side
frames which rest on the regular
grate, and the auxiliary grate Is sus-
pended several inches below the un-
der side of the stove top. As the bot-
tom is perforated, a sufliclent draft is
provided, and also ease of access to
the fire with the poker for raking out
the dead ashes from the bottom.
