DEATH AND DESTRUCTION
■ollow, and Hundreds of Houses Catch

F ire — M any Lives W ere L o s t  
G reat Property Damage.

Austin. Pa.—.Many persons were 
drowned and uuiolJ numbers were 
maimed Saturday when the great dam 
of the Bayless I’ulp uud Paper Com­
pany, bolding back more than 600,- 
000,000 gallons of water, went out 
Many bodies have been recovered, 
many of them to maimed that recog­
nition Is impossible.

Fire follows bursting of natural gat 
mains. Scores of p'-rsons were caught 
beneath debris and slowly cremated. 
Over one thousand buildings wore 
wrecked. Heavy rains of past two 
weeks caused re rvolr to fill for 
the first time slncu erection two yeara 
ago.

Austin, Pa.—Kstimates of the loss 
of life In the flood that overwhelmed 
the town of Austin Saturday dimin­
ished Sunday w hen an army of volun­
teer reacuers worki’d lit way into the 
masses of wrw k; :e. In the opinion 
of many on the -round the number 
of deaths will nut reach ISO, while the 
less hopeful place the list of fatalities 
at 3UU.

The property loss will exceed 
IC.000,000 and it is the general belief 
that the town will never be rebuilt 
Two at least of the large plants will 
never be reconstructed and a major­
ity of the business men have been 
ruined.

State authorities In charge of the 
situation, after a hasty canvass of 
the population, expressed the belief 
that not inure tliiiii 15t> are dead in 
the wreckage.

\  battalion of State police have 
surrounded the town and no person 
without a pass is permitted to outer.

Reports from Costello and points 
further down gri w more encouraging 
as the day advnnred. At Costello, 
while there was n heavy flood loss. It 
was learned that nut mure than three 
persons were diowned. Beyond that 
point no fulaliucs have been report- 
c‘d. Survivors will not suffer from 
hunger or lack of care, as the sup­
plies and neci-.-ary medicines that 
were rushed to them seem ample. 
K. P. Bicknel, National director of the 
National Red Cross, also arrived Sun­
day, bringing with him |15,U00 in cash 
fur immediate aid.

The liuinelosB have all been pro­
vided with shelter. Un the outskirts 

are a number of houses 
which were vacated by workers in the 
Uoodyear mill when the plant was dis­
mantled. These houses have been fill­
ed with homeless people. The resi­
dents of Keating Summit have taken 
in the others, several hundred in num­
ber. I'rovialons continued to arrive 
In large quantities.

Many evidences of the tremendous 
power of the flood were seen Sunday 
by the workers in the town. Engines 
weighing twenty-five tons had been 
rolled along the ground, an immense 
steel co|iper was carried a half mile 
and thrown through the side of a 
house and steel freight cars were bent 
double. The greatest damage was 
done by piles of cut lumber swept 
before the flood. This acted as a 
great battering ram which swept 
buildings from their foundations and 
unquestionably caused the death of 
scores who otherwise might have es­
caped after surviving the first rush 
of water.

Investigation Into the cause of the 
breaking of the dam will be started at 
once, according to officials In charge 
of the work of rescue.

Chicago, III.—The strike of ths 
shopmen on the liarriman lines to 
enforce recoKnItion of their newly or­
ganized federation became a reality 
at 10 o'clock Saturday. The number 
of men who quit in the fifteen States 
affected was estimated at between 
twenty and thirty thousand by the 
union men, although Julius Krutt- 
schnitt, vice president of the Harri- 
man lines, said the number was much 
smaller.

Heporta from most of the points in­
dicated that the men walked out 
without demonstration, and no riot­
ing was re|)orted.

Response to the strike order was 
general throughout the Middle Wust 
and in the South. I

The men had received notices from ' 
the International presidoots of the | 
five crufts directly interested, nnd i 
when the hour came the men laid ! 
down their tools and left. i

Traffic was continued without in- | 
terruption, an<l the railroad heads say ' 
the shopmen's strike, even if extend­
ed, would not interfere with transpor­
tation.

At New Orleans, where the strike 
had extended from a strike of Illinois 
Central clerks, two men received Jail 
sentences for violation of a Federal 
Injunction restraining them from in­
terfering with the company's prop­
erty.

In the far West it was said by the 
railroads a small percentage of work­
men responded to the strike call.

No trace of disorder attended the 
walkout of the shopmen employed by j 
the Harriman lines In Houston. When | 
the hour of 10 a. m. arrived the men i 
gathered up their tools and filed out 
of the gates of the high fence around 
their working places and went to their 
homes without any indication of ex­
citement.

