CROP REPORT WAS
A LITTLE WRONG

INCREASE GREATER THAN GIV.
EN 00T

Cotton Now Shipped and on Platform
and Yards Show Increase of
387 Bales over
Last Season

In the hurry of getting the
figures of the railroad company
relative to shipments of cotton
and cotton seed this- year and
last, some little errors crept in,
and while they only go to make
a better showing than that of
last week, we are going to re-
produce the story and this time
it is right.

Of cotton shipped out of Grape-
land, the total to Monday noon
was 5190 bales; there were at
that time 390 bales in the yards
and on the platforms, making the
Grapeland receipts to Monday
noon 5580 bales. At the close of
the 1910-11 season on July 31st,
1911, there had been 4993 bales
of the fleecy staple shipped out
of this station, so that now we
are D87 bales ahead of the entire
previous season.

Of cottonseed shipped here are
the figures:

In the month of December 1910
and January, February and
March, 1911, when the last of
the seed for that year was ship-
ped, there were 18 carloads bill-
ed out, which makes a total of
87 cars of seed shipped for the
season against 100 so far this
season.

Itis estimated that we will
nearly if not quite double the
shipments of the 1910 season,
and while the price paid for the
staple is not so good by many
cents as that paid last season,
it is now going up slowly and the
prediction is that it nearly will,
if not quite reach the September
price by the close of the year.
