Tlie debate of the Underwootl 
tariff bill uoder the “ tlve-ininute 
ru le” was am using and edifying. 
Republican stnU*smcn insist that 
the tariff is not a tax. Thej’ 
gravely- argue tliat the m easure 
will destroy many prosiierous 
industries and a t the same time 
advance the price of thepn iducts 
of those industries to the con­
sum er. For instance, hero is a 
sho]> making Ixxits and shot's. 
It is now prosjH'roua, .sending 
abroad immense invoices and 
selling its wares to foreigners 
a t a jMMtit. .1. Hampton Moore 
of Pennsylvania tt*lls congress 
th a t free trade in boots and 
slux's will advance the price of 
those articles to the men who 
buy them  to wear, but tliat the 
.American shoj) will have to 
close down,

Tliat is what they all saj’— 
Mann, Payne, Mondell, Hum­
phry, Fordney, the whole lot of 
them —th a t m anufacturers will 
cea.se oix*ration ju s t as soon as 
the prices of the goods are in 
creased! That is absurd, and it 
is 'as un tru th fu l as it is ridicu­
lous!

All the bill is is th is—only 
this; Our m anufacturers niu.st 
relinquish their monojxily of the 
domestic m arket. They m ust 
put up with a competitive tariff. 
They sliall no longer w rite the 
custom s taxes laid on the peo­
ple. They m ust go out and seek 
m arkets abroad now monoixiliz- 
ed by free trade England. Thej’ 
m ust show, as they can, that 
they can fashion us cheap goods 
as England or any other country*. 
That is what the m easure means. 
.And a g rea t num ber of the most 
extensive m anufacturers of tho 
United S tab 's  are ready for tho 
strugg le  with England for the 
m arkets of the worhl, and most 
of them  do not doubt their 
speedy, triunqihant success. 
Certainly they ilisastrously 
faik'd under prob'ction.

Of course they prate  about 
the farm er, insisting tha t the 
dem ocratic jiartj’ is destroying 
agric.nlture by the same weapons 
with wliicli it is m urdering man­
ufacture. Well, we know wliut 
protection lias done for the farm. 
It lias sent farm labor to the 
city. We know that. Iowa, a 
w estern farm state, actually de­
creased in population tho decade 
HKKI lO, while .Mas.sachusetts, an 
eastern  m anufacturing state, en­
ormously im reased in ixipulation 
the same peri«»d. T hat was nat­
ural and it was inevitable. Tho 
governm ent by its system  of 
taxation encouraged men at 
work in the Held to abandon the 
plow and en te r tin* shop. The 
factory was protected and the 
farm paid the bounty. Peo]>ie 
wond**red; they could not under-j 
stand theoxo«lus from the conn-' 
try  to the town. The solution ' 
was ])liiin to evoryb»)dy whoj 
knew anything about the Ding-1 
ley and the I’ayne tariffs.

Daniel Websb*r saw what ef­
fect protection woul<l imxluce.

when the g rea t mass of Am eri­
ca labor shall not And its em­
ployment in the field; when the 
young men of the country shall 
be obliged to shu t their eyes 
u|xm external nature, uix>n the 
heavens and the eartli, and im­
m erse themselves in close and 
unwholesome workshops; when 
they shall be obliged to shut 
their ears to the bleAtings of 
their own flocks uism the ir own 
hills, and to the voice of the lark 
that cheers them at the plow’."

For fifty years protection 1ms 
not only levied a tribu te  of mon­
ey on th(‘ farm but it has re- 
cruiteil much of the lulxir of the 
shop from the farm. Miles of 
silly stuff have b«*«*n writUm in 
standpat news|)aiM;rs bew’ailing 
the exodus fitmi farm t«> shop, 
and silly siieculations have been 
indulged as to the (*auses. 
There is ju s t one cause pro tec­
tion.

Remove th a t cause and ag ri­
culture will regain the primacy 
tha t is rightfully hers. Cities 
will couse to grow at the ex- 
p»‘nse of tlie village, tlie hamlet, 
the farm. On the contrary  c it­
ies will give back to the farm 
millions of thchr congesUnl jxip- 
ulation. The wast«> lands of the 
s ta tes east of fctie M ississippi 
will be n^claiined and again be­
come fertile fields. All th** 
farm asks is an <‘qual chance, 
relief from taxation for |)rivate 
in terests. I t  was di.scIosed in 
the tariff debate tliat the Imr- 
vester tru s t  sells its wares to 
foreigners a t a price one Imlf 
th a t the American farm er is 
comi>elIed to pay for tliem. 
Tliat is the way tlie fanner ha.s 
been ‘‘probicting’’ all tlie tru s ts  
all tlie time.

