This accounts for the un-
usual sight, sometimes sesn, when a
flerce dog who has thrashed every
other dog in the neighborhood, and
has become a terror to every upstart
in puppydom, will turn tail and flee
in an apparent terror when a young
dog or kitten is presented to him,

The maternal and paternal Instincts
are among the strongest of all. Par
ents will grieve over the loss of the
young, but they apparently have no
conception of death. There is deep
sympathy, or somethjng very close to
it among animals. A cry of distress
from a fellow-beast or bird in trouble
will bring others from all directions.
There I8 a powerful instinct on the
part of all animals to protect the
young when in trouble. Hogs and cat-
tle are among the most dangerous of
domestic animals when aroused; the
surest way to arouse them is to in-
jure their young. Lot a bird utter a
call for help, and iunstantly the air
around will be filled with feathered
champions of the victim,

It
is one of the two critical periods of
the year's sales. No merchant can
forecast six months ahead the cur-
rents’ of trade. He must always buy
ahead of his wants. Some of his
ventures will go astray, chiefly be
cause he can not forecast popular
whims. Consequently, if he 1s to be a
live one through the fall trade, he
must clear his shelves and turn goods
into cash to pay for more seasonable
goods.

The advertising columns of the
newspaper tell the story of these do
ings. They report many bargains sold
at prices below their real value, to
meet these inevitable conditions of
retall trade,

The reader who fails to study the
advertising and to follow up the bar
galn news there reported, is much |
like the dealer In food stuffs who
should fail to read the produce news
in the daily papers.

dresses were “as advertised.” She
bought one, submitted it to an expert
in wool fabrics and when he reported
that the “all-wool” was only 60 per
cent. what its clalms set forth, the
storekeeper was arrested and prose
cuted, with the result that he was
fined $40.

There is a lesson in this for the ad
vertiser as well as the purchaser The
first will learn that common bhouesty
demands that his wares shall be ex
actly as he represents them; the pur
chaser will be taught to give his trade |
only to those who are known to meet |
this reasonable test.
