Tiie two days 
meeting; was devoh‘d principally 
to the Ousley-Williams ware­
house bill, and the visitors were 
attentive listeners while Clar- 
enc«‘ Ousley thoroughly defined 
tliis subject. He said, in i>art, 
the bill provided for a statt* 
warehouse commission for the 
purpose of orj^anizinR a ware­
house sysU'ui in Texas under 
the suiiervision of the State. 
The bill prescribes for the sam­
pling of cotton at gins and also 
that the Rin sample shall be 
Rrnded by a state officer of a 
bonded warehouse. The pur­
pose of these provisions are to 
prevent the cutting of bales 
after beinR wrapj>ed. The ware­
house cooixjrations are to be 
composed of at least 00 per cent 
of farmers and stock raisers 
and are to be financed by the 
subscription of one-half the cap­
ital re<iuired. The bill included 
numerous other provisions of 
vital iinimrtance to the farmer. 
Among the prominent Farmers’ 
Union officials atUmding this 
convention were Messrs. C. S. 
Barrett and A. C. Davis, of At­
lanta, Ga., w’ho are ctmnected 
with the National organization of 
farmers.

Tobiicco raininK in 'I'exaH is still in 

an t‘X(s'rinit.-ntal atage. Kxperts of 
tlie Fcilcrul (lovernmc-t claim that 
there are .̂ 00,000 acres of I.tnd in 
Kast 'rexaa siiitnt>le for tobacco eul- 
hire, but â •cortHn̂ ; to ttic latest re- 
porta of tlie United Status Depart­
ment of .-Xgriciiltiire, only 200 acres 
are planted to this product. The 
production in 1012 was 110,000 
pounds, which had a value of 
OOO.

Texans, aa a rule, are heavy users 
of tobacco and la>:t year »]M.Mit 
for this weed two and one-half 
million dollars, practically all of 
which went outside the State. Ws 
consume more than 100 times as 
much tobacco a.s we produce, and 
statistics show that the demand is 
ever increasing, while the production 
at the present time ia leas than that 
of 10 years ago.

The manufacture of snuff, chew­
ing and smoking tobacco is limited 
in T•xa^ although cigarmaking has 
developed into an important indus­
try. The latest Keileral Census Re­
ports show 67 cigar factoriw oper­
ating in tJiis State, oinploying 500 
persons and turning out products 
value*! at $509,000 annually. Nearly 
a half million dollars is invested in 
this line of industry and the y«*rly 
payroll of the employes am*)ants to
|160,00a

Cigars made in Texas, from Tei- 
M raised tohseeo havs beooioa popo* 
lay among smokers everywhere, and
although the supply is limited, they 
find a ready market in all parts of 
th country. Practically all of the 
tobacco grown in this State is made 
into cigars of fins quality. Rasr map- 
terial consumed by the Texas facto­
ries is grown principally hi Cuba, 
Kentucky, North Carolina and Tlr- 
ginia.

The cultivation and um of tobacco 
are of such antiquity that authentic 
history does not record their origin. 
The claim of certain Kuropean and 
^Lsiatie countrice to an acouaintaoce 
with the plant prior to the disoov- 
erv of America ny Columbus is not 
supported by accepted history nor 
satisfactorily demonstrated by the 
researches of th# antiquarian. It is 
generally aecepled that tobarco is 
indigenous to the Western Hernia- 
pliere and that the aborigines prac­
ticed its cultivation and use from re- 
metect times, and spread their knowl­
edge to the rest of the world. It is 
not definitely known when the ftrsi 
tobacco was plsnte*! in Texas, hut Its 
first propagation on a eouuneicia) 
seals was sttamptsd’ in Neeegi* 
county during t.^ nasi

How Does Genius
Differ From Talent?

That genhia is a “capacity 
for banl work" has long 
singe gained place ss a ta> 
vortia bromkhom. Mot' 
withstanding which, we have 
Hm Jonsou’s word for it 
that Shakespeaiv’s manu­

scripts showed scaieuly a blot or the erasuw of a lina. (‘'Would he bad 
blotted a thousand r* cxdaimed Ben pionaly, or enriousiy; whereat the 
world has grinned.) As for Byron, he is on record as saying. “I can't 
eorrect. and I won't;* ao we protiabiy has* bis poems sa they came white- 
hot from his brain.

There have been great poets who filed and polished their lines, writing 
and rewriting. Tennyson did a good (V*al of reriaing for later editions, 
and probably most posts of limited ootput. such as Poa and Coleridge and 
Gray, have )alinn*d over ewery line. Somehow we feel that, ao far from 
being a capacity for hard work, genius doea its most felicitous and perfect 
things lightly and u'ith ease.

