The width of the earth road will 
depend on the tra?.iC. Aa a rule, twen­
ty-five or thirty feet from ditch to dlt« h 
la sufficient If the road Is propi-rly 
crowned Ordinarily the only ditches 
needed are those made with the road 
machine, which are wide and shallow.
