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THE PROPOSED AMENDMENTS

More than usual interest at
taches to the General Election to
be held in Texas, in November
next. The interest will not, as
on ordinary occasions, be con-
tined to the voters of the Demo-
cratic party; all political elements
wiil be mutually interested—Re-
publicans, Progressives, Social-
ists and Independents, as much
as Democrats,

Three proposed Amendments
to the State Constitution are
pending, and are to be disposed
of by the voters, at the General
Election,  All three of these
Amendments should be adopted.
They are for worthy
and would make the Constitution
of Texas a better instrument by
being incorporated therein.

One of these proposed Amend-
permit towns,
cities, counties or other commu-
nities bordering the Gulf of
Mexico to issue puablic bonds for
the purpose of building sea-
walls, to protect the life, health
or property of such communities.
The bonds can only be issued at
elections called by County Com-
missioners’ Courts, and by a
two-thirds vote of the tax-payers
of the district involved.

This proposed Amendment is
a meritorious one. The Galves-
ton storm of September %, 1000,
and the subsequent building of
the Galveston Sea Wall, have
demonstrated that it is better to
protect a community against
these sea calamities before they
occur than afterwards,

Another of these proposed
Amendments provides for the
Initiative and Referendum, and

This proposed Amendment is
in line with the tendency of the
times throughout the country,

The third proposed Amend-
ment looks to more liberal com-
pensation for members of the
State Legislature, No reasona:
ble or wellinformed man  will
dispute the proposition that
members of the Texas Legisla
ture are underpaid for their ser-
vices.  Five dollars per day, for
a regular session of sixty days,
and two dollars per day for the
part of the exceeding
sixty days is not just compensa-
tion.
