Dw’inht, III., Oi*t. 7.—Editor 
.Messonner: We are havinn some 
tine w eather now, not too colil 
nor loo hot, but we need some 
rain

The farm ers are now doinn 
tlie ir fall plowinn, they call it. 
In Texas wo call it flat breakinn. 
They n‘> bi the fields where the^’ 
raised oats this year and flat- 
break tlie land for corn for next 
year. They hitch three m>od 
horses to one fourt *011 inch riil 
iuj; plow, or 5 or O liorses to a 
two bottom ploM' and plow the 
yji'mind six inches deep.

The.y will soon he ^cutherin;; 
corn. Thej’ call it husking; or 
])ickin^; corn. One man takes a 
waj;on, builds up side boards on 
the off side about feet liinli, he 
j;ets on the near side and takes 
two rows at a time and shucks 
each ear as he takes jt from the 
stalk. When I first came here 
you have no idea liow odd it 
l(K)ked to see the corn in the 
crib  with all the shucks off.

The corn crop will not bo as 
good th is year as usual. They 
will make about 15.5 or 45 bushels 
IX*r acre.

Tlie oat crop was good, so was 
the w heat—as much as there  
was. Not much wheat raised 
here, bu t it was like •the grocer 
boy’s bu tte r, “ Wliat b u tte r he 
had was good, and such as it 
was there  was jilenty of it .’’ I 
mean to say what wheat there  
was was good.

Corn is selling for H3c per 
bushel, oats 4(»c per bushel, eggs 
30c ix*r doz., flour $2 to $2.25 jier 
50 lb. sk., irish potatoes $1.50 
lier bushel, sweet ixitatoes 3c 
ix*r |K)und, su g ar 12 lbs. for $1, 
rice 12c i>or lb., and meats of all 
kind a t the butcher shop are as
h ig h ' as a mad ca t’s hack. 
Steak is 27c ix*r lb., ham 27 to 
30c*, boiled ham 35c, b reakfast 
bacon 24 to 2»̂ c and fancy groc­
eries are e«iuallj’ as high.
