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The submarine fighters which 
are beinK built at the Ford plant 
will be known as “ Eagles,”  and j 
will constitute the Eagle class o f ' 
boats.

Wheat farmers in some of the 
grain districts of the northwest­
ern states are buying advertis­
ing in newspapers, urging con­
sumers to save food.

In the early war days the av­
erage height flown by military 
aviators was 4,000 to 5,000 feet. 
Now the more powerful and bet- 
ter climbing machines often 
reach 20,000 feet.

According to the agricultural 
department, there has been an 
increase in livestock in the coun­
try as follows: Cows, 1.7 per 
cent; other cattle, 4 5 per cent; 
swine, 5.7 per cent.

The governor has signed a bill 
authorizing counties a c t i n g  
through their commissioners’ 
courts to purchase Seed to be 
planted on farms for the poor In 
Texas, who are unable to pro­
cure same and to purchase feed 
for work stock.

President Wilson has signed 
the daylight saving bill. It puts 
all clocks forward one hour, be­
ginning the last Sunday in 
March, and turns them back the 
last Sunday in October. Pro- 
pohents of th6 bill explain that 
many beneficial results will come 
from the new law, such as a 
great saving in illuminating oil, 
gas and electric power., conserve 
coal and increase manufacturing

production as the result of im­
provement in working condi­
tions. It will also be of benefit 
to the national health, because of i 
the additional hour of daylight j 
which may be devoted to recrea­
tion.

Gov. Hobby has approved the 
h o u s e  concurrent resolution 
against the employment of alien 
enemies and other persons not 
citizens of the United States by 
the state, counties, cities and 
towns in Texas.

The 600,0(X) tons of Dutch 
shipping seized in American 
ports last week on orders from 
President Wilson, will be put 
into service as soon as they can 
be made ready for sea and car­
goes art) loaded. The vessels 
will be armed by the navy de­
partment.

Carrier pigeons will be exten­
sively used to aid the United 
States army at The front. Half 
a million of these wonderful 
pigeons are being used in the 
present war. The winged mes­
sengers, which fly at a si>eed of 
nearly a mile a minute and from 
15U to 300 feet high, present a 
very difficult target. Every reg­
iment going into battle carries 
birds for service in the event of 
its lines of communication being 
cut off.

Pension Commissioner J. C.

On the last 
quarterly pary roll there were 
17,419 pensioners.”

Thirty-five cents for spot cot­
ton in the south is the next goal, 
and it w'ill require only a few 
more such advances as occurred 
last Thursday to put the market 
at that figure. Middling basis 
was fixed at 33.40 cents per lb, 
an advance of 40 points, or 
per bale, which puts the market 
at a new’ high record. At the 
present price a bale of middling 
grade cotton is worth $167. ex­
clusive of the seed.

THE FARMERS’ SHOT AT
KAISERISM IS MAXIMUM CROPS

W ritten  for the Texas Food and Feed
Upon those whom the United States 

has not called from the farm, rests 
a great obligation of feeding and 
clothing the liberty armies of the 
world. The greater the crops the
harder the armies w ill be able to 
strike.

What can hinder the farmer from 
making maximum crop.-«? Will it be 
a lack of market and a good price? 
No, the market and price prospects 
are good.

Will it be for lack of money or cr»>d- 
it with which to buy tools, seeds, fer­
tilizers or other necessary supplies? 
No, money is plentiful and credit la
g04Hl.

Will it be for lack of labor? Labor 
is scarce without doubt. In fact, the 
shortage of labor is practically the 
only grc'at obstacle the farmer has to 
meet in producing maximum crops. If 
he could have abundance of labor he 
could increase the cultivated acreage 
and by proper fertilization he could 
bring In a very great crop. Hut in 
view of the lark of labor what must 
he do?

He can do two things to overcome 
the labor shortage: First, Increase the 
applications of fertilizers, which w ill 
increase the yield without enlarging 
the cultivated acreage. Second, use 
labor eavlng machinery.

Hut overcoming the labor shortage 
is not all that is necessary to obtain 
maximum crops. Here is a schedule 
of important things that must be done 
by every farmer to get maximum 
croi>s:

1. Break the land deeply turning 
under ail stalk.s, stubble and litter pos- 
aible.

Production Campaign by C. A. W hittle
2. Harrow, roll and pulverize the 

seed bed thoroughly before planting.
3. Use only the best iMssIble seed, 

preferably pedigreed seed, from a re­
sponsible plant breeder.

4. Make liberal use of fertilizers, 
and use manure whenever obtainable 
to su|iplement the fertilizers.

6. Give thorough and frequent cul­
tivation to the tilled crops, preferably 
shallow and frequent cultivation.

6. Harvest savingly and protect the 
stored crops from iiests.

While it is true that everything the 
farmer has to buy is high in price, it 
is also true that whatever the farmer 
has to sell is also high in price. The 
fertilizer pt>ople figure out tiiat their 
products have not advanced in price, 
as much as the price of crops, and that 
is a matter of fact, cotton, com, pea-| 
nuts, tobacco and the like will buy 
more fertilizer now than ever. -WTilch' 
being true it follows that it will pay 
better now to use it than formerly, 
for the increase for which they are re- 
sitonsible will be worth more.

