ALLIES DEMAND
MORE CEREALS

American Meat Restrictions Re- '

laxed to Effect Greater
Wheat Savings.

ARGENTINE ARRIVALS SHORT.

Meat Supply Here Considerably En-
larged — Food Administration,
However, Warns Against

Waste, -

The allles have made further and
increased demands for breadstuffs,
these enlarged demands being caused
to some degree by shortage in arrivals
from the Argentine, It Is, therefore,
necessary for the U, S, Food Adminls-
tration to urge a still further reduction
in the consumption of bread and bread-
stuffs generally If we are to meet our
export necessities. The Food Admin-
istration has Issued a statement ex-
plaining the situation in detall, partic-
ularly the reasons which lead it, for
the purpose of centering effort for the
time being upon the cereal situation
to relax temporarily the restrictions on
meat consumption.

Experience shows, this statement
says, that the consumption of bread
stuffs is intimately associated with the
consumption of meat. For various
reasons our supplies of meat for the
next two or three months are consid-
erably enlarged, and we can supply the
allles with all of the meat products
which transportation facilities render
possible and at the same time some
what Increase our own consumption
In these circumstances the Food Ad
ministration considers It wise to relax
the voluntary restrictions on meat con-
sumption to some extent with a view
to further decreasing bread consump
tion.

Conservation of food must be ad-
Justed to meet necessities from time to
time, for neither production, nor al-
lied demands are constant factors, nor
can any of these factors be anticlpated
for long periods In advance In the dis
turbed conditions in which we at pres
ent live, While the world situation is
not one that warrants any relaxation
in the efforts to eliminate waste or to
relax economy In food, the Adminis
tration desires to secure better adjust-
ment in food balances.

So long as the present conditions
continue the only special restrictions
we ask are the beefless and porkless
Tuesday,

The meatless meal and the porkless
Baturday are no longer asked,

The farmers of the United States
are responding to the national call to
Increase hog production. Thelr In-
crease, to all appearances, Is being at-
tained more rapidly, Of more imme-
diate Importance, however, are sevewul
complex factors which have effected
an immediate increase In meat sup-
plivs,

The transportation shortage before
the government took over the rall
roads, the bad weather In January and
early In February, the large percent-
age of Immature corn In the last har

vest and the necessity of feeding this
corn as rapldly as possible to save {t
from decay, have not only resulted In
backing up the animals—particularly
hogs—on the farms for a longer pe
riod of feeding, but have resulted In a
great Increase In thelr average welght
and will result, with Improved trans
portation conditions, which already ap
pear, in larger than normal arrivals at
market for the next two or three
months, The welght of hogs coming
to the market for the past two weeks
Indicates an Incregs¢ [n welght of
from an average of 2 pfiimﬁs last
year to the almost unprecedented
average of 232 pounds, or a net In-
crease In thelr meat value of over 15
per cent. This Is a distinet addition
to the natlon's meat supply. It there-
fore now seems certaln that we have
such enlarged supplies for at least
some months to come, that we can not
only Increase our exports to the allles
to the full extent of thelr transporta-
tion facllities, but at the same time
can properly Increase our domestic
consumption,

The response ot the public to our re-
queats for reduced consumption of
meat during the past few months has
been most gratifying, and this service
alone has enabled the government dur-
ing this period to provide such sup-
plies as transportation to the allles
permitted.

The Administration also suggests
that In those parts of the country
where the old fashioned home preser-
vation of pork Is still the custom, this
practice should be extended at the
present time, as it will relieve the bur
den upon transportation to and from
the packing houses and is economical
ly sound as saving the cost of packing
operations and at the same time will

provide home supplies of pork to last

over the months of decreased supplies.

The Food Administration desires to
repeat that It does not want to give
the impression that these are times
when simplicity and moderation of llv-
fng are not critically necessary, but
that Its sole deslire Is to secure an ad
justment between our diiferent food
supplies acd meet changing conditions
from time to time and to keep the pub
lie fully and frankly advised of Its
position with the full confidence and
rellance that whenever it becomes nec-
essary renewed appeals for saving will
met the same loyal response as In the
past,

WE WON'T WIN F WE WASTE

Tested Wartime Recipes for
Use in Texas.

