MR. TYER WRITES

Grand Rapids, Wis, April 22.
It looked to me there must have
been two million or more spruce
poles from three to ten inches in
diameter and all of them ten
feet long They were in and up-
on the banks of the Wisconsin
river at the great wood pulp mill
at Grand Rapids. There was a
big bull chain extending from
the mill down into the water.
A man was there at the water
with a long pole with an iron
hook in the end. He spiked
the poles and guided them to
the chain—up they went into
the mill. They were placed on
rollers six to twelve side by side
and held down tight by a big
iron bar and all of them feed to|
a saw at once and this saw|
would cut them all off in three|
seconds, and it was cut, cut, all|
the time. Now, the poles are in
pieces about 20 inches long,
From this big cut-off saw they
go by machinery to big steel
drums that hold about ten cords
each. These drums are strong
and tight. Inside there are
knives running lengthwise of|
these drums, About eight or
nine cords of these blocks or
sticks of wood are put in these
and the drum is started revolv-
ing, then warm water is let in
there and after so long thesel
sticks of wood come out with all
the bark off. Now these peel-
ed blocks or sticks go to the
grinding machines. Imagine a
grind stone three feet in diame-
ter and twenty-four inches on
the face; it is enclosed in a big
cast iron housing and this hous-
ing has three or four partitions

and doors in it. Now, these
peeled wood blocks are placed
against this grind stone; they

are placed sideways to it, six
to ten of these sticks or blocks
of spruce in each of these
four openings in this cast hous-
ing around this big grind stone,
then there is from 20 to 40 of
these sticks of wood being
ground up at a time. Under-
stand they are held at the grind
stone under heavy pressure by
machinery and there are about
20 of these grinding machines,
These big grind stones grind
these sticks of wood up into a
pulp or wood mush.

From these grinders this pulp
goes into great tanks that have
a beater and this pulp is beaten
and revolved for quite awhile.
Of course there is an abundance
of water used all the time. Af-
ter it comes out of this stirring
tank it is pumped onto a table
and sprayed out onto a broad
piece of felt cloth and started on

—

its journey over and under the
big rollers, These rollers are
about two feet in diameter and
about ten feet long. They are
arranged one just above the oth-
er and a little ahead but only
two rollers high but there are 5
or 6 of these rollers which make
a row about 125 feet long. The
first ones are cold. The water
18 dripping out of this pulp that
is starting on them, but further
down the line these rollers are
heated by steam and they keep
getting hotter and hotter until
at last they are so hot you can
not hold your hand on them.
Of course this pulp passing over
and under the other side is dry
before it gets to the last one and
by being pressed out and dried
it at last becomes wrapping pa-
per, such as we see in dry goods
aud grocery stores. It is a
cream color and as fine paper as
one need wish to see. That is
how these spruce trees are
converted into paper and all
done in one mill but it is a big
one, as they make many, many
tons of paper per day, and they
run full handed day and night.
Of course they are shipping
out all the time, but they have

hundreds of tons of paper in
stock.

Wide Range Over State for Pro-
duct Costing Same Price to
Produce Has Resulted in
Dissatisfaction.

By Using These Recipes
Texans Will Aid in Mak-
ing Wheatless Period of
45 Days a Success.
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In adopting a
wheatless pro-
gram for Tex-
as from April
15, 1918, to
June 1, 1918—
and longer if
there be a need
—the Federal
Food Adminis-
trator sought
out a period of
the year in
which corn-
meal and corn-
flour is abundant; as well as nu-
merous other substitutes, which
may replace wheat flour. Nat-
urally, the elimination of wheat
flour has awakened a keen in-
terest on the part of hotels, res-
taurants and public eating
places, as well as the homes, to
secure recipes for making bread
of substitutes which are as good,
if not better, than “luxury
bread.”

Miss Lou Stallman, director of
Home Economics for the Fed-
eral Food Administration for
Texas, has prepared seven ex-
cellent recipes for wheatless
bread. All the recipes have been
carefully worked out and tested
and are offered to the. public of
Texas with the approval of Fed-
eral Food Administrator Peden:

WILLIS CUMPANY
OF DALLAS LOSES
RIGHT TO OPERATE

The license of the J. M. Willis
Company of Dallas, dealers in
cotton seed products, has been
revoked by the United States
food administration and instruc-
tions have been issued by Ad-
ministrator Peden to District
Administrator T. L. Bradford at
Dallas to supervise the closing
of the comnany’s business af-
fairs. The firm, under the revo-
cation, may not enter into any
new contracts and can only be
restored to license as a dealer
upon the recommendation of the
food administrator.

The hearing in the Willis
Company case was held in Hous-
ton, with Judge Henry J. Dan-
nenbaum as special examiner.
The evidence presented purport-
ed to show that the company had
unfilled contracts for over 8,000
tons of cotton seed cake and
over 3.000 tons of hulls. There
were no outstanding purchases
with which to meet obligations
and the firm was unable to or
failed to make settlements on
contracts, Judge Dannenbaum
held.

In purzuance of the policy of
the United States food admin-
istration to cancel licenses of
those dealers declared to have
been conducting thvir business
on a speculative basis, the li-
cense was canceled. United
States Food  Administrator,
Hoover signed the revocation
March 28.

For every two pounds of wheat
flour a baker uses in making
bread, under the rules and regu-
lations of the United States food
administration, he must use one
pound of substitutes. Food Ad-
ministrator Peden has had it
brought constantly to his atten-
tion since April 15, when the
amendment to the bakers’ regu-
lations called for an increase of
5 per cent in the use of substi-
tutes, that bakers have acted up-
on the assumption that this
meant 25 per cent of substitutes
to 75 per cent of wheat flour.
