HUNTING SEASON OPEN

Texas huntsmen who have
been anticipating going out for

ticipate in quail hunting begin-

til January 31. The State game
laws provide that fifteen par-
tridges may be bagged each day.

Fewer game laws were enacted
this year than in any other year
since 1900—about fifty laws hav-
ing been passed. According to
George A. Lawyver and Frank L.
Earnshaw, national authorities
on game laws, in some states un-

successful efforts were made to

repeal or modify existing pro-
tective laws for the duration of
the war, and while the laws were
relaxed in a few instances, the
seasons as a rule give better pro-
tection to game that has become
reduced in numters. The food
administration, after considering
recommendations on this subject
