.Austin, Texas, May 25.—R. 
Harper Kirby, chairman of the 
state prohibition committee, to­
night gave out the following 
statement:

"The prohibition amendment 
has been overwhelmingly adopt- 
chI. From advices known to bo 
accurate we can a.ssure the 
friends of prohibition that our 
majority will be not less than 
.')d,000. P.ut for the light vote 
cast our majority would have 
reached an unprece<lented figure. 
Kven with the light vote polled 
our majority is l)oth conclusive 
and .satisfactory. The figures 
.so far show that only fifteen 
counties have given wet majori­
ties. and in some of the.se the ma­
jority was only slight. Since 
15M1 there has been a general in­
crease in the prohibition vote uni­
formly throughout the state, and 
more particularly in South 
Texas."

Many who have regarded 
the pre.sident us an extraodinar- 
ily .scholarly man and a fluent 
speaker, having a remarkable 
command of English and an ex­
ceptionally keen mind—howbeit, 
a.s he once explained, a single- 
track one—trained to think anil 
to put thoughts rapidly into 
words, will no doubt be surprised  ̂
to learn that his vocabulary does, 
not embrace several times 6,221.| 

This .suri)ri.se is likely to be 
even greater when it is recalled 
that there are more than 300,000 
perfectly good English words all 
ready to be marshaled to his ser­
vice and that an ordinary well- 
read college graduate is sup|X)s- 
ed to have at his tongue’s end, so 
to speak, something like 100,-
000 different words. Shake- 
.speare, away l>ack in the day.s 
when the language was a great 
deal less rich than it is now, hud 
u working knowledge of no less 
than 15.000 words, we are told, 
and he made u.se of them all in 
writing his plays.
1 Gome to think of it, though, 
one has to admit that Mr. Wilson 
uses his 6,‘221-word vocabulary 
with wonderful effectiveness. 
With it he has manage<l to give 
expression to thoughts and ideas 
that have made the whole world 
sit up and take notice. He has 
set men everywhere to thinking

as some them never thought be­
fore. He has had much to do 
with molding events of universal 
importance and signficance and 
he bids fair to shape world his­
tory in these monentous times to 
an extent that no man can now 
toretell.

Taking all the.se things into 
consideration, it seems fairer to 
conclude that his employment of 
a comparatively small number of 
words argues that he possesses 
a master’s skill and that he is ex­
traordinarily efficient is giving 
verbal expression to his ideas, 
rather than that he is in any way 
lacking in scholarship or profi­
ciency in English.
