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During the Thanksgiving holi-
days the Floyds drove down to
Carlsbad for an overnight stay.

If the good flavor and appear-
ance are to be: retained, the
freshly fried chicken, held not
more than 3 hours at room

. temperature, should be wrapped

in foil or wax paper, placed
in a freezer or freezing com-
partment of a refreigerator for
storage, then thawed at room
temperature for serving.

More Money in
Meat Type Hogs

“If youraise hogs for market,
meat-type hogs will make you
more money,” says T, D,
Tanksley, extension animal
husbandman, ‘‘The more mus-

‘cular hogs cost less to pro-

duce, command top price on
the market and provide the kind
of pork the average consumer
demands.”

Tests show that meat-type
hogs gain just as rapidly as

fat-type hogs and at a feed sav-

ing’ of approximately $1 for
each 200-pound hog, Thelarger
percent of high value pork cuts
in meat-type hogs makes them
more desirable to buyers,
Over 60 percent of the total
value of a hog lies in the four
lean cuts: the ham, loin, boston
butt and picnic. These are the

‘cuts which the present day con-

sumer demands. On a live
weight basis, meat-type hogs
product about 34 percent to
37 percent in the four lean
cuts, while some fat-type hogs
yield 30 percent and less.
Tauksley says, ‘‘This meat-
type hog can be produced by

selecting gilts and boars ghat
have adequate length, a thilty-
inch carcass on a 200~pound
hog., They should have thick,
muscular conformation, with
just enough fat at market weight
to insure carcass firmness and
give quality and flavor to the
cuts.

**“They must come from sows
that farrow and raise large
litters of big pigs, be Q::

feed into pounds of pork atanm -
efficient rate.,”’

goals of 9 or more pigs per

Readers of Farm and Home
will probably show more than
passing interest in an experi-
ment we learned of through the
Texas Department of Agri-
culture.

While our area is not pre-

all-cash-crop type setup has
a familiar ring in these parts.

The constant search for more
farming profits has led to an
experiment aimed at making a
drastic switch from exclusive

" cotton production on a medium

sized farm to a small beef

i production center,

Agricultural research ex-

| perts began with a 132-acre

South Carolina cotton farm,
studied all possibilities, and
launched a five-year program
to convert it to a l6l-acre
beef and small grain project,
This basic change is predicted

to increase annual cash receipts

from $3,400 annually to $9,002
by the fifth year, The figures

at Hub

were projected on the basis of
assumed prices and improved
production practices.

The appraised value of the
farm property, including land,
buildings, livestock equipment
and seed, was predicted to rise
from about $16,000 to nearly
$35,000 by the end of the fourth
year, and would then decline
with normal depreciation to a-
bout $27,000 at the end of the
tenth year,

To accomplish such a bene-
ficial transformation, not only
would the farmer have to engage
in a new type of farming, but
also would need to find new
sources of credit to finance the
change. The first and biggest
problem is to acquire a beef
herd. The study showed the
value of cattle would have to
rise from $330 on the original
farm to $10,000 by new pur-
chases and breeding during the
first three years. The large
initial investment would result
from buying brood cows as
soon as grazing could be
assured by other changes in
farm practice.

The plan calls for establish-
ing a herd of 46 brood cows.
Eight cows and three bred heif~
ers would be bought the first
year, five cows the second year
and 27 the third, These, to-

gether with replacement heifers |
raised would prove the herd °

needed in four years.
The major transition in farm

activity should be made the -

first three years, with minor
adjustments for seven more
years, The first year would in-
clude bringing the cropland into
production, substituting grain
sorghum and clover for corn,
increasing the acreage of wheat

and oats, double-éropping the
oats with lespedeza and top-
seeding the pasture with crim-
son clover.

During the second year, 20
acres of cropland would be
added to provide the full use
of the operator’s labor., Forty
acres of coastal bermuda grass
would be planted for permanent
pasture. During the third year,
the changes in land use would
be completed by discontinuing
the cotton enterprise entirely
and adding its acreage to the
oat-grain-sorghum area.

As for equipment, a grain
drill and combine would have
to be bought, A side delivery
rake and pick-up hay baler
by the third year would per-
mit a saving of 40 percent or
more over the usual custom
rate of baling hay.

Crop sales would provide the
chief source of cash during
the transition, the study shows,
but by the fourth year cash
receipts from the beef herd
would nearly equal thosefrom
sale of grain,

Texas High Plains cotton pro-
ducers, faced with a 9 per-
cent reduction in acres for
1959, actually will have to take
only about a 6 percent reduction,
due to the small state reserve
held out this year by the Texas
Agricultural Stabilization and
Conservation committee,

Cotton allotments for the 23
member counties of the Plains
Cotton Growers in 1958 totaled
2,279,806 acres and for 1959
these allotments total 2,134,753
acres, a reduction of 6 percent.

The state reserve withheld
by the state ASC committee was
only 1.6 percent for 1959. This
is the first time this reserve
has been held to below 6 per-
cent and the small reserve
this time enabled farmers all
over the state to retain more
acreage than was anticipated
under operation of the new 195
farm bill, :

. DECORATED FRUIT CAKES

MAKE FESTIVE GIFTS

Fruit cakes make acceptable
and enjoyable gifts, eitherplain
or decorated, For a more fes-
tive gift try your hand in dec-
orating the fruit cakes, Exten-
sion foods and nutrition special-
ists suggest doing this just be-
fore serving or sending as gifts.
They offer some suggestions for

glazing and decorating.

The glaze, made by heating
1/3 cup corn syrup (for 2 loaves)
to boiling, is brushed on the
top of the cake, Whole almonds,
pecans or walnuts, and candied
fruit can then be arranged in
geometric designs on top of the
loaves.

Holly Wreath: Cut.small holly
leaves from thin slices of green

citron. Arrange in a circle
to form wreath. Use bits of can-
died cherry for holly berries.
Make one large wreath or small
over-lapping wreathes on cake.

Daisy and Pineapple Flowers:
Arrange whole blanched al-
monds to form daisies on top
of cake., Make center with a
bit of candied cherry. Arrange
cubes of candied pineapple in
circle and place halves between
each cube and place one-half
cherry in center.

Make greenery for flowers
of green citron,

Poinsettia: Arrange quarters
of candied cherries in shape of
poinsettias, Center with can-
died cherry.Arrange thin strips
of green citron for leaves,

Nuts and Walnut Circles: Ar-
range whole nut halves as
almonds, pecans or walnuts
around top edge of cake.

Nut Tree: Arrange halves of
nuts in cone-shape on top of
rectangular-shaped cake. Place
a bit of candied cherries at

top of outside nuts to resemble
candles on the nut tree.

POINTERS FOR
PLANNING A PARTY

Good planning is the secret
of goodrecreation, says Lucille
Moore, extension recreation
specialist. For those special
holiday parties, plan your rec-
reation well ahead of time.

Variety adds spice to any
party. Games should be planned
to provide change of pace and
activity.

Start with a pre-party game,
suggests Miss Moore.

Proper cooling and wrapp-
ing is important. Specialists
suggest cooling fruit cakes
thoroughly before wrapping for
storage or ripening. Use alumi-
num foil, pliofilm, cellogjane

or waxed paper. Place cake in

tightly covered container in a
cool place for 3 to 4 weeks,
Ripened fruit cake can be

frozen and preserved for one ..
