A time and energy in-
vestment that pays some dividends in late summer as you
begin to reap the benefit of the weeding, feeding and wa-
tering of all those little plants. You watch them grow, no-
ticing the first fruits on each plant and eagerly wait get-
ting to eat the vegetables. For those garden professionals
they will tell you the stuff out of your garden tastes much
better than any store bought (pick a vegetable) you can
buy. Yet I am also told it costs more to raise your own
than to drop by the store and pick it up.

There was a time when gardening was a necessity.
Now it is reduced, for most, to a hobby, at best. I believe
there are some correlations between gardening and rela-
tionships that may at least be worth looking at. Even if
you are not a gardener, I bet you have a few relationships.
Let’s compare:

1. A relationship requires a time and energy invest-
ment.

2. Relationships that are worked on, “weeding pf areas
in, yoyr life”, feeding the other in the relationship: and
watering the relationship so that it grows, tend to offer
continued and valuable benefit to those in it.

3. Relationships that do not have the above tend to not
be as good. Store bought if you will.

Oversimplified? Maybe, but walk with me a little fur-
ther.

God could have reached down and snatched that fruit
out of Eve’s hand and stopped the whole sin mess right
there in the garden, but He wanted a chosen relationship
with us. He chose us and hopes we will choose Him and
the story that would follow the fall of man in Genesis 3
becomes one of great love and investment by our Creator.

In fact, one of the high marks of Christian faith hap-
pens this week, as we are humbled by a bloody cross
and celebrate an empty tomb. God invested all to have
this relationship with you, don’t in turn give Him a store
bought response, with little effort on your part.

Parents, Don’t Give Up Until They Buckle Up!

We all know everything is bigger in Texas!
However, one number that we do not want
to see bigger is the number of children ages
8-14 who are fatally injured in motor vehicle
crashes. According to the National Highway
Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA), from
2009-2012, a total of 188 children ages 8-14
were killed in motor vehicle crashes. Nation-
ally, among children fatally injured in this age
group, an average of 49% were unrestrained;
in Texas, however, the rate of unrestrained fa-
talities was 58%. Parents and caregivers need
to work to change this statistic! Seat belts save
lives, but NHTSA data show that as children
get older, they are less likely to buckle up. The
percentage of child passengers who die while
riding unrestrained generally increases with
age and is most pronounced among 13- and
14-year-olds, regardless of seating position.

NHTSA just announced its first-ever national
advertising campaign aimed at parents of chil-
dren ages 8-14 to make sure their kids are con-
sistently and properly wearing their seat belt
every time the car is moving.

“Buckling up is an important habit to instill
in children at a young age. As parents, we need
to lead by example and reinforce the message
to make sure it sticks,” said U.S. Transporta-
tion Secretary Anthony, Foxx. “This campaign
urges parents to never give up until their kids
buckle up.”

A recent series of NHTSA focus groups

found seat belt use can fall by the wayside when
shuttling kids to and.from school and activities,
when running short errands, or when parents
are a bit worn down by the daily grind, which
makes this campaign urgently important.
“Kids will always test the limits with their
parents or caregivers, but there is no room for
compromise when it comes to wearing a seat
belt,” said NHTSA Administrator Dr. Mark
Rosekind. “Sounding like a broken record can

save your child’s life. Kids need constant re- || °

minders, and this is one that can’t be skipped.”

And
move only when you hear the click that says
they’re buckled in for the drive.”

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Results of annual Texas wheat survey released

Results from Texas wheat producers who
were surveyed in December and January re-
garding the number of acres of wheat planted
and to be planted by variety for the 2015 crop
year are now available.

The survey was coordinated between the
Texas A&M AgriLife Extension Service and
the Texas Agricultural Statistics Service.
Funding was provided by the Texas Wheat
Producers Association, Texas Foundation
Seed Service and Texas Seed Trade Associa-
tion.

Survey results are provided in tables, with
percentage of acres planted for the 2015 crop
year by variety and broken out by AgriLife
Extension district. The total list can be found
at http://varietytesting.tamu.edu/wheat .

“There were no large swings in the major
wheat classes grown in Texas, however, some
changes occurred with spring wheat,” said Dr.
Clark Neely, AgriLife Extension state small
grains and oilseeds specialist in College Sta-
tion. He said two things were noticeable this
year.

