today is no accident,” Matt 
Trigg, assistant legislative di­
rector for the American Farm 
Bureau Federation told an 
aroused crowd of farmers in 
San Angelo last Friday.

"This situation stems from 
the victory which labor unions 
won in last year's election,”  
Trigg told the 400 represen­
tatives from all the state of 
Texas.

Citing figures to bear out 
his statement Trigg told of how 
labor bosses have bragged that 
their unions elected 25 of 32 
Senators which they support­
ed; 17 of 25 governors they 
supported and 70 per cent of 
the representatives supported 
by .labor organizations during 
the last elections.

* *This makes the labor unions 
a dominant figure in our pol­
itics today,” Trigg warned as 
an opening statement.

The present farm-labor sit­
uation stems from a meeting 
held in Washington this Feb­
ruary. Trigg went on where 
presentations were given to a 
group of over 400 “liberal" 
organizations and was geared 
to drive home the fact that 
the farm laborer today is being 
exploited and that something 
should be done about it.

Trigg said the meeting above 
was called a hearing but it 
should have been called a na­
tional kickoff for a campaign 
to accomplish four major pur­
poses —

1. The enactment of mini­
mum wage legislation for farm 
workers.

2. The unionization of farm 
workers.

3. The elimination or cur­
tailment of the foreign labor 
importation program so as to 
create a national farm labor 
shcitagi and,

4. An interpretation of me 
Wagner - Peyser Act which 
would accomplish federal regu­
lation of the farmer-worker 
relationship.

Pointing out that farmers 
aren’t like a factory when it 
comes to strikes and that he 
cannot afford to wait out a wage 
dispute over any period of time 
whatever when a crop awaits 
harvesting, Trigg says this 

• point alone could ruin our farm­
ing operations as we know them 
today.

"A farmer could lose not 
only his entire year’s income, 
but a substantial investment in 
producing the crop as well,” 
he pointed out.

Trigg warned that this year 
the arrangements which Secre­
tary of Labor James A. Mit­
chell wants to become law as 
of May 1 are probably seem­
ingly "sweetness and light.”

"For the time being farmers 
who accept such a proposal 
might well be supplied with an 
unusually competent crew, but it

The calves were alleged to 
have been stolen by him Thurs­
day evening, transported to 
Memphis, and sold there Fri­
day morning.

They brought $422 and Bus­
sell was in town waiting to cash 
his check when he was held for 
investigation. He was found to 
have stolen license plates on 
his pickup.

He was then linked to the dis­
appearance of the calves in 
Parmer County and was re­
turned to Farwell Monday to 
face the more serious charge of 
cattle stealing.

Bussell has been involved in 
incidences of cattle theft pre­
viously.. He has been, in fact, 
to the penitentiary for that of­
fense three times.

Cooper went to Memphis, iden­

tified his calves, and now has 
them back.

Bussell is in jail andhis case, 
being a felony, will be held for 
action of the grand jury at a 
later date.

Council Hears Plea 
For Cemetery Well

City Councilmen heard a 
plea for the restoration of wa­
ter at the cemetery by repre­
sentatives of the American Le­
gion at a special meeting of the 
council Tuesday night.

Legionaires Loyde Brewer, 
post commander, Ralph Tay­
lor, post adjutant and Floyd 
Brookfield, committee mem­
ber asked the council just how 
could water be secured at the 
cemetery.

The Legionaires were then 
told the detail story behind the 
situation at the cemetery.

Up until last year die city 
had a pardnership with Carl 
Maurer on a well serving the 
cemetery and Maurer’s wheat 
field.

Maurer furnished the pump 
and motor, with the city fur­
nishing the well and casing.

This arrangement proved to 
be of no use to either party 
for the well, when opened to 
pump a full 8-inch pipe of 
water for Maurer's wheat-

field began to sand down.
Finally the situation became 

intolerable and the pardnership 
was dissolved with Maurer 
moving his pump and motor.

Following a lengthy discus­
sion the council told the Le­
gionaires that it would prob­
ably cost about $3,000 to set 
up such equipment at the site, 
making use of the well and cas­
ing at the cemetery.

Brookfield, who is in the water 
business locally, agreed with 
the council that to furnish the 
spot with water would run be­
tween $2,500 and $3r000.

