Legislature Faces

Special Session

AUSTIN, TEX.--With just
about three weeks left in the
regular session, legislators
will be under much pressure--
to do many things and do them
fast.

Each day that passes without
agreement on financial matters
heightens the possibility of a
special session as soon as this

one ends.
Many measures will be

trampled under or pushedaside
until '6l1, But as Speaker
Waggoner Carr told the House,
the problem of raising some new
money ‘‘won’t go away. It has
to be faced.”’
: NO EASY OUT
Like every other tax pro-
posal made this session, the
»huge *‘something for everybody’
omnibus tax bill recommended
by the House Tax Committee
brought howls of protest,

» It would raise an estimated
$151,000,000 a year by raising
some old taxes and placing new
taxes on hundreds of items.
Tabbed for increases are
natural gas, motor vehicles,
cigarettes, liquor, wine, beer
licenses.

New targets include hotel
rooms, = restaurant meals,

Officially, the bill is known
as the Tax Committee substitute
for H. B. 727. Unofficially, it’s
called a lot of other things.

House members showed no
more eagerness to rally behind
this broad-based approach than
they had for Gov. PriceDaniel’s
less ‘‘spread out’’ plan.

GIVE LITTLE, TAKE LITTLE

Two appropriations- bills of
varying sizes have been passed
by the House and Senate. Dif-
ferences will be adjusted by a
conference committee of mem-
bers from the two houses.

Both bills call for spending
nearly $2,500,000,000 during
the next two years. House bill
is slightly larger. It calls for
approximately $833,000,000
from general revenue. Senate
would spend only $307,000,000

- in general revenue.

To satisfy both houses, the
conference committee will try
to reach a compromise between
these two figures. However, it’s
worked out, it’s already clear
that spending will considerably
exceed the $281,000,000 spent

from general fund for 1958-59.
ROUGH SLEDDING
Governor Daniel’s ‘‘aban-

doned property act’ barely

squeaked by its first test on
the House floor by a 71-69 vote.

Measure wouldallow the state
to take over moneyand property
unclaimed for seven years or
more. Estimates of howmuch it
would - bring in immediately
range from $20,000,000
to $50,000,000.

Many bankers fear such a
law would cause people to be
afraid to put their money in
banks and decide to stick it in
a sock instead.

Backers of the measure say
the banks and other businesses
are holding and getting the ben-
efit of property that does not
belong to them, should be used
to benefit all the people. |

CO-OP BILL SHUNTED ASIDE
A bill to allow rural electric

coops more ‘‘elbow room®’ has
been sent to the Attorney Gen-
eral for an opinion. i
» « Rep.” Alonzo Jamison “of
Denton, sponsor, protested to
the House State Affairs Com-
cittee that this would kill the
bill. This late in the session,
delay is usually fatal.

Highly  controversial, the
bill would allow coops to add
new customers after the area
of their lines is annexed to a
city,

ADVERTISING BILL
ADVANCES
A state-financed advertising
program for Texas moved close
to final enactment despite-
heated opposition from an ad-
vertising man in the Senate.
.Proposed bill would create
the Texas Development Board

to supervise tourist advertis- -

ing by the Highway Department
and industry advertising by the
Texas Industrial Commission,,

Sen, George Parkhouse, an
advertising man from Dallas,
objected, not to the idea of state
advertising, but ‘to the way it
would be handled. He declared
the suggested $100,000 appro-
priation would be wasted.

But the bill gained final
approval in the Senateand next-
to-final passage in the House.

FIRE-POLICE BILL GAINS
A shorter work week for many
city firemen and policemen is
near to legislative approval.

Senate has passed the bill
finally, and a House committee
has recommended passage.

Bill limits firemen’s work-
ing hours to 72 in cities of
10,000 to 60,000 population, 63
hours in cities of 60,000 to
125,000 and 60 hours for all
larger than 125,000. Policemen
would work the same hours as
other city employes.

City officials have protested
the measure would raise local
expenses and aggravate an al-
ready ‘acute revenue=raising
problém. A
TEXAS DERBY?

Not given much chance fof
passing, but exciting some
interest is a proposal to leg-
alize horse racing and betting
in Texas.

Rep. Homer Koliba - of
Columbus: introduced the mea-
sure which was_sent to a House
subcommittee. Thoroughbred
horse breeders pointed out that

legalized pari-mutual betting
could bring ina lot of tax money.

Opponents, including Dr. W.R,
White, president of Baylor Un-
iversity, charged it would bring
on crime, poverty and im-
morality,

Pari-mutual betting was out-
lawed in Texas in the thirties,
but proposals to return it come
up frequently, always giving
rise to lively legislative debate.

SHORT SNORTS

A youth vs, age battle was
abandoned whenthe Housefailed
to give enough votes to a pro-
posed constitutional amendment
to raise minimum age for Sen-
ators from 26 to 30, House
members from 21 to 25, Oppon-
ents countered with a measure
to set maximum age for leg-
islators at 60.......Guards are
needed by the Texas Department
of Corrections, according to
Director O. B. Ellis.

At Labor Meet

Enthusiasm of those in
attendance made up for lack
of numbers at a special meet-
ing in Friona High School Aud-
itorium Saturday night to dis-
cuss the question of proposed
Federal regulations concerning
farm labor.

Al Muldrow, former sec-
retary of state for Texas and
member of the 48-Man Com-
mittee on Labor for the United
States, and John Kendricks, ex-
ecutive vice-president of First
National Bank, Brownfield,
were principal speakers.

Muldrow described events
which have led up to the Sec-
retary of Labor’s making his
latest move to raise farmlabor
wages to $1.25 per hour, cur-
tailment of the bracero labor,
unionizing farm hands, and put-
ting farm labor under the Fed-
eral Wage and Hour laws.

