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Gee Resigns
As Ag

J .  T. Gee, vocational ag­
ricultural instructor since 
1935, has resigned from that 
position effective August 31, to 
accept the position as princi­
pal of the Friona Elementary 
School.

Gee first began his teaching 
career in Sudan in 1929. He 
was elementary principal and 
teacher in that system for two 
years.

After leaving Sudan, he moved 
to Bovina where he was high 
school principal for four years. 
He was also the agricultural 
teacher in Bovina his last year 
there and was the basketball 
coach during his stay in Bo­
vina.

In 1935, Gee came to Friona 
as the agricultural instructor 
and has remained with the 
system in that position ever 
since.

Gee holds a BS and Master’s 
degree from Texas Tech Col­
lege in Lubbock. He received 
his MS in 1950 and at the 
same time was awardedhis Vo­
cational Administrator’s Cer­
tificate. This is the highest 
certificate awarded by the Tex­
as Education Agency.

When he first came to Friona 
there were two classes of ag­
ricultural students with a total 
of 24 enrolled. Last year Gee 
taught five classes of agricul­
tural students and there are

Prof
79 pre-enrolled for the coming 
year.

He has taught several fathers 
and their sons since coming 
to Friona. Some of them are 
Gary Sherrieb and his father; 
Ira Bruce Parr and his father 
and David Childs and his dad.

Throughout the years, the 
agricultural department in F r i­
ona has grown. The physical 
plant is now one of the best 
in the state. It consists of a 
lab room, library, class room, 
shop room and office, making 
it a five-room department.

Many first place awards have 
been won by the department. 
Included in the awards is first 
place in meats contest at Tex­
as Tech, first place in crops 
contest at Texas Tech, first 
place in farm shop contest at 
Texas Tech and the department 
won the Sweepstakes Banner 
at the Texas Tech contest with 
the ag students making a per­
fect score.

In 1950 and 1951 the agri­
cultural department won state 
honors in senior farm skills 
and in 1953 they won third and 
in 1954 they took second.

In 1957, the department won 
first in state in the junior 
farm skills,

take the cemetery away from 
city control.

Mayor Raymond Fleming told 
the association that the city 
would be willing to work in 
any way possible with the a s­
sociation in keeping the ceme­
tery in a nice condition.

Car Thefts A’ Plenty
Lawmen BusyKeeps

Cars and pickups disappear­
ed, then re-appeared in rapid 
fashion during the past week to 
highlight law enforcement ac­
tivities in the Parmer County 
area.

The rash broke out Thurs­
day night when a 1957 Ford 
two-door sedan from Walter 
Hardage’s used car lot in Far- 
well vanished. The car ap­
parently was taken well after 
closing hours and wasn’t m iss­
ed until it was spotted by M. 
H. Askew, farm hand of A. 
F. “ Bunk” Phillips.

Askew saw the car parked 
in a maize field on the Phil­
lips farm, which is about two 
miles southeast of Farwell, 
early Friday morning. Hardage 
was notified and he and Sheriff 
Chas. Lovelace picked up the 
car, which was undamaged.

Tracks near the abandoned 
auto indicated that someone else 
had picked up the car thieves, 
but nothing concrete has 
developed.

Friday night a pickup was 
stolen from in front of the 
farm home of J .  B. Wright in 
the Lazbuddie community, nine 
miles north of Muleshoc. Keys 
had been left in the pickup.

The sheriff’s department sus­
pects a hitch hiker who was 
seen in the vicinity late that 
night, but nothing definite has 
been pinned down. The pickup 
turned up about a mile and 
a half northeast of Friona on a 
sideroad the next afternoon, 
where it had been abandoned. 
It was a 1956 Chevrolet.

Apparently, whoever took the 
vehicle left it after killing the 
engine and finding it impos­
sible to restart it, as the bat-

tery was run down when of­
ficers investigated.

From the developments, of­
ficials surmise that the cul­
prits quit the stalled pickup 
late Friday ni£ht or early Satur­
day morning, and walked back 
into Friona, where they helped 
themselves to some more 
transportation.

