What to take to the polls 
(Reprinted from the 2016 

Primary Election Edition Vot-
ers Guide of the League of 
Women Voters) 

Texas now requires voters 
to show an acceptable photo 
ID at the polls. The only ac-
ceptable IDs are: 

*Texas Department of Pub-
lic Safety (DPS) issued photo 
IDS including driver licenses, 
p 	nal identification cards, 
cc, .:aled handgun licenses 
and Election Identification 
Certificates. 

*United States Government 
issued photo IDs including 
passports, military identifi-
cation cards, and citizenship 
certificates or naturalization 
certificates with a photograph. 

*Other photo IDs, includ-
ing student IDs, employer IDs 
and out-of-state driver licens-
es, cannot be accepted. 

Additional photo ID re-
quirements are: 

*The photo ID needs to 
be current or have expired 
no more than 60 days before 
voting (citizenship and natu-
ralization certificates have no 
expiration date). 

*The name on the photo ID 
should match the voter reg-
istration card. If names don't 
match, a voter may be accept-
ed if names are "substantially 
similar." If names match, ad-
dresses don't need to match. 

If names don't match exact-
ly, the voter can be accepted if 
names are substantially simi-
lar; poll workers will look at 
address, date of birth, and the 
photo. If names are substan-
tially similar, the voter will 
initial a box for similar name 
when signing in to vote. 

To avoid confusion, you 
can change the name on your 
voter registration to match 

that on your photo ID at least 
30 days prior to the election. 

*Voters with a documented 
disability from Social Secu-
rity or Veterans Affairs can 
apply for a voter registration 
certificate exempting them 
from the photo ID require-
ment. 

*Voters without accept-
able ID can obtain an Elec-
tion Identification Certificate 
(EIC) from Texas DPS at no 
cost by providing proof of 
citizenship and identity and 
registering to vote at DPS or 
showing a voter registration 
card. Requirements for the 
EIC can be found at http:// 
www. txdps. state .tx .us/Driv-
erLicense/electionID.htm. 
There is no charge for the EIC 
but the necessary documenta-
tion may have a cost. 

*Photo ID is not required to 
vote by mail. Voters may ap-
ply for a mail ballot if 65 or 
older, ill or disabled, or absent 
from their county during early 
voting and on Election Day. 
Note: Photo ID will be re-
quired of first time voters if a 
driver license or Social Secu-
rity number was not included 
with the voter registration ap-
plication. 

*Voters who do not show 
an acceptable ID at the polls 
can vote a provisional ballot 
and have six days to show the 
required photo ID. 

*Those who lack a photo ID 
because of a religious objec-
tion to being photographed or 
because of a natural disaster 
declared by the president will 
be allowed to vote a provisional 
ballot and complete an affidavit 
within six days of the election.