More men are employed in the Hous­
ton shops than at any other point in 
Texas and Louisiana and officials of 
the Southern Pacific stated Saturday 
evening that the strike was practical­
ly unanimous so far as the men who 
were actually working Is concerned.

Washington.—In compliance with ! 
the request of Representative Hurle- j 
son of Texas that the department of ' 
commerce and labor and the depart­
ment of agriculture endeavor to bring 
about a reform of th.e regulations gov­
erning the reduction of tare from 
American cotton hales, the I'ulted 
States has sent to Kurope Thomas II. 
Robertson, a special agent of the bu­
reau of corporations, to attempt to 
bring about this reform. Mr. Kob<‘rt- 
SOQ started fui; Liverpool Monday.

The regulations fixing the amount 
of tare to be detiucted from each bale 
of cotton were made many years ago 
when a bale of cotton weighed con­
siderable less than today, and they do 
not take Into consideration the 
changes that havo taken place in the 
character and the cost of the baling, 
with the result that farmers lose un­
fairly the value of about eleven 
pounds of cotton on each bale mar­
keted.

The government thus has acted 
upon Mr. Burleson's suggestion that 
this injustice be remedied by the cut- 
ton trade and thereby obviate neces­
sity of congress attemptLng to reach 
the trouble through legislation. In 
the event that these negotiations fail. 
Representative Burleson will push the 
adoption of his bill prohibiting the in­
terstate or foreign transportation of 
cotton unless the gross and net 
weights and the tare of each hale of 
cotton is correctly stamped on the 
bale.

The prompt action of the govern­
ment in sending Special Agent Rob­
ertson to Luropo at this time on this 
Mission is to enable the buruau of 
corporations to submit its report to 
congress during December for Its 
guidance in dealing with the Burle­
son bill.

HARMFUL i;0G LOUSE

Insect Causes Much Trouble in 

Raising Swine.

Fortunately They Are So Large That
They Can Easily Be Seen—Liable 

to Appear at Any Season 
of the Year.

The hog louse Is the only Insect 
which causes much trouble In raising 
hogs, and when It once becomes estab­
lished In a drove It Is not easily ex­
terminated. Fortunately ths lice are 
so large that they can be seen easily, 
and thslr presence may therefore be 

; known before they become very abun- 
I dant They are Mithle to appear at
> any season of the year, and they 
i thrive on hogs of any age or condl- 
; tlon. They are found In apd behind 
I the ears, back of tbe shoulders, and
> In the creasea on the lower part of 
I the bam more fr<<iuently than else- 
' where; If those iibues are free from
> them there Is little danger that they 
' exist on other parts of tbe animal, 
j  Coal oil Is surs death to every louse 
' It touches, but docs not always kill 
I the eggs, and must be used with cau- 
I tlon to prevent Its blistering the skin 
‘ of the hog. When a large drove Is 
: to be treated, the work ran be done

very quickly by using a spray pump 
having an attachment for mixing the 
oil and water to one part of oil. When 
such a mixture Is thrown over the hogs 
In a flne spray only a little of the oil 
Is used to cover the whole animal, and 
of spraying Is done In the evening, 
nearly all the oil will have evaporated 
by morning and there will be no blis­
tering of the akin when the hugs are 
exposed to the hot sun on the follow­
ing day. So little oil Is used In tbe 
spraying that few of the eggs will be 
killed, and tbe work should be repeat­
ed at the end of a week, and again at 
ths end of the second week. If the 
work Is thoroughly done, three spray­
ings will be sufficient. If a spray pump 
Is not available, tbe hogs should be 
rubbed with a mixture containing two 
parts of lard oil to one of oil, repeating 
twice at Intervals of a week. The 
sleeping places should be thoroughly 
cleaned, tbe bedding burned, and the 
Inalde of tbe buildings thoroughly wet 
with coal olL

Even with the most thorough treat­
ment It requires time and patience to 
clean a drbve whi b has become badly 
Infested, but it must be done If tbe 
hogs are to be kept In a thriving con­
dition. It Is not difficult to destroy tbe 
larger part of the lice, but that Is not 
sufficient for where there are even a 
few eggs left in the ears or under the 
jowls of a single animal the pest will 
soon become as bad as ever.

Lice never Infest clean hogs when 
they are not brought from an infested 
drove, and the hog ralaer who has a 
clean herd cannot be too careful to 

, keep It so. ,No stray bog should be 
. allowed on the premises, and any 

which are purchased should be exam­
ined very carefully before they are al- 

I lowed to run with the others. The 
. oil mixture should always be kept close 
I Ht hand where It can be used Iromedl- 
I ately If any Indications of lice are 
' seen. It Is much easier to kill a few 
, lice on a few animals than to clean 
I a thoroughly infested herd.