Tliey have the impudence to 
say it is not tlie protection of 
capital that owns the fabric, but 
of labor tliat forges the wares; 
and of the entire gam ut of e rro r 
in sta tecraft that is tiu* biggest 
lie. Tliere never ye t was a ta r ­
iff laid for jirotix tion that was 
not designed for, and did not 
liave the effect to advantage the 
man wlio owned the article, and 
not tlie artisan  wlio fabricaUsi it. 
Our government is IL’I years old 
and for more than a full century 
of that entire iierunl we have 
liad a probvtive tariff. At first 
it was to nourish infant indus­
tries; then it was to give the 
fan n er a home m arket; and it 
was not until after tlie war was 
of iHffl-Cio that we W€>re told th a t 
protection is for labor. And it 
was not until l '̂K) tha t anylxKly 
ever heard of th * enorm ous fall­
acy tliat the tariff jim tects th<‘ 
fanner. That was a wonderful 
discovery of Robert M. IjuFoI- 
lette, now a senator in congress 
from Wisconsin.

THE FARM

The debate of the Underwood 
tariff bill uuder the “ live-minute 
ru le” was am using and edifying. 
Republican staU>sincn insist that 
the tariff is not a tax. They 
gravely argue tha t the m easure 
will destroy many prosi>erous 
industries and a t the same time 
atlvance the price of the products 
of those industries to the con­
sum er. For instance, here is a 
shop making Ixxits and shoes. 
It is now prosiierous, sending 
abroad immense invoices and 
sidling its wares to foreigners 
a t a profit. .). Hampton Moore 
of Pennsylvania Udls congress 
tha t f rw  trade in boots and 
shw'H will advance the price of 
those articles to the men who 
buy tliein to wear, but that tlie 
American shop will have to 
close down.

That is what they all say— 
Mann, Payne, Mondell, Hum­
phry, Fordney, the whole lot of 
them —th a t m anufacturers will 
cease oix'ration just as soon as 
the prices of the goods are in­
creased! That is absurd, and it 
ii^as un tru th fu l as it is ridicu­
lous!

All the bill is is th is—only 
this: Our m anufacturers m ust 
relinquish their monoi>oly of the 
domestic m arket. They m ust 
put up with a comi>etitivo tariff. 
They shall no longer w rite the 
custom s taxes laid on the peo­
ple. They m ust go out and set'k 
m arkets abniad now monoixiliz- 
ed by fret* trade Knglandt They 
m ust show, as they can, that 
they can fashion as cheap gmids 
as England or any other country. 
That is what the m easure means. 
.\nd  a great num ber of the most 
extensive m anufacturers of the 
United States are ready for the 
strugg le  with England for the 
m arkets of the world, and most 
of them  do not doubt their 
sixiedy, trium pliant success. 
Certainly they disastrouslj- 
failed under proteetion.

Of course they jirato about 
the farm er, insisting tha t the 
democratic party  is destroying 
agriculluro by the same weapons 
with wliicli it is m urdering man­
ufacture. Wi'll, we know what 
protection has done for tin* farm.

For fifty years proh'ction has 
not only levied a tribute of mon­
ey tm the farm but it has re ­
cruited much of the lalsir of the 
shop from the farm. .Miles of 
silly stuff have b<M*n writUm in 
staiulpat news|taiMirs bewailing 
the exodus from farm to shop, 
and silly H|>eculations have been 
indulged as to the causes.

to Fourth Battia F ltst—Waa 
Built Bia Ysaro Ago.

London.—How Aeeting la the glory 
of the modern Aghtlng ship la lllua- 
tra led  In the case of the lirtllah bat- 
tleshtp Dreadnought, the building of 
which, as a result of the report of 
the Mriliah naval a ttaches who ac­
companied Admiral Togo's Aeet in the 
Arst naval battles in the Gulf of 
Pechlli against the ParlAc fleet of Rua- 
slg, caused a revolution in battleship 
construction.

This once proud vessel it now con­
sidered so far out of date tha t sba 
la being removed from the Drat bat­
tle squadron and asatgned to the 
fourth battle aquadron. which la 
based on Gibraltar. The Dreadnought 
baa been In commlaalon leas than alx 
years, and while not conaldered obso­
lete la more outclaaaed by the latest 
ships than were the pre-Dreadnoughts 
distanced by her when th e  was flrat 
built.

A few weeks ago the battleahip 
King George V. was commissioned 
She baa a broadside of no less than 
14.000 poiinda. Thla gives her a su­
periority of 106 per cent, over the 

I Dreadnought, wfcich waa only 28 per 
cent, be tter than the last pre-Drnad- i 
noughts. The new armored crlusers 
even are 60 per cent, more powerful 
than the Dreadnought. No iiritlsh 
arm ored ship Is reckoned effective to­
day tha t baa been launched over 18 
years.

At the battle  of T rafalgar the 27 
Itritish ships averaged 27 years from 
the date of launching The Victory 
herself was 60 years old.