Is the differenoe between talent and genius one of kind or merely 
of degree? The schievt-inents of the human spirit at its highest are so far 
neynnd the power of mankind in general that men are prone to tliink of 
genius as something from aboi'e, som<*thing more than human, supt*mat- 
ural. Hence we Ixar talk of “inspiration,** of •'the divin** afllatus.” Even 
vour dictionary will have rwourso to some such phrawology, saying that 
genius n-aehee its end “by* a kind of intuitive power.**

But of wurse gi*niu8 differs from talent, or wisilom, or ability, or 
cleverness, only in degrei*. There iwn bi* nothing su|>emutunil ulxiut it, 
i«*rauM' nothing in the world is supematiiml. But that is not to say that 
er\-rything is explainable. In the last analysis nothing is explainable!— 
why gi>ld it yellow, w hy frost forms crystals, why flowers bloom, why cater­
pillars turn into butterthes or girls into women—all wc can any is tln’se 
things an* true, there's no doubt about them, and—how wonderful and 
final and beyond inquiry they are!

So it is with genius. This supreme pliasc of what we call mind is 
of counw more capable, more admirable, more rare, but not a whit more 
iiiyatenous and inexplicable than the fact that a boy can learn his mulH- 
plication tahlt>s or the fact that a man can reason. All we know is 
that mind, mental ability in its various degreea, do<w inhere in man; but 
whoever pn>ssi>s the qm*stion as to what mind, or talent, or genius is, 
can only be aiiawenM after tlie fashion of the word play: *'\Vhat is mat­
ter? Never mind. Wliat is mind? No matter.”

It may be that usually genius, like the pinnacle of a mountain, U 
somewhat narrow, it is more likely to B)>ecialiae and be peculiar than is 
talent, for exanipla The latter implies gcm*ral mental jtowor that is 
capable of being molded or directed into various lines of employment But 
genius is not (as a rule) so adaptable. A Da Vinci and an Angdo, great 
in several directions, are exceptiona among gt>niuses. Usually the gimius 
can do one kind of work supremely well—always imaginative or creative 
work. He ia no Jack of all tradea, as the man of talent can so readily ba

The essence of the genhis is not, however, in s merely technical or 
superficial cxccllcnoe. It is in nothing kss than his personality, hia greai- 
neas as an individuaL This quality of personal fon»—quite beyond imi­
tation, unique, absolute, unmistakable, undeniahia penneataa all be pn> 
dooes and gives it hia stamp or hall-mark.

The great genius appi«n but seldom in our world. When be comet 
be is the Awakencr and the Answerer. As Whitman puts it—

“The singers are welcomed, imdcrstood, appear often enough, but ran 
has the day lx*cn, likesrise the spot, of the birth of the maker of poema, 
tne Answerer.”

W'hcn he appears, blessed are 
they who have the grace to know 
him for what he is.

A great combination for the 

sandy land farmer, everybody 
will agree who has tried it.

The writer has sowed the jieas 
broadcast in the corn at last 
cultivation, and d r i l l e d  be* 
tween 8 foot, 7 foot and six-foot 
corn-rows, preferring the latter.

Now that there is coming to be 
a stable market at fair prices 
for cowiieas, there is greater in­
ducement than ever to plant 
them. But even where they are 
of no value except as feed and 
fertilizer, their growth would be 
highly profitable.

Besides the cash value of the 
corn and peas, after they are 
gathered there is usually enough 
of both left in the field to start 
a bunch of hogs well along to­
ward the killing stage.

And then, after the cattle and 
horses and hogs get about all 
they can, the litter jfiowed, sup­
plying humus, the ujolsture 
holding content of the soil, i>er- 
forms a most valuable function 
in farm science.

However, in an up-and-down- 
hill country, with a 45 to [K) inch 
annual rain-fall, fall plowing, 
even for the sake of covering the 
stalk litter, is of doubtful utility, 
owing to the liability of the land, 
uncovered, to leach and wash all 
winter long.

The thing to do when the 
stock are through with the field.

is to cut the stalks, broad cast 
small grain upon the litter, and 
turn it all under. The outs, 
wheat, rye or barley, as the 
case may be, make a pasture, a 
cover, and a green manure crop 
to plow under ahead of a spring 
crop, or it may be permitted to 
mature if desired.

As the best grain for cover 
crop, I prt>fer oats if sown not 
later than October, 15th. After 
that date, wheat has given me 
best satisfaction.

A suggestion: Let the (>eople 
in a neighborhood find out who 
have more or less ])eas, with view 
to bunch-up to ship in car-lots. 
It makes them independent of 
local buyers of small lots, but 
does not prevent selling to loc-al 
buyers if they bid up to suit.