Another thing that the farmer must 
bear in mind if be would be sure to 
raise a bumper crop and that is, to 
place his orders early for everything 
that is to be shipped by rail. The 
railroads are hard put to it and do 
not afford assurance of prompt ship­
ments. Orders placed late are more 
than likely to be too late to be deliv­
ered in time.

Even If shipping were good, there 
would be nothing gained by delay. 
Prices are not likely to be lower. In 
fertilizers, especially there is a scarc­
ity of materials and advancing prices, 
making it Improbable that the fertiliz­
er will be cheaper.

Austin, Texas, March 21.— 
Statutory prohibition is now the 
law of Texas. Governor Hobby 
signed the statewide bill at his 
office in the capitol Thursday 
afternoon. Hy his act Texas will 
go into the dry column on the 
25th day of June of this year. 
By affixing his signature to the 
measure, Governor Hobby has 
put the tiDishing touch to the 
most important chapt<‘r of the 
prohibition tight in Texas; as­
suming that the law will be up 
held as constitutional.

Tlie message of approval by 
Governor Hobby, given out with 
the signing of the bill, is as fol­
lows:

“ I approve this act, believing 
it is, under the conditions which 
prevail now, a contribution to 
that policy which will help to 
win the war and which subordi 
nates everything else to that one 
thing. The president of tlie 
United States has by proclama­
tion forbidden the manufacture 
of whiskey in the United States. 
Authorized by congress, the sec 
retary of war has forbidden the 
sale of liquor to soldiers. The 
state of Texas has forbidden the 
sale of liquor to soldiers and for 
bidden the sale of liquor to any 
person within 10 miles of any 
place where soldiers are sta­
tioned.

‘ ‘When the soldiers, who have 
taken their lives in their own 
hands to fight our battles, are 
put under a restriction with ref 
erence to the sale of intoxicating 
liquor in time of war, is it not 
fair for civilians to put them­
selves under the same restric­
tion ? To uphold the hands of 
our president it is im{)erative in 
time of war to adopt prohibiton 
for soldiers. To uphold the 
hands of the secretary of war, 
who has placed more than 200,-
000 soldiers for training in 
Texas, it is necessary to prohibit 
the sale of liquor within 10 miles 
of these soldiers, leaving but 
little territory within the state 
where the sale of li<iuor is per­
mitted.

“ The object 1 had in view in 
submitting litiuor legislation to 
the legislature at this time was 

' to protect the soldiers, but the 
legislature in its wisdom has

1 seen fit to include the whole 
'state; therefore, to prevent dis­
crimination and to cause what-

I ever sacrifice is involved to be 
more evenly distributed than is 
provided in the zone law, I ap­
prove the act adopting prohibi­
tion for all, leaving the (luestion 
of constitutionality, which many 
lawyers have raised, to be de­
termined by the courts.”

Tlie foods which may take the place 
of meat supplying the laxly with all 
that it needs to rejadr waste aial give 
heat and energy, are milk, eggs, cheese, 
nuts and |a*ns and h«‘ans. By using 
these fiaxls and cutting down the meat 
allowance the hcalih will be ladter
and tln‘ purse heavier.

Coffee Frappe.—Make the coffee of 
the desirvsl strength, strain, cisd and 
sweeten, place In a mold and pack In 
Ice and salt. Serve gamlsh<*d with 
whlpi>eil cream. Fhomlate or cocoa 
may be prepared In the same manner.

Fruit Juice Frappe.—Take two cup­
fuls of fruit Juice, one cupful o f sugar 
and two cupfuls of wqter, the Juba* of 
two lemons. the sugar and wa­
ter for five minutes, cool and add the 
fruit jnlce.s. Btiry In equal parts of ba* 
ai!<l salt for three hours. I f  a finer 
texture Is deslr«al use tme part o f salt 
to two of Ice and ulb>w It to stand fur 
five hours.

Orange and Grape Juice Frappe.—
.\(ld one cupful of sugar to two cupfuls 
of gni(»e Juba* and one cupful of orange 
Juice, with a fourth o f a cupful »»f 
lemon Juba*. One <-upful o f cream may 
he addisl If deslnal. Fill the mold 
and puck as usual In Ice and salt. 
Garnish with whlpjaal cream In serv­
ing.

Cider Frappe.—To four cupfuls of 
sw«a*t cider add one-half cupful of 
sugar and the Juice of a lemon. Freeze 
as usual.

Gninltes are made using a sugar 
sirup, with fruit Juice and one or two 
cupfuls of crushed or chopped fruit. 
To four cupfuls of ripe cherries, cut 
up after stoning, add two cupfuls of 
sugar and the Juice of a lemon. Place 
In a mold In salt and Ice five hours.