For the month of April the
Food Administrator urges po-
tatoes in place of bread, and
recommends these Potato
Recipes.

EARNEST CC-PERATION NEEDED

POTATO BISCUIT NO. 1.
1 cup mashed potato ] teaspoon salt
1 cup flour 2 tablespoons fat
4 teaspoons baking % cup water or milk
wowder (about)

m,l together flour, baking powder and
salt; work In fat with fork or knife,.
add potato and mix thoroughly; then add
enough ligu!d to make a soft dough; roll
the dough lightly te about inch in
thickness, cut in Dbiscuits and bake 12
to 18 minutes in hot oven.

POTATO BISCUIT NO. 2.

Boll and mash six or eight potatoes;
while warm lay on a floure pastry
board and run the rolling pin over and
over them unti]l they are free from lumps;
turn into & bowl, wet with a cup of sweet
milk and add a teaspoon of melted fat;
when well mixed work in half a cup of
salted flour, or just enough to make a
soft dough, return to the board, roll out
quickly and lightly into a thin sheet, and
cut into round cakes; bake In a quick
oven; butter as soon as they are done,
laying one on top of the other in a plle
Eat before they fall

The excellence of potato biscuit de-
pends very gRreatly upon the softness of
the dough, light hundﬁ‘nu and quick bak-
ing. If properly made, they will be found
extremely nice.

COLCANNON.

Mix one cup of mashed potatoes and
one cup of chopped greens to a smooth
paste; add a tablespoon of fat, salt and
paprika to taste; place in baking pan,
cover with mashed potato, brown in the
oven and serve very hot,

POTATO CHOWDER.

Great stocks of wheat are Iso-
lated In India, and Australia, At
great sacrifice in ship space and
use the Allles are forced to se-
cure some wheat from Argentina,

On January 1, Australla had
stored 100,000,000 bushels of
wheat that was ready for ex-
port—but there were no ships
Then came the new crop with
an exportable surplus of 80,000,
000 bushels. Now Australia has
approximately 180,000,000 bush-
els walting for ships,

India, at the same time, had
70,000,000  bushels of wheat
stored for export. During April
50,000,000 bushels more out of
the new crop will be added to
the plle,

Argentina closed the last ship-
ping season with 11,000,000
bushels of wheat left In the

_stock avallable for export. The
new crop will add 135,000,000 to
the left over.

ALLIED FOOD SHIPMENTS
REACH LARGE TOTAL.

A general Idea of the quantity of
food sent to European allies by the
United States from July 1, 1914, to
Jagnary 1, 1018, is given by figures
Just announced by the U. 8. Food Ad-
ministration, In that period the Unit-
ed States has furnished complete year-
ly rations for 57,100,033 people. In
addition there was enough extra pro-
teln to supply this portion of the diet
for 22,104,570 additional men,

The total export of wheat and wheat
flour to the three principal allles is
equivalent to about 384,000,000 bushels,
Pork exports for the 8% years amount-
ed to almost 2,000,000,000 pounds. Ex-
ports of fresh beef totaled 448,484,400
pounds, The amount of food exported
to Russia Is negligible compared with
that sent to the western allles,

Grapeland, Texas, April 6.—
Have just noticed that seventy
“‘blacks’’ have been called to the
colors from Houston county to
train for Uncle Sam. I deem it
just and fitting that someone
have a word to say for the well
being of all concerned. (By the
way, I think we are all concern-
ed without distinctive creed or
color.) I hope thatthe boys will
show now, as in the past, that
they are brave and of the lineage
and stock of the immortal Cris-
pus Attucks of colonial days,
who trying to protact his mas-
ter's right lost his own life.
Therefore, who has greater love
than he that will lay down his
life for another.