“Spring wheat acres bumped up noticeably
in the Coastal Bend district, while decreas-
ing in the South district,” Neely said. “And,
enough acres were reported in other regions of
the state that they were recorded on the report,
areas that are not typically known to grow
spring wheat. The North district reported 4.1
percent this year.”

Two Texas A&M Agrilife Research-bred
wheats continue to lead the acreage planted,
according to the survey.

TAM 111 remains the leading variety plant-
ed in Texas, accounting for 15 percent of the

- .

L

state’s 2015 planted wheat acres, down from
16.7 percent in 2014, TAM 111 was released
in 2003. TAM 112 remains second, account-
ing for 5.9 percent of acres planted for 2015,
compared with 5.3 percent last year. TAM 112
was released in 2005.

Drought tolerance, greenbug resistance,
wheat streak mosaic virus tolerance, high
yield and excellent bread-making quality are
some of the reasons for this high rate of adop-
tion, Neely said.

Finishing out the top 10 wheat varieties
planted in Texas by percentage are:

— Duster, 4.1 percent compared with 4 per-
cent in 2014.

— Fannin, about 3.5 percent.

— Greer, just under 3.5 percent, moving it
down from fourth last year.

—TAM 105, 2.7 percent, compared with 2.8
percent the previous year.

—TAM 113, 2.3 percent, jumped three plac-
es from 2014.

— Weathermaster 135, fell three places from
2014 with 2.1 percent.

—TAM 401, 1.9 percent.

— Endurance, 1.7 percent, falling one place
from 2014.

Neely said excluding the top 10 varieties,
WB Cedar saw the greatest increase in acre-
age across the state from 0.2 to 1.3 percent
from 2014 to 2015, while Coronado saw the
greatest decrease from 2.8 to 1.2 percent.

Of the hard red spring varieties, he said, Ex-
press and Expresso remain the top two planted
varieties, while TV 8861, Coker 9553 and
Pioneer 25R30 remain the top three soft red
winter wheat varieties.

During her report on op-

erations, Chief Executive Of-
ficer and General Manager Amy
Linzey touched on efforts to in-
crease bandwidth.

"From September 30, 2012
to September 30, 2014 we have
installed 28 servers that have al-
lowed us to increase bandwidth
to over 35% of DSL subscribers
of the Cooperative at an estimat-
ed cost of $1 million," she said.

"Our construction team has
worked tirelessly and has in-
stalled 188,000 feet of fiber dur-
ing this time. Our Summerfield
exchange is the first to be served
entirely with fiber. As we move
forward with our 5 Year Plan,
we will take fiber deeper into our
network, allowing us to increase
bandwidth to more of our mem-
bers.

"Recently we upgraded email
servers and the portion of the
network that transports data to
10 Gig. These servers and the
transport network are all redun-
dant, creating a better user expe-
riences "

She explained that with the
FCC’s recent increase in target
bandwidth for rural America
from 4 mg down/l up to 25 mg
down/10 up, fiber is the only
technology allowing the target to
be met.

"Some companies claim data
over wireless can achieve the

FCC'’s target. However, wireless
is limited. Available bandwidth
decreases exponentially with the
number of users on any given
cell tower, and wireless won’t
work without wireline compa-
nies like West Texas Rural Tele-
phone Cooperative. The only
portion of the call that’s wireless
is from your cell phone to the
electronics at the top of the cell
tower. Electronics transit the call
through the cable on the tower
and to the wireline provider at
the base station."

She stressed the importance
of wireline in emergencies. "In
an emergency our Enhanced 911
service allows the 9-1-1 Operator
to see your address and dispatch
emergency services to your loca-
tion. Emergency services over
wireless are not reliable—your
location may not be identified
and your call may be garbled or
dropped."

Wireline reliability is a plus.
"Once buried the fiber network
is virtually silent, while wireless
providers advertise they have the
"least dropped calls"(translates
to "our service sucks the least.")
Fiber is stable technology—that’s
why we're working so hard to
install it into our network. Fiber
will allow us to provide the ser-
vices you deserve now and in the
future."