The council told the Legion­
aires that the city would make 
available labor, pressure pump 
and tanks and do what was nec­
essary to get it all working if 
they could furnish the money.

The Legionaires told the coun ­
cil they would try to raise 
money for the purchase of the 
necessary 4 inch pump and 
motor, and other equipment to 
get water to both sections of 
the graveyards.

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What Kind Of Card
Do You Want?

If the latest plans of Labor Czar Walter 
Reuther and his hierarchy become law, the 
farms and farmers that we know so well 
today may well become items of print on 
the pages of history in the very near future.

You may bicker about what to do about 
the buck-thirty cent maize but the proposed 
labor regulations which Secretary of Labor 
James Mitchell have drafted may well put 
a permanent end to this.

We had taken a cynical view of the pro­
ceedings along this line saying to ourselves 
that "this could be serious alright, but 
surely those folks in Washington have better 
sense."

After last week we wonder if they do or not.
Just in case, and just to make sure the 

"folks in Washington” know what we think _ 
we must act fast, or make plans to pack up.

In this instance each and every one of us 
should forget personal feelings and personal 
likes and dislikes and work together to combat 
this threat.

The very thought of having to go through 
the Employment Commission to secure 
workers should make most Parmer county 
farmers shake with anger.

It hasn’t been very long ago that I over­
heard a conversation where a couple of 
fellows were talking of their efforts to secure 
workers "by the domestic route.”

After spending days and weeks and a 
couple of hundred dollars talking to a sampl­
ing of the "the unemployed millions" these 
two men returned empty handed, and doggone 
near with empty pocketbooks.

On another occasion a man told us he 
got two workers to come down, and after 
paying their transportation and advancing 
wages they both worked until noon and were 
never more to be seen.

It brings back to mind a personal ex­
perience of last year, when during the 
recession I picked up a hitchhiker on High­
way 60 and after hearing him tell of the 
ha^d times and how much he needed a job 
I told him of asking a local vegetable farmer 
for a job.

I explained to him what kind of work it 
was and his retort was "Hell man, that’s 
WORK!”

Do you as a farmer want some caste- 
/ conscious Employment Commission under­

ling telling you what sort of housing you have 
to provide for your workers ?

As a worker do you want this same gooney- 
bird to tell you how much you can earn and 
where you can work and earn a living?

This situation is neither fair to employer 
or employee.

The right for individual bargaining is 
something that we always figured was in­
cluded in the Bill of Rights.

But— not according to the aims of 
Secretary Mitchell.

You can see how successful his reg­
ulations can be by looking at the indus­
trialized East today.

There they cry are five million and 
over unemployed persons.

Yes, and I'd bet that of this number if 
they were all offered a job of working on 
a farm they’d reply much the same as my 
hitch-hiker.

They are too used to the union czars dic­
tating for them and at the same time reach­
ing in their hip pocket to relieve them of 
any cash for "dues, unemployment benefits 
etc.”

Personally, in our opinion the working­
man of the Industrial area of our country 
has priced, and coffee-broken himself out 
of a job.

While they were out on strike the manage­
ment figured out some way to get a machine 
to take his place.

As a banker in San Angelo told us Fri­
day "John Deere cotton pickers will replace 
a lot of them.”

Yes, but it can’t do it all, and every man 
has his right to bargain for a job. If all 
of us knew just how much money we were 
going to make every day of every year, and 
how much time we could put in on the job 
what would happen to our incentive? That 
is - the incentive that folks like James 
Mitchell have left us.

We hope Mitchell finds he. has opened 
Pandora’s Box and will quickly shut the 
lid.

But meanwhile stand up and voice your 
opinion.

He says several nationally 
known firms of lawyers and at­
torneys have called them un­
constitutional in nature.

But, as to what action or how 
the Supreme Court would act on 
this opinion he hesitated to say.

"They disregard the fact that 
of all the cost elements in ag­
riculture, farm wages are in­
creasing the i fastest," said 
Trigg.

"Farm wages are six times 
the level in 190-14 where farm 
prices for the same level have 
increased only two and a half 
times. Farm wages are In­
creasing twice as fast as the 
cost of living."

Another feature of the regu­
lations would set up thousands 
of "little Caesars" over the 
nation, Trigg said.