Muldrow told how for the
last seven years he and his
colleagues from all over the
United States have met each
winter in Washington to hear
proposals of the department of
labor.

‘At first Mitchell would
meet with us; we would all
discuss the labor problem and
I held the highest regard for
the secretary.

‘‘Later we (the members

-of the special committee) no-

ticed that more and more
Mitchell was absent from our
meetings, and last year when
we were finally informed of
the department’s plans, we were
refused the right to even an
appointment with the sec-
retary.”’

Muldrow’s committee was
made up of a farmer (or a
stockman) from each of the
48 states which was supposed
to meet with the labor depart-
ment and discussed proposed
labor laws. Muldrow told how
instead of counseling with the
committee to See what they
thought of the laws in their

proposed form, the labor de-
partment has through the years
finally worked the committee
around until they can’tevenhave
a voice in the problems at all.
‘Since we can’t function as
a committee anymore, we(com-
mittee members) have been
working as individuals in order
that farmers and stockmen of
our nation can be informed of the
plans of the labor department,*’
says Muldrow,

Describing the latest actions
of the two U, S, Senators from
Texas, Muldrow read an ar-
ticle on the close battle for the
amendments to the Kennedy La-
bor bill which passed in the
Senate by only a one-vote
margin,

“I got a letter from Sen.
Johnson only recently and he
told me he would take care of
us down here and keep our
problems in mind,” Muldrow
told the group, and read John-
son’s letter concerning the
labor problem.

‘‘But then Johnson turned
right around and he and Ralph
Yarborough both voted against
the Labor Bill of Rights,"’

(This labor reform bill was
opposed by members and sup-
porters of organized labor.)

‘‘We can only judge our
representatives by what they
do, not by what they say their
actions will be,” Muldrow
warned.

“Organized labor is not
writing the laws of our land,”
Muldrow warned, pointing oul
that “it is up to you and me to
voice our opinions and keep in
touch with our representatives
and make our points heard.”

Kendricks, following Mul-
drow on the program, warned
that despite the way the ballots
are labelled the U.S, now has
a ‘‘three party system.”

‘““We must not forget the
Labor Party,” warned Ken~
dricks.

‘“If we are to survive we

must fight labor with our vote
and our influence.
“They are already working

* on their Black Lists for the

1959 and 1960 elections,’’ Ken-
drick told the group, reading a
list of senior statesmen whom

labor has named to go(the
list included many anti-labor
names, including Sen. Mc-
Clellan of 'Arkansas, chairman
of the congressional committee
which has had so many of the
Fifth Amendment union bosses

‘We are selling out our
birthrights by neglecting to do
our duties- as citizens,” Ken-
dricks says,

Better Corn Production
Shown “In a Nutshell”

“Increased interest in corn
production for the 1959 grow-
ing season has recently
developed in this area. The
available information on corn
production can be summarized
as follows:

1. Land: Should be of medium
to high fertility and fairly level
to insure good water pene-
1.ra"€n.

. Fertilizer: 100 to 150
pounds of nitrogen either pre-
plant or sidedressed early, and
on sandy lands or land that has
previously given response to
phosphate: 60 to 80 pounds of
P205.

3. Planting: Plant as early
as practical, usually from April
10th to May lst. Earlier plant-
inggarives more opportunity to
harvest before corn falls down.

Plant at a rate to get 16,000
to 18,000 plants per acre or
one plant every 8 or 9 inches
in 40 inch rows (usually 10
to 12 pounds per acre).

4. Irrigation: Moisture re-
quirements are critical atsilk-
ing and tasselling and the corn
will probably need one irri-
gation after silking to develop

ears, Corn will require three’

to five irrigations depending
upon maturity type of hybrid,
rainfall, type and contour of
land,

5. Cultural Practice: About
same as for grain sorghum.

6. Harvesting: Corn should
be harvested when moisture
gets from 15% to 20%. Some
reports indicate that corn can
be combined with moisture
ranging from 20% to 25%. This
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practice reduces harvesting
losses and permits earlierhar-
vesting, but requires drying
the grain.

7. Varieties: There aremany
good commercial white and
yellow hybrids of early, me-
dium and late maturity. Some
of these are: Texas 17W, 26,
28 & 30; Asgrow 104; Con-
rads 3; Watsons 111; Funks
G779W & 740; TRF 9 & 10;
PAG 485; Dekalb 1002 & 1023;
Northrup King KWS5.

8. Expected Yield: 90 to 150
bushels per acre.

Cotton is a commodity which
creates a good ‘‘multiplier®’
effect in the economy, says
Bob Cherry, economist for the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service, because most of the
cotton farmer’s dollar is us-
ually dropped into the money
stream of the community,
Though thedollar’s identity may
be quickly lost, it tends to cir-
culate through all the avenues
of trade and commerce,

The loss of cotton income,
on the otherhand, canadversely
effect a commodity’s whole
economy, poiats out Cherry.
For thatreason, adds the econo-
mist, communities can look
upon unused cotton allotments
as a matter of community con-
cern. Last year, for example,
about one out of each 20 alloted
acres was neither planted nor
put in the soil bank.,

The law under which cotton
farmers atre now operating con-
tains provisions for the vol-
untary release and reallotment
of 1959 cotton allotments.

Where the release is made, the.

released acreage is retained
on the releasing farm as his-

‘tory and is used in figuring

future allotments as though it
were planted. But, Cherry
points out, it will not qualify
a farm for an old farm allot-
ment as having planted cotton

in one of the three previous |

years.
It' is very important that
released allotments be reap-

portioned and planted on other |

farms in order to hold county
and state planting history, The
released and reapportioned al-
lotments must be planted if they
are to remain a part of the
| acreage history for the county
and state, emphasized Cherry.