A car was moved from near 
Friona Battery and Electric and 
abandoned in the west part of 
town. Apparently, it didn’t suit 
the party or parties involved, 
as they quit it after what is 
surmised to have been only a 
short ride.

The next car to disappear 
was from the used car lot at 
Friona Motors. It was stolen 
p r o b a b l y  early Saturday 
morning. Taken was a 1954 
Chevrolet sedan which had a 
special lock-switch not requ.r- 
ing use of a key if left in a 
certain position. The position 
proved handy to the persons 
taking the car.

The Friona Motors car is 
the only one that hasn’t turn­
ed up.

Sunday night the siege con­
tinued as Charley Short’s car, 
also of 1-riona, was stolen from 
in front of his house. This 
story had a happy ending for 
officers, however, as the sus­
pected thief was picked up early 
Monday morning in Hereford.

Found in Short’s car and 
arrested was Thomas Lee 
Fairchild, airman from Can­
non Air Force Base, Clovis. 
Sheriff Lovelace indicated the 
first of this week that county 
officers will pick him up from

If every person who sees 
this calendar can stop long 
enough to picture his own name 
on one of the tombstones this 
may prove very effective.

New Smoke Rises 
• (}Ver Tax Program

AUSTIN, TEX.—Whatever the 
outcome of the summer tax 
battle, when the smoke has all 
cleared, the fire won't be out.

Like live coals banked in 
ashes, the tax issue will be 
readj^Tto flame up again when 
new fuel is added.

Sources of new fuel are 
easily foreseeable.

E very member of this Legis­
lature, by his voting record, 
expressed a tax viewpoint. Many 
of them will have to face op­
ponents attacking this viewpoint 
in the 1960 elections. Since a 
new law moves primaries up 
by twjfmonths, campaigning will 
begin long before the dogwood 
is out , , . maybe while the 
Christmas lights are up.

Many candidates may be 
wary of lighting into an issue 
on which it’s almost impos­
sible to take an all-around popu­
lar stand. But whoever gets 
elected and comes to Austin 
in 1961 will find the old tax 
monffiir waiting, bigger and 
fiercer than ever.

This Legislature will likely
enact just barely enough new 
taxes, mostly on "old favorite” 
sources, to cover the budget.
But the 1961 budget will have 
to be bigger. For some time 
population growth and other 
factors have kept budgets going 
up by about 10 per cent every 
two rs,

Additionally, there will be, 
as always, demand for new 
programs, new buildings, new 
spending. Hale - Aikin school 
improvement program alone 
would call for at least a $100,-

000,000 tax biU.
Only hope for avoiding an 

even hotter tax battle in 961 
is for 1960 voters to give their 
elected officials clear instruc­
tions on what they want and 
how they’re willing to pray for 
it.

BATTLE LINES—Show-down 
fight of the second called ses­
sion came on a $9Q,000,000-a- 
year tax bill based on about 
three-fourths selective sales 
taxes, one -  fourth business 
taxes.

It was in line with express­
ed sentiments of the Senate, 
but many House members re ­
garded it as "another insult” . 
All the five Senators and five 
House members on the con­
ference committee that worked 
out the bill signed the report 
and recommended adoption.

It was designed-to get revenue 
from these sources over a 2- 
year period:

TOBACCO—Cigarettes up 3 
cents a pack (for two years -  
then back to one cent) to raise 
$60,000,000. Other tobacco pro­
ducts, except snuff, a 25 per 
cent tax to raise $13,500,000.

NATURAL Ga s—raise in the 
production tax from 7 to 8 
per cent to bring in $12,000,- 
000.

CORPORATION FRANCHISES 
— increase of 75 cents per 
$1,000 capital to May, 1960, 
50 cent increase thereafter, to 
raise $32,000,000.

UTILITIES—a 20 per cent 
increase in gross receipts tax 
except for telephone and tele­
graph, for $3,000,000.

MOTOR VEHICLES—increase 
in sales tax from 1.1 to 1.6 
per cent, for $20,400,000.

BEVERAGES—Liquor up from 
$1,408 to $1.68 a gallon, wine 
up 20 per cent, for $6,000,- 
000.

BOATS, MOTORS, AIR­
PLANES—a new 1.6 per cent 
sales tax, for $3,250,000.