Likewise I feel that we are go-
ing seventy or eighty thousand
strong into this conflict, more in
the defense of our paler brother
than ourselves. Nevertheless, I
feel there will be no slackers,
traitors or anarchists among us.
And if you guarantee to us that
hereafter we are safe and secure
from mob violence and that the
administrators of the law will
know no color, I believe we can
and will reduce crime among
ourselves, and prove to be real
heroes in this struggle. 1 ad-
mit that we are guilty of com-
miting some very bad and la-
mentable crimes, but consider-
ering our standing as to enlight-
enment, etc., I think that Drys-
burg and Estill Springs, Tenn.,
burnings has it all knocked into
a cocked hat. Hence, I call up-
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America and the world to do’
everything possible to prevent
the repitition of such acts, and
teach us by example that racial
ties, nor color of skin shall pro-
mote or demote a man’'s rights
here in our beloved land, where
the stars and bars declare the
“land of the free and the home
of the brave.” Then the twelve
million negroes can and will feel
the same interest in this tight as
you de.

Hoping this will help to mould
a sentiment for a reformation in
the U. S. A, that I love so well,
I am for true and safe democra-
cy, H. W. L.. Shepherd.

IMPOSITIONS IN WAR
RISK INSURANCE

To the public generally: The
undersigned, composing the Leg- 'w
al Advisory Board of Houston
county, beg to state that we are
advised by Hon. W. G. McAdoo,
Secretary of the Treasury, and
the American Bar Association,
that unscrupulous claim agents
and pension attorneys, and oth-
ers, are notifying those interest-
ed in "war insurance” on the
lives of our soldiers in the pres-
ent war, or in the matter of al-
lotments by them, that they
must employ counsel or assist-
ance of some kind in order to be |
sure of obtaining payments from l
the government on these claims.

We wish to advise all parents
and others who are or may be|
interested in these claims, that|
there is no use for them to em- |
ploy attorneys or anyone else|
in the collection of these claims, |
and to assure them that these
activities on the part of thosei
seeking employment of this
character are in direct violation |
of the spirit of the War Risk In-|
surance Act, and are in the high-
est degree reprehensible and un-
patriotic.

Furthermore, the assistance
of these parties is not neces-
sary, and we beg to request all
persons interested in the col-
lection of these claims to report
their wishes to us and we will
take pleasure in aiding them
without charge, either in person
or through other attorneys of|
the Crockett bar, who are loyal-
ly and cheerfully aiding us in
service of this kind.

The procedure required in
making these collections is ex-
ceedingly simple, and the pat-
riotic lawyers of the whole coun-
try are more than willing to
render all the assistance that
the beneficiaries under this law
may need, either in the prepara-
tion or the collection of such
claims, and in giving advice
with reference thereto, all free
of charge. We hope no one will
be deceived by those who are so
unscrupulous as to seek service
of this kind at the expense of
the beneficiaries on the plea that
such service is necessary to suc-
cess in regard to such claims,
for this is not true, either in
whole or in part.

OF THE AGES

Belgium saved the world while | "I cannot lend my money to the

knowing that she could not be
saved.  She saved it by flinging
herself in the path of the oncom-

ing barbarians, by allowing her- !

self to be trampled to dcath in
order to give the defenders of
‘Justice time—not to rescue her,
for she was well aware that res-
cue could not come in time, but
to coliect the forces needed to
save civilization from the great
est danger that had ever threat.
ened it.

There is nothing in history ap-
proaching in granduer such an
act as this.

King Albert and his Belgians
knew full well that in barring
the invaders’ road they were
sacrificing inevitably their homes
and their wives and their child-
ren.

Cardinal Mercier, one of the
best loved and most high mind-
ed men in Belgium, after having
seen his country ruinec, her
brave men lying dead by thous-
ands, her women and children
maimed, outraged and starving,
her churches razed to the ground,
found it in his heart to say,
“God will save Belgium. Nay,
rather, He is saving it. Which
of us would have the heart to
cancel this last page of our nat-
ional history? Which of us does
not exult in the glory of this
shattered nation? Down within
us all is something greater than
personal interests, than person-
al kinships, than party feeling.
This profound will in us is pat-
riotism and the religion of
Christ makes patriotism a posit
ive law. There is no perfect
christian who is not also a per-
fect patriot.”

Speaking of our entrance into
the war, President Wilson said,
*The world must be made safe
for democracy. Its peace must
be planted upoun the tested foun-
dations of political liberty. We
have no selfish ends to serve.
Wae desire no conquest, no do
minion. We seek ne indemni-
ties for ourselves, no material
compensation for the sacrifices
we shall freely make. We are
but one of the champions of the
rights of mankind. We shall be
satisfied when these rights have
been made as secare as the faith
and the freedom of nations can
make them.”