The proposals are ambigu­
ous enough and vague enough to 
allow for all sorts of inter­
pretations by government em­
ployees thus the fanner would 
be forced to "walk lightly” in 
the presence of Employment 
Commission officials so that the 
farmer would have no fear of 
harassment of reprisal from the 
official.

He pointed out that in addi­
tion to the opinions of the legal 
minds in Washington, the regu­
lations have hit hard opposition 
from the White House down

through the state employment 
commission.

Following the first signs of 
bitterness and resentment the 
Labor Department then agreed 
to turn the regulations over to 
the Attorney General for his 
opinion.

"If we can convince the At­
torney General that these regu­
lations, based on the Wagner- 
Peyser Act of 1933 show usur­
pation of power on the part of 
Mitchell, we can breathe easier 
for this year,” Trigg said.

He warned however, that the 
ultimate aim of the Labor De­
partment and the union bosses 
was the unionization of all la­
bor in the entire country and 
that they "won’t be easily down­
ed.”

would only be a question of 
time until the union would be 
telling the‘farmers how much 
they had to pay, the conditions 
of employment, checkoff of 
union dues, arrangement of la­
bor union stewards and So on.’* 

Trigg predicted a major ef­
fort in the field of federal reg­
ulation of wages and hours for 
farm workers this year.

"The proponents of this bill 
will water down the proposal 
so as to stir up the least pos­
sible opposition," he said.

"Such a bill would only apply 
to about one or two per cent of 
our farms at first, but once 
such a principle was adopted it 
can be gradually expanded in 
future years.”

Going on to Mexican Labor, 
Trigg said that naturally the 
legislation authorizing this pro­
gram will be renewed this year 
. . . but he pointed out the "A FL- 
CIO has already indicated its 
opposition to the extension of 
the program.”

Taking into consideration the 
power of union labor in Con­
gress, Trigg left this state­
ment hanging.

Following this brief discus­
sion on the Mexican Labor prob­
lem Trigg got down to the big­
gest bombshell of all — the 
well -  publicized proposals of 
Secretary Mitchell which may 
become law in the Federal Reg­
istry May 1.

If this series of proposals 
become law any farmer who 
wishes to use the services of the 
Employment Service to recruit

either domestic or foreign 
workers would have to comply 
with "certain” regulations.

1. "The farmer would be re­
quired to comply with housing 
standards acceptable to the De­
partment of Labor.

2. "The wage rate offered 
by an employer and shown on 
his order for agricultural work­
ers is not less than the pre­
vailing wage rate paid in the 
area to domestic agricultural 
workers similarly employed 
or wage rates paid most re­
cently by employers who are, 
or have been successful in re­
cruiting and retaining the ser­
vices of domestic workers.”

Looking back at the first one 
above the Labor Department in­
sists it must regulate farm la­
bor housing despite the fact that 
20 states now have a migratory 
labor housing code, Trigg says.

In interpreting the gobblede- 
gook of the second article above 
Trigg says this neans that 
"every farmer may be required 
by the Employment Service to 
pay wages equal to those paid 
by the farmer who pays the 
highest wage in the area.
^Trigg asserted that the pro­

posed regulations are a "usur­
pation of power’’ on the part 
of Secretary Mitchell.

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Planting of the Parmer 
County area's 1959 cotton crop 
is expected to begin soon. The 
cold weather that moved in the 
first of this week, in fact, has 

"probably interrupted the plans 
of a good many farmers in the 
southern part of the county to 
get some seed into the ground 
this week.

On the High Plains it's always 
a race between farmers and the 
calendar and the weather to get 
the cotton crop started and to 
harvest it too. Cotton is a 
crop which Just barely “sand­
wiches in" to the climate of the 
area.

Still, it's by far the area's best 
paying major cash crop and so 
there's always a rush to grow 
just as much as allotments 
allow and to strive for the max­
imum yields obtainable.

Early planting is looked upon 
with favor for this reason. From 
the first week in May until 
about May 20 is generally re­
garded as the busy season on the 
High Plains for planting cotton, 
but farmers don’t pay so much 

'attention to the calendaras they 
do to more obvious factors.

Soil temperature is regarded

n

as the most important one of 
these. To date, temperatures 
have not been warm enough for 
long enough periods of time to 
justify planting seed. Seed 
planted in soil that is too cold 
won't germinate.

Joe Jones, county agent, 
says he feels farmers should 
' 'Plant when you feel like you've 
got a reasonable chance of 
getting a stand."