R ADI OS .  TELEVISIONS, 
PHONOGRAPHS—a 2.2 per cent 
sales tax, for $6,000,000.

CAMERAS—temporary 10 per 
cent sales tax for $6,000,000.

Provisions for more vigorous 
tax collecting would bring an 
estimated $4,000,000 more.

NEW INSURANCE BILL— 
Out of the House-Senate con­
flict over the State Board of 
Insurance came a reorganiza­
tion bill aimed at Setting rid 
of at least some present of­
ficials.

Sen. Floyd Bradshaw of 
Weatherford introduced the bill 
calling for organization of a 
new three-member, full-tim^, 
Board of Insurance.

One member would be desig­
nated Commissioner at a $20,- 
000 salary. One would be the 
chairman at $15,000; another, 
a member at $15,000. Nothing 
in the bill says present mem­
bers could not be appointed, 
but all appointments would be  
subject to Senate confirmation.

Senators tried to oust present 
Commissioner William A. Har­
rison two years ago, were balk­
ed by Board Chairman Penn 
Jackson and an Attorney 
General’s ruling that they lack - 
ed this authority.______________ _

Since then Senate hostility 
toward Jackson and Harrison 
has been open and frank. Senate 
appropriation bill slashed 
salaries to one-third time for 
Board members. House held 
out for full-time Board.

Senate’s counter-offer was 
the reorganization bill . . . 
with a full -  time Board to 
please the House and a chance 
to name new members to please 
the Senate.

LET NATURE BE—A group 
of West Texas ranchers won 
another round in their court 
fight to force a cloud-seeding 
firm to leave the weather alone.

Texas Supreme Court upheld 
an injunction to stop a "weather 
modifying”  program by South­
west Weather Research, Inc.

Weather Research had been 
hired by a group of Fort Stock- 
ton cotton farmers to drop s il­
ver iodide pellets into clouds 
that threatened to bring crop- 
destroying hail storms.

Water-loving ranchers brought 
suit. They contended the cloud 
seeding not only chased off the 
hail but moisture of all kinds.

INSURANCE CUT DUE—State 
Board of Insurance has ordered 
reductions in auto insurance 
rates ranging from 10 to 15 
per cent in some parts of the 
state.

Effective date is Aug. 1.
Most of the cuts will stem 

from a reduction in expenses, 
such a* agent commissions, 
rather than low accident rates. 
State-wide the cuts will amount 
to about $226,000,000, saving 
some drivers as much as $20 
a year.

In some areas, mostly larger 
cities, the drop will be smaller, 
and in a few counties the rate 
will rise .

Board Chairman Penn Jackson 
said that a merit rating plan, 
setting lower rates for acci­
dent-free drivers, will be made 
later.

been added. Add about 3 cups 
sifted flour and sifted powdered 
milk. Beat well and add shorten­
ing then beat again with mixer.

Turn out on floured board and 
knead for five minutes. Place in 
a greased bowl and let rise un­
til double in bulk, about 1 1/2 
hours usually.

Not All Teenagers 
Are Delinquent

BY DON WATKINS
(Ed. Note:— This is the 

fifth in a series of articles 
designed to promote the good 
qualities of our local youth. 
It is an answer to all the 
reports, past and present, say­
ing that juvenile delinquency is 
rampant and prevalent among 
the majority of our young 
people.)

Modem day youth I Gads, 
where are they going? What 
has happened to them? I know 
we didn’t use to be that way 
in the old days. Why, if we 
had gotten in trouble we would 
have been tarred and feathered 
and run out of town on a rail. 
We just didn’t act that way 
when we were growing up.

How many times have those 
statements or some sim ilar 
ones been uttered in regards 
to the young people today? 
Countless of times and need­
less to say, the people who

make them sure do have a 
short memory.

This is easily proven by 
merely reading books about the 
so-called "olden days” or look­
ing up events and people in 
reference works!

Take for instance pne Wil­
liam Bonney alias Billy The 
Kid. He was bom in 1859 and 
reportedly killed a man when 
he was 13 years old and if 
legend and history can be ac­
cepted, he killed a man for 
each of his 21 years of life. 
He was shot, you see, by a 
sheriff when his 21st birthday 
had arrived. He was killed in 
1881.