The thought of such deeds
and the expression of such high
sentiments seems to lift us into
a world other than that in which
we live our daily lives.

Yet there is & practical side to
the magnificent bravery of the
Belgian people and the exalted
attitude of our President.

Patriotism is enlightened self-
ishness.

It was the unspeakable dread,
the horror of living under Ger-
man domination, of becoming
slaves instead of free men, of
having to labor and sweat thru
long weary years to build up
armies and huge engines of de-
struction to be used against
their fellow men, which caused
the Belgians to make the epic
sacrifice of the ages and our
great-shouldered President to
announce to the world that the
might, the treasure and the life
of America should be thrown in-
to the great struggle.

Contrast such heroic deeds
and noble thoughts with the at-
titude of those men who, to our
sorrow be it said, still remain in

small.numbers in this country,
who say, "'this is not my war;”
“let someone else pay for it;"”

The contrast between the two
mental attitudes is so deep, so
vast, that one wonders whether
the gulf can be bridged.

It can—it must be,

Selfishness—unenlightened
selfishness—is the common en-
emy of humanity. It was pres-
ent in the hearts and minds of
the Belgian people when they
were attacked; it prompted them
to stifle their pride, to become
an accessory to the crimes of
Germany, and to let the Hun go
by. As the Frenchman sprang
to the defense of his country,
unen lightened selfishness
prompted him not to court what
appeared to be inevitable defeat.
This same evil influence pulled
at the heart-strings of the rulers
of the British Empire in those
tense days when Germany crav-
ed that England stand by and
allow the German government to
rob and murder at its unholy
will. It was in our own beloved
country that unenlightened self-
ishness made its last stand and
it is here that it has received its
death blow.

The civilized world has won
the victory of the ages—selfish-
ness is dead and no longer a
power over the hearts and minds
of the nations

Yet, like all bad things, it has
left traces and signs of its ma
lign influence, and there are still
just a few men left today who
are saying, '‘this is not my war.”

These men know in their
hearts that this is “‘their war."”
They know that the war is being
waged to keep the Germans from
their homes, their farms, their
wives, their children. They
know that the German fleet
would be in our harbors within
a week if we failed to win this
war. They know that success
means the keeping open of their
best markets-—Europe; that fail-
ure means slavery to German
masters.

These men who have made
more money last year than ever
before in their lives—and all on
account of the war — pretend
that they would see starvation
facing them should they loan
some of their extra profits to
the government. Such excuses
do not even deceive themselves,
let alone their neighbors or their
government,

These men must make up
their minds whether they will
offer to their country and our
allies, a mass of excuses or a
great big subscription of money
with the message, ‘'This is our
war; we know it; we are behind
our govermment; we are real
Americans.”’

Let us all, those of us who
have been thrilled by the sacri-
fices of our allies and our own
brave boys, those of us who
have been led by the hand and
voice of our beloved President
from the darkness of indiffer-
ence to the light of understand-
ing, band ourselves together for
a double purpose.

Let us set aside every dollar
we can spare, which is not act-
ually needed for our business or
our perronal needs, and place
that money at the disposal of
our government, when it is call-
ing upon us now to subscribe to
the Liberty Loan.

Let us also make it our duty —

our solemn duty and our privi-
lege—to spread the faith which
has been vouchsafed to us. As

long as we have a friend, a neigh-
bor, a countryman, who says,
“this is not my war,” let us with
firmness but in all charity, plead
with such a man.

The road from the valley of un-
enlightened selfishness to the
mountain heights where liberty
dwells, and truth, justice and
lasting happiness, has been made
for us. It has been made by
the feet of brave Belgians, hero-
ic Frenchmen, liberty loving En-
glishmen, and last, but not least,
by the firm tread of our own
sons. It has been watered by
the tears and blood of countless
thousands and dried again by
the glow of a God-given enthus-
iasm. We cannot but follow such
a road. There is no choice. Our
consciences, our fellowmen urge
us forward. We must follow to
the end.