It is especially important to 
get cotton planted as soon as 
possible in tighter soils and in 
the northern part of the cotton 
growing area, of which Parmer 
County is a part. The reason 
is that if a farmer has his 
field moisture to an adequate 
level and is ready for planting, 
and then gets an unexpected 
shower, he may be delayed from 
planting for quite a while. Also, 
the tighter soils do not warm up 
as quickly as sandier ones and 
cotton usually starts slower 
there.

"The thing to do is for a 
farmer to get his land in the 
best condition he can and then 
be ready to plant plenty of good 
strong seed when he feels like 
it’s late enough so that the cot­

ton will come up." That's the 
way the agent sums up his 
attitude about cotton planting.

Parmer County cotton farm­
ers have boosted their allot­
ment this year by 3770 acres 
because of the so-called "B 
Plan" choice.

Now that spring is here it's 

clean up time around the farm. 
Clean up, check up, and fix 
up for fire and accident pre­
vention as you prepare for ef­
ficient spring farm work and 
make the home safe from fire 
and accidents. Remove the haz­
ards and maintain the buildings 
and surroundings to make them 
safe from accidents.

Highly combustible buildings, 
hay, feed, and flammable liquids 
are found on farms. Farm fam­
ilies can prevent fire only by 
keeping fire, heat and power 
under control and keeping all 
combustible material away 
from heat, sparks and flames.

Common causes of fire on 
farms are; defective heating 
and cooking equipment; defec­
tive chimneys; sparks falling 
on combustible roofs, dry 
leaves or grass; misuse of 
electricity or defective wiring, 
equipment, or appliances; care­
less use of matches and tobacco; 
tractors, autos or other gas 
engines, and dryers operated 
near combustible materials; 
flammable liquids of gasses im­
properly stored or used; un­
controlled burning of trash, 
grass or woods; fats, grease, 
potholders or clothing exposed 
to the heat of the kitchen range; 
cleaning fluids used indoors; 
or fires quickened with ker­
osene. Prevent fires by avoid­
ing these causes of fire. D is­
pose of trash and accumulated 
junk in house, barn or yard.

LAWN SEED, FERTILIZER 
NOW COME IN STRIPS 

A new way to seed lawns is 
with a 24-inch-wide strip of fab­
ric that has grass seed, lime, 
and fertilizer "built in.”

Parmer County area farmers 
are lsecoming increasingly con­
cerned over the spread of John­
songrass in and around their 
fields.

While very few fields of this 
area are at die "give up” stage 
of infestation which often 
requires abandonment of crop­
ping until the grass can be 
eliminated, the clumps of the 
pesky perennial that are pop­
ping up with increasing 
frequency right out in the cul­
tivated fields are of great con­
cern. Farmers don’t want con­
ditions to worsen.

Because this is an intensely 
farmed irrigated area, the so- 
called "spot spraying” control 
of Johnsongrass has proved to

be most popular.
C ounty A gent J oe J ones points 

out that many farmers are as 
yet unfamiliar with many of the 
sprays and their combinations 
which can lie used effectively 
in these spot spraying control 
programs.

Naphtha and diesel oil sprays 
are familiar to most area farm­
ers, but their understanding of 
other commercially available 
chemicals is sketchy.

For that reason Farm and 
Home is printing these two 
charts on sprays that have e s­
tablished their effectiveness. 
The first group is made up of 
contact sprays and the second 
is of systemic and residual 
sprays.

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Vegetables Taper Off 
Slightly in Friona Area

Parmer County’s oldest 
vegetable deal, which was in­
fluenced in the early 1950’s by 
the much older vegetable 
business around Hereford, is 
centered at Friona Growers 
and Shippers.

Vegetables grown around 
Friona this year are expected 
to be reduced a slight amount 
from an acreage standpoint to 
those planted last year.

The Friona shed originally 
began as a potato processing 
operation,. and that is still the 
basic crop of the Friona deal. 
Potato acreage in 1958 was 
about 600, but is expected to 
be about 450 this year by Ken- 

■ neth Neill of Growers and Ship­
pers.

All of the potatoes in the

Friona area are planted.
Neill says he can’t afford 

to be very optimistic about the 
potato outiook, as the last two 
years have been poor ones for 
growers. He does feel, though, 
that some market depressing 
pressures may be easing up 
somewhat and that there is a 
possibility that 1959 may re­
turn as a "normal” potato year.