Now then, the ripe old age 
of 13 in this day and time is 
considered juvenile. A person 
of this age that runs afoul 
of the law is a delinquent, 
whereas Billy The Kid was 
nothing but an old outlaw. And 
today, 78 years later, he is a

hero to a lot of folks. And this, 
mind you, was one example of 
the “ olden days” ofwhichsome 
of the old timers speak.

But this is not all. We can 
move forward a few years to 
1890. We are getting closer to 
the years when some adults say 
the teenagers were all angels 
and the law had no conflicts 
with the youth of that day.

Maybe the law had no trouble 
with the youth, but for some 
reason or other, an institution 
known as the George Junior 
Republic was founded in that 
year in Freeville, New York. 
The purpose of the organization 
was to work with young people 
who had become involved with 
the courts of that day.

And still another George 
Junior Republic was established 
in 1909, which was 19 years 
later. This time in Grove City, 
Pennsylvania. We are getting 
even closer to the years when 
the law had no trouble with 
teenagers, but what I can’t un­
derstand is, if they were having 
no trouble, why all these clubs 
for boys and girls?

In 1909 and 1915 two more 
organizations were created to 
guide teenagers on the right 
paths. The former was estab­
lished in Chicago and the lat­
ter in Baltimore.

And we could go on and on. 
We could take the years from 
the time America became a 
great industrial nation to the 
present date and cite actual 
instances and events where a 
certain percentage of young 
people have been in trouble 
with the law. And we could 
even go back to the Old Testa­
ment Days, but we believe we 
have made a point. At least, 
we hope so.

We have written examples of 
the often talked about “ olden 
days.”  Now, let us write, an 
example of modem day teen­
agers.

Bob Sanders, 16-year old

son of Mr. and Mrs. B. E. 
Sanders of Friona is a fine 
example of what we believe to 
be the criteria of modem day 
youth.

Bob will be a junior this 
fall in Friona High School. For 
the past two years, as a fresh­
man and a sophomore, he has 
had the highest scholastic aver­
age in high school among the 
male students.

He was valedictorian of the 
eighth grade in Friona. This, 
coupled with the two years men­
tioned above, makes it three 
years that he has achieved the 
honor.

During his years in the 
grades, Bob participated in dec­
lamation, winning two first 
place ribbons and one second 
place. He also took part in the 
grade school track program, 
winning ribbons in this cate­
gory.

As a freshman. Bob won 
more ribbons in track and par­
ticipated in the basketball pro­
gram.

While a sophomore, he was 
elected class president, was 
treasurer of the thespian club, 
a member of the science club, 
was elected to the all star 
cast of one act plays and again 
participated in basketball.

He is vice-president of the 
Explorer’s Post in Friona which 
is advanced scouting and is the 
statistician and usher at the 
Friona Congregational Church.

Bob is presently employed 
at the Elk Drive-In theater in 
Friona. He has been working 
for this concern since he was 
in the seventh grade. Bob was 
12 years old when he took this 
employment and has continued 
uninterrupted since that time.

He works three nights a week 
in the projection booth and three 
nights *  week in the concession 
stand. During the day he is 
general maintenance man keep­
ing the speakers and other 
equipment in order.

POTATOES
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FARM AND HOME
Hail, High Winds Rip 
Area Near Lazbuddie

A strip about tour, miles 
wide and 12 miles long east 
of Lazbuddie was battered by 
high winds and hail that came 
barreling out of a small thun­
derstorm about 4:30 Wednesday 
afternoon.

Cotton in the storm 's path 
was destroyed and feed was 
badly damaged by the hail. Cot­
ton was stripped of all leaves 
and only broken stems remain. 
Feed isn't destroyed but cer­
tainly the damage will be regis­
tered in smaller yields.

The storm, which some wit­
nesses said contained a twister, 
apparently was most severe as 
it passed the John McGehee 
farm about two miles east of 
Lazbuddie. Seven utility poles 
near McGehee’s home were 
broken. Eight of McGehee’s cot­
ton trailers were tossed about 
by the high wind.