"I certainly don't look for 
anything fantastic,” Neill says, 
"but the surplus of potatoes is 
easing up.” He says that most 
growers respond to government 
forecasts and recommendations 
on acreage plantings, and that 
they have been reducing 
acreage.

It is Neill’s hope that po­
tatoes will have a "normal”

year on the High Plains. In 
his opinion that is to be de­
sired, in fact, morethana boom 
year such as comes along once 
in a great while and is always 
the object of much talk among 
businessmen and farmers.

Neill believes that if po­
tatoes should do exceptionally 
well this year that production 
might be stimulated beyond rea- 
s on next year and growers would 
be back in the same old rut.

Actually, 1958 wasn’t con­
sidered a really disastrous year 
for potato growers, but besides 
having a weak market, several 
factors keep most growers in 
the red or at the break-even 
point.

The weather was the main’ 
one of these factors. It reduced 
yields and interfered with grow­
ing and harvesting the crop. 
When both tonnage and quality 
go down it takes a very strong 
market to save the deal, and 
that strong market wasn’t 
present last year.

*  *  *  *

On carrots, Neill expects 
about the same acreage that 
was produced in 1958: a- 
round 500. Some carrots—a- 
bout 75 acres of them—ha veal- 
ready been planted. Planting 
of the "rabbit food” will con­
tinue. until around mid-June if 
this is a normal year.

Carrots were on the slide in 
the High Plains vegetable pic­
ture last year, also. That wasn’t

any great surprise to most ob­
servers, though, since 1957was 
the "granddaddy of ’em all” 
for carrot growers and two 
exceptional years in a row are 
almost unheard of in the vege­
table business.

Neill says he feels that the 
price of carrots may range from 
$15 to $40 a ton and on this 
basis farmers can expect to 
"make a little money” on the 
top price and "lose a little 
money” on the other end.

"We’re not kidding ourselves 
about expecting a return of the 
$65 to $75 prices which 
prevailed two years ago,’’Neill 
says flatly.

* * * *
Friona area farmers had 

planned to put in about 150 acres 
of early onions this year, but 
their plans have been thwarted. 
They had their own plants in 
Winter Garden area of South 
Central Texas, but heavy rains 
there this spring have resulted 
in the loss of their sets, and 
so this plan fell through.

Some farmers are going ahead 
and planting onions from seed, 
which will mean a late deal— 
probably sometime in Septem­
ber instead of in July which is 
what they originally were shoot­
ing for.

From 50 to 75 acres these 
late onions are expected.

Several other vegetables in 
small acreages make up the 
remainder of the Friona truck 
farming enterprises. Peppers 
and cabbage are the principal 
ones of these.

As the days begin to get 
longer and warmer, most of us 
begin to think of something 
cooler than the usual, meat, 
potatoes and gravy meals that 
we have been serving all win­
ter. There is really nothing 
we can serve that will better 
fill the bill than cool crisp 
salads.

Many salads can be the main­
stay for a meal or a substan­
tial helper for the main dish. 
Since there are so many in­
teresting ways that salads can 
be varied, a salad dish need 
never seem monotonous.

For a hearty meal in a 
bowl, try the following com­
bination of ham, veal, eggs 
and vegetables.

HAM AND VEAL SALAD 
1 1/4 cups cooked ham, cut 
in matchlike strips 
1 1/4 cups cooked veal, cut 
in matchlike strips 
1/4 cup pickles, chopped 
3 tomatoes, cut in eights 
3/4 medium head of lettuce, 
chopped
3 hard cooked eggs 

Combine ham, veal, pickle,

cleaning tools upstairs.
In organizing the closet, 

arrange tools so that you can 
remove one without shifting the 
others around or taking them 
out of the closet. Hooks for 
mops, brooms, and brushes and 
shelves for bottles and jars will 
help keep the closet orderly.

An easy-to-carry basket with 
a handle will provide storage for 
small cleaning supplies and 
can be carried from room to 
to room. Oily dust cloths and 
rags used in waxing should be 
kept in covered metal con­
tainers to eliminate fire 
hazards and odors.