Repairmen who replaced the 
broken power poles said the 
poles were twisted off, in­
dicating that the wind was from 
a tornado.

The McGehee family was at 
home when the storm hit. “If 
we’d have known the cloud was 
that bad, we would have been 
in the cellar when it got h ere," 
McGehee said. “ But it was 
such a small cloud and didn't 
look bad until it was on top 
of us. I think it started build­
ing up just before it hit here.”

Apparently this assumption is 
correct since thearea just north 
of McGehee’s farm escaped the 
storm.

McGehee said the cloud the 
storm came out of wasn’t even 
the biggest or blackest looking 
one at the time.

The eight cotton trailers were 
picked up and scattered around 
a field. Some of them Were 
moved about 100 yards. A larger 
combine was turned around by 
the storm.

The power poles that were 
broken were on the east side 
of the McGehee home, the cot­
ton trailers on the west and the 
combine on the north but the 
house was not damaged. Even 
the television antenna was left 
intact.

Wheat is on the rebound in 

Parmer, County. Its economic 
influence is being felt increas­
ingly with each passing year, 
as prices for grain sorghum de­
cline, cotton acreage is re s­
tricted, and irrigation in­
creases the yield of wheat and 
enhances its earning power. 

This year’s allotment was

105,322 acres, of which approx­
imately 90,000 acres were 
seeded. Next year’s allotment 
will be 106,358 acres, and, to 
judge from the trend, the seeded 
acreage will probably jump to 
around 100,000.

As recently as four years ago, 
only about two-thirds of the al­
lotment had been planted. The 
renewal of interest in wheat is 
easy to see. Agricultural of­
ficials set the irrigated portion 
of this year’s seeded acreage at 
about 85,000.

Parm er County’s allotment 
has increased over 1000 acres 
principally because the trend 
away from wheat has been 
greatly accelerated in other 
Texas counties, and the factor 
a veraging the state’s share per­
mits the increase to be made 
locally.

If marketing quotas are ap­
proved, support rates (national 
average) will be near $1.78 
per bushel, which is 75 percent 
of parity.

July 19 - 25 National 
Farm Safety Week

National Farm Safety Week 
has been designated for July 
19-25, says the Texas Farm and 
Ranch Safety Council, with the 
emphasis this year on “Safety 
Makes Sense.” Farm families 
who continually include safety 
in their plans and work are 
aware that “safety that saves 
makes sense.” Safe farming 
and living saves time, money, 
sound bodies, carefree hours 
and even lives, the Council 
says.

Farm work accidents claim 
about 3,500 lives each year, 
more than any other major 
industry. About 12,000 farm 
residents lose their lives each 
year in all types of accidents, 
and another million or more 
suffer accidental injuries. The 
accompanying disabilities, 
m iseries and financial troubles 
emphasize that “Safety Makes 
Sense,” says the council.

Human failure, not motor 
vehicles, farm implements and 
animals, is the basic cause of 
accidents. In nearly every case, 
human failure to recognize and 
correct a hazard is the real 
cause of accidental death and 
injury. Human failures include: 
hurry, lack of common sense, 
improper equipment, improper 
care and use of equipment, 
procrastination, flase confi­
dence, and lack of knowledge, 
states the Council.

The objective of National 
Farm  Safety Week is to es­
tablish safety in farm living. 
Farm safety activities aim at 
developing the attitudes, cus­
toms and environment for safe 
living for every member of the 
family every day in the year. 
In the vital contest of educa­
tion vs. accidents, the score 
should be safety education 100 
percent, accidents zero, the 
council states.

Obviously most, if not all, 
farm accidents can be prevent­
ed. It is a fact that in states 
where good safety committees

with well planned, active pro­
grams are in existence, acci- 

>dent rates have been reduced. 
National Farm Safety Week has 
been an important factor in 
bringing about this reduction, 
and each year the effectiveness 
of this week-long campaign be­
comes more and more ap­
parent, the council adds.

than one-third turn them down, 
the referendum fails. Quotas 
carried 84.1% last year.

In that event, quotas are 
dropped and there is no penalty 
for overplanting an allotment— 
although allotments will still be 
set. Wheat planted inside this 
allotment would be supported 
at 50 percent of parity.