It saves time to clean dust 
cloths, mops, and brushes each 
time they are used. The closet 
is easier to keep clean, too, if 
equipment is in good condition
when it is put away.

Awning paint is recommended 

for summer fiber rugs by exten­
sion home management special­
ists. This water-proof paint 
wears well, sinks into the fibers 
without giving them a "painted 
look” and dries with a dull sur­
face. Housewives also report 
that paint helps fiber rugs wear 
longer.

Some stores stock a special 
paint for fiber rugs.

Applying the paint is easy. 
Place several layers of news­
papers underneath the rug to 
protect the floor. Select a stiff 
brush, fill with paint, then 
wipe off excess on the inside 
lip of the can. Brush the paint 
over the rug — covering about 
a foot at a time. Brush well 
into all the crevices and holes 
of the fiber and allow rug to 
dry thoroughly before using.

Serve garnished with 
hard cooked egg.

Another substantial salad 
dish that, goes well at any noon 
or evening meals is:

CHICKEN SALAD
1 cup almonds, toasted and 
chopped
2 envelopes plain gelatin 
1/4 cup cold water
1 1/2 chicken bouillon cubes 
1 1/2 cups boiling water 
1 cup mayonnaise
1 cup pineapple juice
2 5-ounce cans boned chicken, 
diced
1 1/2 cups diced pineapple 
lettuce
1 can jellied cranberry sauce 
1/2 cup whipping cream

Chop and toast almonds. 
Soften gelatin in cold water for 
5 minutes. Dissolve bouillon 
cubes in boiling water and add 
gelatin. After gelatin has dis­
solved, add seasonings and 
pineapple juice. Chill. When 
slightly thickened, fold in diced 
chicken and pineapple.

Turn into 1 1/2 quart ring 
mold rinsed in cold water and 
sprinkled with almonds. Chill 
until firm . Unmold on large 
p latter. Garnish with lettuce. 
F old diced cranberry into may­
onnaise and whipped cream 
mixture and pour this into 
center of mold. Serves 8 to 10.

Lunell Horton 
suggested that one of the best 
uses she had found for those 
which come around clothes from 
the tailor shop is for children’s 
aprons.

She has two pre-school 
age and both of them enjoy 
painting. When it is time for 
a painting session at the Hor­
ton home, each child is slip­
ped into a plastic bag apron. 
Then whdn the session is over 
the bags are  disposed of .and 
there are  no paint spattered 
play clothes to launder.

The following article appear­
ed in the Hereford Brand last 
week and should be read by 
all mothers of small children. 
The caption "What Not To Do 
With Plastic Bags” might well 
be used.
PLASTIC BAGS DANGEROUS 

(In baby’s crib)
Five Texas babies—all less 

than one year old—smothered in 
their sleep last year in freak­
ish accidents involving dispos­
able sheets of plastic material.

The thin, adhesive plastic 
is in common use today for pur­
poses ranging from packaging 
laundry and cleaning to making 
backyard hothouses.

The deaths grimly accen­
tuate the growing danger of us­
ing the lightweight material to 
protect bedding on a baby’s crib.

An eight month old boy died 
in Irving on June 7 during his

morning nap. He was discov­
ered with his head covered by 
a makeshift plastic crib sheet. 
The immediate cause of death 
was said to be suffocation.

In Victoria on September 
28 a five month old boy smoth­
ered under sim ilar circum­
stances when he pulled a p ia s -  
tic sheet over his face.

A four month old Freeport 
girl suffocated on July 12 when 
she rolled over in her crib 
into a plastic-bag.

On August 15 a seven month 
old Hamlin girl smothered when 
she became entanglee in a plas­
tic sheet thrown over her bed 
to protect the bedding.

A plastic crib cover inad­
vertently pulled over h i^head  
caused the suffocation on Nov­
ember 26 of a four month old 
Tyler boy.

Disposable sheets of plas-„ 
tic have been boons to busy 
mothers of infants because of 
time saved in laundering bed­
ding. But the only safe’ plas­
tic bedding protector is the 
type made specifically for that 
purpose—one which <$h be 
stitched to the m attress or 
tucked under it.

Piecing flimsy laundry or 
cleaning bags together to make 
a sheet can be fatal for a 
baby.

To prove the point, exa­
mine one of the bags the laun­
dry uses to package shirts. 
Although perfect for that use, 
note how it clings to iptaian 
skin.