Marketing quotas for the 
1960 crop were proclaimed June 
1 by Secretary of Agriculture 
Benson. This seventh succes­
sive proclamation of wheat 
marketing quotas is required 
by a wheat supply that is 99.6 
percent above the normal sup­
ply level.

The Texas share of the 1960 
allotment will be 4,092,251 
acres, which is nearly 7,000 
acres less than the 1959 allot­
ment of 4,099,094 acres.

Benson proclaimed a national 
wheat acreage allotment of 55

million acres, the minimum 
permitted by law, and announced 
state shares of the national a l­
lotment.

The 1960 national wheat 
acreage allotment of 55 million 
acres is the minimum fixed by 
law and is the same as for the 
1958 crop. If the allotments had 
been determined solely on the 
basis of the law’s supply for­
mula, the 1960 allotment would 
have been zero acres.

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Farm Feeding Opens 
New Income Source

Feedinf cattle on farms where
L iin Is raised is becoming 
ore and more prominent as 

farmers accept the idea that 
putting their grain in cattle is 
the best „ way to market it.

" I  decided about three years 
ago when the price of grain 
dropped that if I couldn't make 
money by feeding grain, I should 
quit raising it ,"  says Leon 
Grissom, who farms 1100 acres 

J n  the Oklahoma Lane commun­
i t y  and has facilities for feed­

ing about 600 cattle.
Grissom now has 100 head 

of cattle ready for market. They 
will be sold sometime this week.

"My operation isn’t big enough 
to provide me with an outlet

for all the grain I can raise. 
I wish it w ere," he says.

Grissom has been feeding 
for three years. He gets his 
grain steam rolled at Worley's 
Feed Mill in Farwell. Worley's 
stores his grain in addition to 
processing it. Grissom says 
hiring his grain processed is 
much cheaper for a program 
such as his, than buying equip­
ment and doing it at the lots. 
The processing now costs 25 
cents per hundred.

He says the processing equip­
ment would cost 40 to 50 thou­
sand dollars plus several thou­
sand for building a barn for 
storage.

that he pulls behind a tractor. 
The mixer is powered by the 
tractor.

Grissom says there is a 
possibility that he may enlarge 
his program enough to justify 
buying grinding equipment.

"Of the three years I ’ve 
been feeding, this is the w orst," 
he says. "This year the price 
hasn’t gone up any over what 
I paid for my cattle."

Grissom feeds a supplement 
mixture that he gets from Wor­
ley’s. He plans to implant stil- 
bestrol, a growth increasing 
hormone, in the next bunch of 
cattle he feeds.

Burl Ford, whose farm is 
south of Bovina, fed 150 head 
last year. He had disease 
trouble and six of his cattle 
died, but he still did well enough 
to convince him feeding is a 
good idea. He has enlarged his 
facilities for next year to take 
care of 300 head.

Ford also has his grain stored 
and rolled at Worley’s in F ar- 
well. He uses corn for rough- 
age.

Ford hasn’t used antibiotics 
or hormones in the past but 
says he will in the future. " I  
think I missed the boat by 
not using them last year and 
plan to use them on the next 
bunch," he says. He thinks 
pneumonia might not have killed 
the six if they had been fed 
antibiotics.

Joe Bates Jennings, whose 
farm is in the Lazbuddie com­
munity, has a large feeding 
operation. Last year he mar­
keted 1000 head of cattle fat­
tened in his lots.

Jennings and his father, O. 
N. Jennings of Muleshoe, are 
partners in the business. They 
have their own machinery for 
rolling their grain and also have 
one mixer truck for distributing 
feed to the pens.

Corn is the principal ensilage

crop ir. the Jennings feeding 
program. They also put a small 
amount of' cane in the silo.

The home-grown grain, en­
silage, cotton hulls and cotton­
seed meal make up the ration 
for Jennings' cattle. The hulls 
are hauled from Lubbock where 
they have been mixed with mo­
lasses.

Harold Wilson, a farmer in 
the Oklahoma Lane community, 
feeds about 80 head of cattle 
each year. He has a small 
m ill for grinding his own grain 
and uses sorghum alum for en­
silage.