Saf£lo%er, referred to as “the 

oldest crop known to ro an /’ gets 
its start in Parm er County this 
year. Its s ta rt is being made at 
a time when any new crop would 
be put to the test, and boosters 
a re  both hopeful and fearful of 
the outcome.

Interest in the oilseed crop 
has been greatly stimulated in 
rec - 0  veeks after the an- 

■ nouncement by the Farm ers 
; Union and international Safflow- 
^ e r  Corp. of Colorado that they 
'  will team up to promote the 

production of safflower and have 
plans for a seed crushing mill 
somewhere on the High Plains.
Meets have been held all across 

the irrigated section of the 
Plains, including Lazbuddie, 
Hub, Farwell in this area. 
The Farwell meeting was only 
last week, and brought to a close 
the series of informative-type 
sessions for Parm er County 
area farm ers.

Wilton Botkinj Farm ers Union 
representative from Olton, is 
emphatic in trying to make 
farm ers realize that they, do 
not hold safflower up as a one- 
year (j|fr under”  crop that will 
take the place of, say, grain 
sorghum.

But he does call safflower 
“ the best new crop we know of.” 
Over all, both the farm  organi­
zation and the company are  en­
couraging farm ers to plant saf­
flower only on a trial basis this 
year. They are, in fact, lim it­
ing acreage to 20 per farmer.

It is ipfped that enough farm ers 
will want in on learning about 
safflower to pla nt around 20,000 
acres on the Plains this year. 
Then, if things go well, the 
sponsors will gun for from 50,- 
000 acres on up to 200,000 for 
1960. Farm ers who plant this 
year are  being assured a price 
of $62 a ton for their seed. 
Yields of from 1,000 to 3,000 
poundJPper acre  are  expected.

Charles Corn of International 
Safflower says, “Wehaveevery 
reason to believe that this will 
be the lowest price we’ll ever 
get for our safflower.”

Corn is crops and irrigation 
specialist for die Colorado

company. He is now living in 
Amarillo and is originally from 
Loveland.

In describing safflower, Corn 
says, “The crop itself is not 
on trial. We know what it can 
do in other areas.”

With the great acreage avail­
able to safflower (or any other 
crop that yields well and sells 
well) on the irrigated High 
Plains, Corn believes in his 
commodity well enough to pre­
dict: “This should be and will
be the largest safflower pro­
ducing area in the world.”

Actually, it could be that with­
out much strain. Last year 
there were only 168,000 acres 
of safflower grown in the nation, 
most of it being in California.

Safflower is now essentially 
an oilseed crop and as such 
competes with other oil sourc­
es, although the safflower oil is 
of a high quality and usually 
commands a price premium.

However, the factor that saf­
flower boosters are betting on 
is that safflower will soon break 
into the human diet require­
ments because of its special 
properties. It yields a non- 
saponified oil which is high in 
linoleic acid.

Safflower oil has the unusual 
ability to retard or prevent 
fatty deposits in the circulatory 
system which are regarded as 
an important problem in coron­
ary health cases. It reduces 
cholesterol content of the blood.

Concentrated safflower com­
pounds already are being used 
medicinally, and are prescribed 
for patients with heart diseases.

From that standpoint, it may 
be that safflower could soon 
come into great demand on the 
American dinner table as a 
cooking and dressing oil that 
would remove this serious 
health threat. That’s in the fu­
ture, but that’s what safflower 
boosters are pinning a lot of 
their hopes on.

Meanwhile, they figure they 
can sell a lot of safflower oil 
anyway through normal oil 
channels.

FARM BUREAU

Parm er County Farm Bureau 
has for the past nine years, by 
county resolution, opposed any 
proposals (and there have been 
many) to discontinue allowing a 
refund of the road use tax on 
fuels not used on public roads. 
Saturday, seven farm ers sent 
telegrams to Representative 
Osborn, urging his opposition 
to an effort being made to deny 
you the right to keep all of 
this tax money to spend as you 
see fit, Merchants in every town 
and city should give their 
support to you in this problem. 
About twenty five thousand dol­
lars of this money is spent 
with them, and kept in local 
banks each year. In the state, 
the proposed bill would cost 
farm ers of. Texas $2,000,209,- 
000 per year.