The cattle market is always 
subject to drops and rises. 
Some years feeding cattle may 
be an unprofitable business. 
It has been a profitable busi­
ness lately. Like other farm 
ventures it is a risk, but many 
farm ers are convinced that year 
after year, feeding home-grown 
grain is the best way to market 
it. Burl Ford says the grain 
he fed last year was marketed 
for $3.00 per hundred, com­
pared to $1.54 for that sold to 
elevators.

Ford believes that there is 
enough margin between $1.54 
and $3.00 to cover feeding ex­
penses and still pay him 
dividends.

Number of Wheat Loans 
Down from Last Year

The number of loans made 
on wheat this year ia consider­
ably less than at this time 
last year, according to Prentice 
M ills, manager of the local 
ASC office in Farwell.

There are now 250 individual 
loans to date. This compares 
with 600 loans which had been 
made at this same time last 
year. Further comparison can 
be made from the fact that only 
40 per cent of the wheat is

If the wheat farmers vote 
against marketing quotas on 
July 23, government support 
level will̂  be 50% of parity. 
Acreage allotments would be the 
same either way, but there 
would be no penalty imposed 
for exceeding allotments if 
marketing quotas are not vot­
ed. Some farmers and farm 
groups have advocated that 
wheat fanners should be re ­
quired to reduce their acreage 
to bring the supply in line with 
demand. The Department of Ag­
riculture has announced that if 
the allotment had been deter­
mined on the basis of the law's 
supply and demand formula, 
the 1960 allotment would have 
been “ zero” acres.

The Wisconsin Farm Bureau 
and other farm groups are bat­
tling a proposed state bill to 
socialize farmers there. One 
thing the proposed law would 
do is, “Assess farmers for 
promotion, advertising, re ­
search and educational pro­
grams up to four percent of 
gross dollar volume of the com­
modity involved.” This in itself 
would be about enough to stop 
most fanners, but it is only 
one of more than a dozen items, 
some of which sound even more 
idiotic . .

going into loans this year and 
80 per cent went into loans 
last year.

Volume dollar wise, $220,000 
has been loaned for the present 
period compared with $600,000 
for the period a year before. 
As an estimated 50 per cent 
of the expected loans have a l­
ready been completed, and using 
the figures listed, an estimated 
$440,000 can be expected in 
dollar volume loans this year. 
This will still be considerably 
less than last year’s loans.

The price support on this 
year’s wheat crop is 80 per cent 
of parity whereas last year it 
was 82 1/2 per cent.

The primary reason for the 
decrease in loans is due to the 
fact that the present market 
value is above the loan value. 
The present loan value is $1.82 
with a net to the farmer of 
$1.70 1/2. This compares with 
a gross of $1.83 which was the 
loan value last year.

Buyers of wheat ha^p found 
that most of the good milling 
quality of wheat is owned by 
the CommodityCreditCorpora- 
tion and they can buy the same 
quality from farmers at a lower 
price than they can from the 
CCC.

Therefore, the present market 
value will probably remain for 
at least another 30 to 60 days.

This will keep the number oi 
wheat loans from increasing to 
any great extent.

Mills explains that January 
31 is the final date for com­
pleting the loan documents and 
having them on file. March 
31, 1960, is die maturing date 
on the loans. At this time, the 
loans may be redeemed or the 
CCC will take over the grain. 
It is interesting to note that 
95 per cent of the grain last 
year was redeemed by the far­
m ers.

On the farm storage, where 
farmer store his own grain, 

the maturing date of the loan 
is the same. However, a farmer 
in this instance can apply for 
a one -  year extension on his 
loan. Farm ers who have stored 
the grain in commercial ele­
vators cannot be granted any

extension on their loans.
The yields of this year’s 

wheat are approximately 120 
per cent of normal on fields 
that were not damaged by hail 
or other adverse weather. On 
fields that were damaged, the 
yields are from normal to zero. 
At least 40 per cent of the 
fields were damaged this year, 
as estimated by Mills.

The quality of the wheat this 
year is excellent all over the 
county. Farmers are averaging 
one cent a bushel for protein 
content and some are getting as