Farm  Bureau has always 
urged adoption of natural r e ­
sources tax increases when the 
need for more public money 
arises. The bill Farm Bureau 
is supporting would raise  an 
additional 41 million dollars, 
principally on natural gas leav­
ing the state.

*  *  *  *

* Your County Farm  Bureau 
delegates went to the state con­
vention last November with the 
following resolution regarding 
farm  labor: PCFB opposes any 
efforts to extend minimum wage 
requirements to agriculture.; 
also, “ opposes any increase in 
the minimum wage require­

ments now existing.”  Theyalso 
took this one: PCFB urges pas­
sage of legislation to eliminate 
exemption of labor or any other 
organization from provisions 
of the Sherman A nti-Trust Law. 
All of these resolutions are, in 
essence, included in the Amer­
ican Farm Bureau Policies, too.

Seven Parm er County men 
were in San Angelo last F r i­
day attending a Farm  Bureau 
sponsored meeting in the in­
te rest of farm ers. M oseGlass­
cock, Gilbert Kaltwasser, H. P. 
Hamilton, Herman Geries and 
Les Bruns represented Farm  
Bureau, Dave McReynolds and 
E ric  Rushing represented 
Friona Chamber of Commerce.

There’s so much hoopla each 
year about this or that new crop 
that it’s no wonder that farmers 
don’t get too excited about such 
reports any more.

We have been watching the re­
ports on safflower for about 
three months now, and notice 
that enthusiasm for that as a 
new crop seems to be more 
widespread than for any new 
crop within recent years.

Farmers generally are cau­
tious, if not openly skeptical, 
about new crops, and so we have 
noted with interest that the saf­
flower meetings have been pret­
ty consistent in drawing good 
crowds.

Those who occasionally try to 
introduce new crops to the High 
Plains have learned a few 
things, too. They have found 
out that farmers just don't pay 
any attention anymore to "get 
rich quick” schemes and it isn't 
nearly so easy to get them to 
go off on the deep as It used to 
be.

Crop promotion methods seem  
to be growing up, and the judge­
ment of farmers seems to be 
maturing. We think sesame is 
the best example we know of 
successful crop promotion.

Sesame was first introduced 
to the High Plains when grain 
sorghum prices made the oil­
seed crop seem like a poor 
deal in comparison. Sesame 
backers had a selling job to do, 
but they set about it the right 
way. They told of the advan­
tages of their crop, but they 
didn’t overdo things.

As a result, sesame has be­
come established as one of the 
most promising "new” High 
Plains crops with what has been,

up until now at least, a very 
Stable marketing situation. 
Farmers have confidence in Se­
same Seed Growers, the parent 
organization, for the slow but 
steady way they have brought 
the crop along.

Now for the first time the 
sesame people are finding it 
necessary to discourage over­
production. And they’re talk­
ing sense and we bet that they’ll 
be able to keep sesame on an 
even keel because people be 
lieve in them.

Safflower may be getting start­
ed the same way. Wilton Bot­
kins, the Farmers Union rep 
who’s been making most of the 
meetings talking the crop up, 
says "I'll be satisfied if you 
break even, ** in the first year 
of production. Charlie Com of 
International Safflower doesn't 
go that far—he thinks farmers 
will make some money, but he 
doesn't paint an easy street 
picture either.

The main thing is that the 
safflower pushers are encour­
aging farmers to grow the crop 
this year on a limited basis and 
for “look-sea" purposes. No­
body should count on making a 
lot of money from 20 acres

of safflower, they say, and 
they’ll probably turn out to be 
right.

Then there’s this talk of a 
mill to crush the safflower. 
Rumors have been rife on where 
it’s to be located, when it’s to 
be built, and so forth, but so 
far as we can tell this isn’t 
the fault of either the Farm ers 
Union or the company. F a r­
m ers have done a little too much 
speculating on their own accord.

The earliest the mill could be 
built under present plans is two 
years away, and it may be longer 
if the acreage doesn’t take hold 
like it’s expected to. 4

This particular part of the 
safflower deal has gotten a lit-

tie ahead of itself, but in other 
respects the plan seems plausy# 
ible. ^

The irrigated High Plains 
badly needs new cash crops, 
and we are certainly in favor o£ 
their promotion, so long as it 
is on a reasonable, educational^4 
type plane.

Is conservation being left 
out of your farm plans because* 
of the cost involved?
