“ T h a t.................... Bensonl”
This was a typical remark 

if a person happened to ask a 
Parmer County farmer what 
he thought of last week's an­
nouncement concerning the 
price of maize.

Perhaps the price announce­
ment wouldn't have come as 
such a surprise if the Secre­
tary of Agriculture, Ezra Ben­
son, hadn’ t already announced 
the support price of corn at 
$1.12 per cwt.

By this announcement it was 
assumed that maize, which has 
been or up until now has al­
ways been considered, to have 
95 per cent of the feeding value 
of corn, therefore it would be 
95 per cent of the price of 
corn.

But—such wasn’t the case.
Another thing which catches 

Parmer County farmers be­
tween a rock and a hard place 
is the cotton allotment for our 
county.

In many areas farmers have 
enough allotment to make up 
the deficit, but such isn't the 
case here.

Most of the farmers locally 
are lucky to have 40 acres of 
cotton alloted, and this cer­
tainly isn't going to make up 
the cash difference between 
$1.30 per hundred for maize 
at the elevator.

In talking to local farmers, 
many speculate that if this price 
is kept in effect it will force 
many tenant farmers out of the 
picture altogether.

Certainly the price as an­
nounced isn’ t a very pretty pro­
spect for an irrigated farmer.

Considering the costs of fer­
tilizer, watering and wages to­
day a man is lucky to realize 
a profit on maize at the costs 
this year.

As one farmer put it "One 
thing for sure, • Benson will 
surely make a better farmer1 
of me this year.”

In the past yields of 4,000 
pounds per acre were said to be 
average.

In 1959 this yield will have 
to be in excess of 4,000 pounds 
per acre.

Many corners will get cut, and 
although local representatives 
and congressmen are working 
for a change in the support

price farmers aren’ t looking for 
it.

Monday night at a meeting of 
the Parmer County Farm Bu­
reau’s board of directors, 
maize got a thorough going over.

Gilbert Kaltwasser, presi­
dent of the FB here, says 
' ’Perhaps if it wasn’t so close 
after a hail got me I could see 
some good in this, but right 
now it is hard to see how Ben­
son could make such a 
decision.”

Members of the FB are pre­
paring to organize a movement 
in the county to get Secretary 
Benson to change his mind if 
possible.

"If we can get together and 
all work as a single unit, we 
may have a chance,”  says Jack 
Patterson, FB vice president.

Denying - the charge that the 
price of maize is the result of 
Farm Bureau legislation the 
board members pointed out that 
had Benson followed their sug­
gested law the price of maize 
would have been around $1.90 
instead of the rock-bottom 
$1.52.

If a farmer can raise 4,000 
pound maize he stands to make

a small profit on his invest­
ment. If this farmer owns 
his own land then his margin 
will naturally be wider.

Going over as close as pos­
sible to general prices and 
costs it will cost a Parmer 
County farmer about $30 per 
acre to raise 4,000 pound ir ­
rigated maize.

This leaves about $22 per 
acre profit before the land­
lord comes into the picture. 
After the landlord gets his share 
the farmer may be left with 
as little as $4.67.

After talking to many farm­
ers since last weeks announce­
ment, the major "shock”  has 
worn off and more than one 
would imagine is beginning to 
think in turns of planting other 
crops including vegetables — 
always a long shot — corn and 
soybeans.

Other farmers say they may 
try to "walk their maize to 
market.”

This — by way of the feed- 
lot.

Perhaps the old saying "it  
is always darkest before the 
dawn”  will hold true for our 
maize situation also.

IRA HOLT
emaker Enjoys Career

One of Friona's young home­
makers, who thoroughly enjoys 
the career she has chosen is 
Bessie Ferguson Holt. She is 
a native of Friona and is the 
daughter of Mr. and Mrs. V. 
M. Ferguson, who have lived 
southeast of town a number of 
years.

Bessie was born here and 
started to school in the Friona 
schools, which she attended un­
til she finished her junior year. 
While in high school, she played 
basketball and was a member 
of the choir. During her junior 
year she was chosen high school 
favorite.

ROAST BEEF WITH 
VEGETABLES 

Take a 2 pound roast, sea­
son to suit taste and flour well. 
Brown quickly in a small amount 
of fat. Then drain off the fat 
and add water to the roast. 
Roast may be cooked in the 
oven or in an electric skillet. 
Mrs. Holt especially likes to 
use an electric skillet to pre­
pare the meal for Sunday din­
ner. Then it can cook while 
the family goes to church and 
will be ready to serve upon 
their return.

With it she serves a tossed 
greeq salad and dessert. Re­
move the roast from the oven 
when it is about half cooked 
and add 1 medium sized sweet 
potato cubed; 4 cubed irish 
potatoes; one medium sized 
onion; and one cup canned 'or 
fresh carrots.

The favorite cookie recipe 

in Mrs. Holt's file is for:

REFRIGERATOR COOKIES 
1 cup shortening
1 cup white sugar or
1/2 c. white , sugar and 
1/2 cup brown sugar
2 eggs
2 3/4 cups sifted flour 
1/2 teaspoon soda 
1/2 teaspoon salt 
2 teaspoons cinnamon or 
1 1/2 teaspoon vanilla 
Cream shortening, eggs, sug­

ar, and vanilla thoroughly. Add

sifted dry ingredients and mix 
thoroughly. Mold into roll, 
wrap in waxed paper, and re­
frigerate. After dough has 
thoroughly cooled, slice and 
bake.

Any amount of cookies may be 
cooked at any time and the re ­
mainder of the dough keeps well 
in the refrigerator.

Mix your favorite cornbread 
mixture and fill corn stick pans 
about 1/2 full.

1 cup uncooked spaghetti

juice
Cook spaghetti and drain off 

water. Mix all ingredients and 
pour in a greased baking dish. 
Cook in a moderate oven until 
there is no redness left in the 
meat. Time will depend on the 
depth of the dish it is cooked in.

Friona FFA Activities, 1958-59
The official year for vo­

cational agriculture depart­
ments in Texas starts July 1 
of each year. During July and 
August livestu < projects are 
started and field crops are being 
completed. In August 1958 
J. T. Gee vo ag instructor, 
went to a state wide meeting 
of vocational agriculture teach­
ers in Dallas. He demonstra­
ted class room teaching of vo­
cational agriculture.

Just after school started, the 
Friona FFA chapter started to 
work on the educational exhibit 
for the Tri-State Fair at Ama­
rillo. Several suggestions were 
made as to the nature of the 
exhibit, but finally someone 
came up with the current idea 
of the control of tail water 
while irrigating. From this 
idea the title "Proper Use of 
Tail W ater" was developed.

As the exhibit progressed, 
it showed an irrigation well run­
ning and tubes carrying water 
in lister furrows with the tail 
water draining into a surface 
tank. Then a motor and pump 
picked the water up from the 
tank and carried it through 
aluminum pipe to another field 
where it ran into lister fur­
rows and was used again. This 
was the number one exhibit of 
the seventeen FFA booths at 
the Tri-State fair. All the ag 
boys had a part in developing 
the idea.

Soon after the Tri-State 
fair, a float was made for the 
Maize Days parade. It was 
built around a hugh maize stalk 
mounted on a 4 wheel trailer. 
This entry failed to make the 
complete parade as it was pull­
ed over by a telephone cable.

In November the district FFA 
leadership contest was held in 
Muleshoe and the junior farm 
skill team, composed of Reggie 
Hays, Jim Carl Lillard, Johnny 
Miller, and Floyd Reeve, won 
first in the contest. The senior 
boys took second place in the 
district. A few days later the 
district FFA awards banquet 
and sweetheart contest was held 
at Littlefield.

During the last part of the 
month of November an area 
leadership contest was held at 
Plainview and the junior farm 
skill team won first in the 
area and thus earned the privi- 
ledge of competing in the state 
contest at Huntsville.

The trip to Huntsville was 
made by Mr. and Mrs. Gee and 
members of the team. While 
in Huntsville a tour was made 
of the state penitentary. Says 
Gee, "This trip made us ap­
preciate our freedom even 
m ore ." In the State competition 
the Friona boys placed sixth.

This year there are five 
classes of vocational agricul­
ture. There are two sections 
of Ag I, Ag II, Ag III, and Ag 
IV. Ag I includes (1) Improve­
ment of livestock and poultry. 
(2) Soil conservation. (3) Iden­
tification of breeds of livestock. 
(4) Identification of seeds. (5) 
A unit of shop work.

Ag II includes (1) Diseases 
of livestock and poultry. (2) 
Feeds and poultry. (3) Shop 
work.

Ag III includes the business 
side of farming, which includes 
financing, planning, insurance, 
and taxes. The tax study in­
cludes income tax for the farm­
er.

Ag IV is composed of arc 
welding, acetylene welding, 
brazing, soldering, sharpening 
tools, construction of farm 
buildings with rafter cutting, 
rope work, farm surveying, 
mapping farms, etc.

The Father and Son Barbeque 
will be held before school is out 
and a combination FFA, 4H 
Club show is being planned for 
the month of April. The show 
will be a boys show and a sale 
will follow on Saturday after­
noon.

The new bus barn will serve 
as a show barn when it is com­
pleted and there is a possi­
bility that it will be ready for 
this year’s show. FFA boys 
who have animals to show this 
year are:

The Short family moved to 
a farm about 20 miles north 
of Hereford about the turn of 
the century from Hopinsville, 
Kentucky. For a number of 
years following Mrs. Short's 
move to Deaf Smith County, 
she was a rural correspondent 
for the Hereford Independent.

In addition to reporting news 
events, she often wrote a column 
in the form of a letter to the 
editor regarding topics of in­
terest of the day. One that we 
especially enjoyed reading is 
as follows: "May 5, 1910,
Editor Independent: It has been 
some time since I wrote a letter 
to your valuable paper but I 
am always waiting anxiously 
for the dear old Independent to 
come in, For a while I did

not get the paper only once in 
a while, but now I get it prompt­
ly Wednesday and Saturday 
which is greatly encouraging, so 
I will try to interest the read­
ers of the Independent, if they 
care to read what I have to 
say.

The vocational agriculture 
department of the Friona High 
School was established in 1934 
with T. L, Leach of Texas Tech 
the first instructor and advisor 
of the first Friona FFA, At 
that time George Heath was the 
Superintendent of Schools, The 
school board members were F. 
WjBReeve, J. L. Shaffer, V, L, 
Todd, L. D. Cannon, J. B. M c­
Farland, David Moseley, and 
Jerry Blackwell.

J. T. Gee succeded T. L. 
Leach in 1935 as ag teacher 
and FFA advisor. During the 
middle thirties, farmers were 
finding it difficult to stay on 
their farms because of the de­
pression and the sandstorms. 
Q i^  first government programs 
came into being at that time. 
In order to combat the sand­
storms and to control the soil 
erosion by wind, the government 
subsidized the farmers for con­
tour listing of their land.

The farmers were desperate 
for the cash, but did not know 
how to use the farm levels. 
The contour lines had to be run 
b ĵfctn approved person, so the 
farmers turned to the vocational 
agriculture department for as­
sistance.

The need for help became so 
acute that in 1935-36 the agri­
culture department dismissed 
regular classes for two weeks 
in order to catch up with the 
calls for contouring. Gee says, 
“ We were 24 farms behind 
a i£  more demands were com­
ing in daily.*’

The FFA sponsored meet­
ings for farmers to teach them 
the use of the farm level. The 
attendance ran as high as 120 
per meeting.

Later the ag department 
sponsored a livestock improve­
ment program. This included 
the feeding and proper care of 
linstock , placing special em­
phasis on diseases and pests 
of livestock. The ag boys 
were trained to treat cattle 
for such diseases as blackleg, 
milk fever, lumpy jaw, and 
pneumonia. Soon the boys were 
teaching their dads how to pre­
vent and treat these diseases, 
also instructing them in the ase 
of the farm level. tmm

^ r o m  that beginning most all 
Friona farmers can now run 
their own contour lines and 
diagnose and treat many of the 
ailments and diseases of their 
livestock.

It was in the mid-thirties that 
the FFA Summer Educational 
Tours became an annual af­
fair. The boys seldom had an 
opportunity to go anywhere. As 
o $  boy said as the group was 
making a trip and reached Ama­
rillo, “ Well, I have been liv­
ing in Friona for 12 years and 
this is the fartherest I’ve ever 
been from home.”  That boy is 
now a man 35 or 40 years old and 
lives with his wife and chil­
dren in Friona.

These trips included tours to 
Colorado, New Mexico, Texas 
a £  Juarez in Old Mexico. 
Camping out and preparing their 
own meals from 7 to 14 days 
make memories never to be

forgotten. The one “ standing 
rule”  was if anyone complained 
of the food or meals, he auto­
matically went on KP du^y.

Occasionally a boy or two 
would carry his plate out be­
hind a tree to empty it, but 
never a word of complaint was 
uttered about the food. If 
questioned, the reply was some­
thing like this, "It was sure good 
but 1 just didn’t want it ."

Spots of interest on the trips 
were Museum of Natural His­
tory at Denver; the U, S. Mint, 
Denver; Trail Ridge Drive and 
Grand Lake; Salida, Colo, with 
its hot springs swimming pool, 
Red River, Taos, and Santa Fe 
in New Mexico; Juarez, Old 
Mexico, and the state prisons 
of New Mexoco and Colorado.

Any time a group of former 
FFA members get together, the 
summer trips usually come up 
for reminiscing. Expenses were 
kept to a bare minimum in order 
for the boys to be able to go.

Following their extensive 
work on soil conservation dur­
ing the thirties, the ag depart­
ment sponsored a swine breed­
ing program. Charles McLean, 
president of the Friona State 
Bank, gave the FFA the "G o 
ahead** signal with financial 
backing for the purchase of 
36 Duroc gilts from the Wil­
liams Duroc Farm at Vega.

These gilts were distributed 
among the boys with the privi- 
ledge of paying for the gilt by 
the time the pigs were weaned 
or returning two gilt pigs to 
the chapter in payment of the 
mother. This was the begin­
ning of a successful program

that lasted for several years.
The next FFA project pro­

gram sponsored was that of 
dairying. Gee says, “ Westart­
ed with four registered Jersey 
heifers and a bull purchased at 
Tulia in 1944. Within two years, 
Friona FFA boys were making 
all the bigger livestock shows in 
the Panhandle, including Ama­
rillo, Lubbock, and Plainview.

The time came when the chap­
ter needed a good Jersey bull. 
Frank Spring of the Friona State 
Bank, said, “ Buy him,”  So 
Friona FFA boys became the 
proud owners of “ Welcome Vol­
unteer 2 D”  bought at a price of 
$1000 at Tulia from B. F. 
Craig.

Within a year’s time Welcome 
Volunteer had paid for himself 
at $10 per service. From this 
animal the chapter built up a 
herd of 5 Jersey bulls.

“ Elmer”  was the name of the 
$750 bull presented to the Fri­
ona FFA by Borden’s of Ama­
rillo in recognition of their out­
standing work in dairying. “ El­
m er" came from the Heep Dairy 
Farm at Austin,

“ Welcome Volunteer’s "  rep­
utation as a grand champion 
winner was widely recognized. 
The following is quoted from 
the Amarillo Daily News, Sun­
day, Sept. 17, 1950. “ Specu­
lation is rife in the Jersey world 
on the eve of the diary show 
at the 1950 Tri-State Fair. Jer­
sey breeders in Texas,, New 
Mexico and Oklahoma are won­
dering about Welcome Volun­
teer 2D, the bull with lots of 
personality and showmanship.

State exhibition the past three 
years."

'*Welcome Volunteer is the 
top sire in the herd owned by 
the Friona Chapter, Future 
Farmers of America, There ’s 
some talk in the Tri-State Em­
pire that Welcome Volunteer 
maj not repeat the fourth year. 
J, T, Gee, vocational agricul­

ture teacher at Friona, has con­
firmed none of this specula­
tion.”

The sad fate of Welcome 
Volunteer for that competition 
was that he had a crippled 
foot and couldn’t enter. But 
resting on his laurels of hav­
ing been the three time Grand 
Champion at Amarillo was an 
enviable record.

As a direct result of the 
dairying program, the Friona 
community had 21 Grade A 
dairies at one time — in 1950. 
At one of the Friona shows, 
one class of Jersey 2 year old 
heifers had 22 animals com­
peting.

Some theorized the dairying 
business would thrive with the 
coming of irrigation. The con­
trary happened. Most dairy 
men found that both irrigating 
and dairying were full time jobs 
and wouldn’t mix. There are 
only three Grade A diaries left 
in the community, which is the 
same number in existence when 
the Friona FFA started its 
dairying project.

Leo Potishman of Transit 
Grain Company at Fort Worth 
gave $1000 to further the begin­
ning dairying program and $500 
for the swine program.

At the height of the dairy 
program, the Parmer County 
Livestock Show had on exhibit 
five breeds of dairy cattle. 
They unloaded Ayrshire, Jer­
sey, Brown Swiss, Holstein and 

► Shorthorn, According to one of 
the judges, this record was un­
equaled this side of Denver.

The interest in the swine pro­
gram continued through the 
years. Hereford beef cattle be­
came a part of the program. 
J. G. McFarland, Pete Buske 
and Hadley Reeve gave the chap­
ter both funds and registered 
Hereford heifers to promote 
this project.

... The original ag building was 
a shed type structure that had 
been used as a stable for stu­
dent's horses in the “ good ole’ 
days,”  From that humble be­
ginning, the old building, much 
like Topsy, “ just growed.”  A 
concrete floor and a boxed in 
south side made some school 
rooms to be used after the first 
fire.

When vocational agriculture 
was added to the curriculum,

this old building was set aside] 
as the ag department. After 
a few years the tin top began tq. 
leak, and was replaced b y a  
gable roof. At the same time 
another room was added on the 
east for Farm Engineering. 
Since that time the Friona Vo­
cational Agriculture Departs 
ment has offered four years of 
vocational agriculture. A boy 
may take ag each year he is ¡yn 
high school if he chooses.

It was in 1951 that the old 
ag building was abandoned 
when the vocational agriculture 
department was moved into the 
new modern building, which is 
second to none in the State of 
Texas.

At the present time the dev 
part ment is quite adequate to 
accommodate a two teacher de­
partment. The equipment is

fairly adequate and the work­
ing conditions in the school are 
excellent. ‘ *1 know of no other 
department that I would trade 
it fo r ,"  states Gee.

; In 1938 a butchering unit was 
added on the west end of the old 
building. This was a two room 
unit with a killing and scalding 
room and a dressing and cooling 
room. At that time it was 
the only butchering place in the 
community. The boys charged 
50 cents per head for butcher­
ing, which was the only ser­
vice for which they charged. 
There were those few custo­
mers who took their 600 pound 
animals back home with them 
when told the fee was 50 cents.

The chapter’s money making 
Scheme kept them so busy in 
season it was necessary to do 
some work at night. The lar­
gest number butchered one night 
was 21. Lloyd Rector, then 
a freshman, headed the dress­
ing department. The other boys 
did the sticking, scalding, and 
cleaning. Then the carcass was 
rolled into the dressing room 
and Lloyd took over.

Competition was keen for the 
shortest length of time the en­
tire job of butchering an animal 
would take. The fastest job 
the boys recorded was 19 min­
utes. This record was set by 
Artis Fallwell and TildenSlagle 
when they were freshmen. 
Charley Bainum happened by 
abbut that time. Being skepti­
cal, he said, "I want to see 
that p ig !" Seeing was believ­
ing — he couldn’t find a single 
hair left on the pig the job was 
so complete. The 19 minutes 
included sticking, scalding, 
cleaning and dressing.

Butchering was one unit that 
of all the ag boys enjoyed.

When the department was moved 
to the new building, this unit 
was discontinued. After two 
years of butchering, many 
trips to buy pigs, heifers, 
calves, and a variety of other 
chores that had worn out two 
cars for Gee, one totally wreck­
ed and another well worn by 
swinging heavy trailers on 
them, the FFA purchased anew 
1947 International pickup. The 
cash paid for it came out of 
the FFA funds.

The chapter placed the pick­
up in Gee’s charge and was 
used by any ag boy needing it 
with his project work. After 
the pickup had been used for 
a year, Reeve Chevrolet of­
fered to exchange the old pick­
up for a new Chevrolet pickup 
truck each year. This is still 
being done with a few minor 
changes in policy.

One event that has made his­
tory in the Friona Ag depart­
ment is the ice cream mak­
ing. This is taught along with 
the diary products unit in Ag. 
I, but since it is difficult to 
let only one group participate, 
it was decided to select an 
ice cream making day for all 
classes. The chapter furnish­
es the ice and the boys bring 
the other ingredients. Working 
in groups of 3 to 5 they use 
the basic formula (recipe) and 
add whatever they choose such 
as fruit, nuts, etc.

Bob Lee Roden and W. B. 
Norwood remember the time 
their ice cream would not 
freeze. When the mystery was 
solved, it was found they had 
added salt instead of sugar to 
their formula!

Faculty and townspeople alike 
find ice cream making day a 
convenient time to visit the ag

department.
Another activity that the Fri­

ona FFA is famous for is their 
annual Father and Son Bar be- 
que.

This has long been noted for 
a place to enjoy a good pro­
gram and get plenty to eat- 
with« all the frills left off — 
a very informal affair. For 
the past 10 years the barbe- 
que has been sponsored by the 
Parmer County Implement 
Company. The menu is bar- 
beque, beans, potato salad, re­
lish plate, onions, hot rolls-, 
combread, fried pies, ice 
cream sticks, coffee and tea. 
At the 1956 barbeque three 
father-son teams were honored 
as being unique. Gee had taught 
both fathers and sons. They 
were Clyde Sherrieb and Gary, 
L, D. Chiles and jerry , and 
Bruce Parr and Ira Bruce.

In competition with other FFA 
chapters of the Panhandle and 
South Plains, the Friona boys 
have made a fair showing the 
past 25 years.

Winning the sweepstakes 
award at the Texas Tech con­
test was quite a feather in the 
Friona FFA cap. In the farm 
shop contest at the Tech con­
tests, the Friona team placed 
first. Team members were 
Glen Stevick, Billy Turner, and 
Truett Johnson.

In the grains and seed iden­
tification contest, which is also 
held at Texas Tech annually, 
two Friona FFA boys broke the

In more recent years the FFA 
chapter has won honors as 
shown in other parts of this 
issue of the Star. Namely these 
blue ribbon winners were edu­
cational exhibits at the T ri- 
State Fair in Amarillo and lead­
ership contests in district, area 
and state.

One of the big aims of the 
Friona Vocational Ag Depart­
ment and FFA is, and has been 
since its beginning 25 years ago, 
community service.

As the community has grown 
and changed, so have the ser­
vices rendered by the FFA. 
From running contour lines, 
which started in 1934, to such 
things as treating cows for 
diseases and ailments, milk 
fever, bloat, wheat poisoning, 
blood testing for Bangs disease, 
debeaking poultry, culling, 
pruning trees, and various other 
services reads a partial list.

The community is the labor­
atory for/ FFA boys. They 
"learn to do by doing." Many, 
many times farmers came by 
the department and asked for 
boys to help them with some 
problem that they had not had 
an opportunity to solve.

In recent years the Parmer 
County Grain Sorghum Growers 
Association and the Parmer 
County Cotton Producers As­
sociation have sponsored a con­
test each year for the FFA and 
4H boys. Jimmy Mabry, Friona 
FFA boy of the Hub community, 
won both the grain and cotton 
production contests. Jimmy’s 
grain yield was 8015 pounds per 
acre and the cotton yield was 
1013 pounds per acre.

Several farmers visited the 
Monday meeting of commis­
sioners court this week and ex­
pressed anxiety over what from 
all reports is a lengthy gas line 
that is going to be laid across 
Parmer County.

Not much concrete informa­
tion is available, but the 
farmers say survey crews have 
already been at work up and 
down roadways and even into 
fields making what appears to be 
plans for the laying of the line.

This is reported to be the 
Trans-Western pipeline which 
will run from Panhandle to the 
California - Arizona border. 
Whether it is just in the plan­
ning stage or whether it is ac­
tually being built now has not 
been determined.

Its proposed path across Par­
mer County would extend from 
a point about two miles north of 
Texico-Farwell on the state 
line, northeastward about par­
allel with Highway 60, and then 
under the highway and the rail­
road near Bovina.

trained in skills, leadership, 
and problem solving ability.

So long as there is agricul­
ture, the Friona FFA will serve 
its community and its members.

The line would then continue 
north and east until it reached 
a point about five miles south 
of Friona, and then would angle 
northeastward closer to the 
highway and railroad until pass­
ing south of Black.

The six to eight farmers who 
have made inquiry to the com­
missioners were seeking in­
formation and requesting that 
the county not grant permission 
to cross county.roads.

No particular objection to the 
line itself has been expressed, 
but the farmers are concerned 
lest the digging and in s ta ll^  
work be done at a time when 
irrigation and tillage of their 
farms would be necessary. 
They don’t want their schedule 
disrupted.

Other business transacted at 
the meeting included the rou­
tine payment of bills and ap- 
proval.of minutes, and the auth­
orization of repayment of a 
$14,000 loan from Security State 
Bank.

The money was borrowed last 
year to meet the cash need for 
right of way purchases.

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Milo Support C u t Viewed As Alarming
The USDA’s announcement 

last Wednesday that the 1959 
prlce^support on feed grains 
will be drastically reduced has 
had widespread repercussions 
in the Parmer County area.

That can be better understood 
when one considers that grain 
sorghum is by far the most 
important crop produced in this 
part of the irrigated High 
Plains. Annual production in 
Parmer County is around 15 
m illi^  bushels, and the annual 
cash value of the crop during 
the past two years has been 
roughly $14 million each year.

With figures such as those, 
it is easy to see how a 30-cent 
decrease in price support (if 
that sets the market) could cost 
farmers of this county alone 
from $2 1/2 to $3 million.

Grain sorghum was support­
ed qfe $1.83 a hundredweight 
in 1958 — national average. 
Last week, the 1959 support 
was announced as $1.52. Par­
mer County is usually about 
eight cents off the national av­
erage because of our inland lo­
cation.

Subtracting another 14 cents 
from the support rate for ?tor- 
,age and handling would put the 
' f a m e 's  net receipts at about 
$1.30 a hundred for his crop. 
That is cost for some farm­
ers, less than cost for others, 
and a slight profit for the su­
perior operators.

Depending on land, water, and 
the fanner’s ability, in some in­
stances maize can be produced 
lor these prices and in others 
t simply cannot. There is no 
trguffg that the reduction has 
aken all of what is usually 
. reasonable grower profit for 
he average farmer.

The difference becomes es- 
ecially noticeable when farm 
wners and tenant operators 
re compared. The tenant, 
'ho by tradition is bound to 
irn over a third of his crop 
> the land lord before his 
barQ begin, is considered 
radically “ left out in the cold”  
ider such prices.
Milo as a feed grain has been

gaining strength all across the 
country during the past several 
years. Market demand has been 
on the increase, especially from 
Southwestern feed lot opera­
tors.

Even with the announcement 
of lower prices this fall, the 
price of milo being offered by 
local and terminal dealers is 
holding up well, ranging all the 
way from $1.60 to $1.80 a 
hundred.

Just how long these relative­
ly good prices in the normal 
markets will hold is made ques­
tionable by news that the gov­
ernment will be permitted to 
begin disposal of its surplus 
holding this summer at a rate 
of 105 per cent of the 1959 
support level. If the USDA 
does this — and its holding? 
are considerable — that could 
be the determinant of the mar­
ket.

Otherwise, the price may 
keep up! because demand is 
continuing, and even increasing 
with the constant growth of milo 
as a feed grain almost the equal 
of com .

*  *  •  *

A queer quirk of the situa­
tion is that local ASC officials 
are unable to either substan­
tiate or deny the stories printed 
in the daily press relative to the 
announcement.

Prentice Mills, ASC office 
manager, says * *I’ve had abso­
lutely nothing official.”  He 
added, however, “ I suppose that 
we can assume that (the story) 
is right.”

He says the office has re­
ceived many calls from farm­
ers asking verification of the 
announcement, but that no in­
formation has been received on 
the local level. The price sup­
port was announced locally Feb­
ruary 14 last year.

Mills also has his doubts 
that anything can be done to 
get the support rate changed. 
“ I don’t remember them ever 
making a change after the crop 
year has started,”  he says.

Nearly all grain sorghum 
growers in the county are up

in arms over the announcement. 
Basically, they are of two types. 
One is the group that has re­
pudiated the entire administra- 
tion-Benson farm program ever 
since it began. Their reaction 
to “ sliding scale farm prices”  
has always been a critical one.

The other group is made up 
of farmers who feel they have 
been "double-crossed”  by the 
government farm planners af­
ter they had given them their 
cooperation (even support and 
encouragement) a year ago to 
bring about a complete revi­
sion of the feed grain program.

This latter group sought — 
and thought it obtained — a 
new program that would end the 
discrimination of commodities 
within the feed grain group but 
at the same time would be a 
workable program.

The 30-cent cut will hurt 
them, too, but their main com­
plaint is what they consider the 
moral injustice of misinterpre­
tation of the standards for price 
supports set out in the farm law 
passed late last year.

They now feel they are being 
backhanded by the administra­
tion after having offered their 
cooperation.

*  * *  *

The leader among those who 
backed a change in feed grain 
programs has been the Farm 
Bureau—nationally and on the 
local level. Farm Bureau lead­
ers of Parmer County have been 
dismayed with the price support 
announcement. It was widely 
held by Farm Bureau backers

The an­
nouncement last week is a com­
plete reversal of this hope.

Gilbert kaltwasser, County 
FB head, says emphatically, 
“ This is not Farm Bureau's 
program.”  He maintains that 
the 1958 law read that grain ' 
sorghums should be supported 
at their comparable feed value 
to corn, and that there is a big­
ger discrepencey this year than 
last year.

Factors which Kaltwasser 
says the USDA was supposed to 
use when setting die price sup­
port:

1. Supply and demand
2. Feed value
3. Availability of funds
4. Storability
5. Importance to economy
6. Ability to dispose of com­

modity
7. Offsetting losses in ex­

port
None of these factors can be 

used as a basis to justify the 
reduction of milo support prices 
for this year, Kaltwasser 
claims.

*_* * *
The only part of the law en­

acted last year which local 
farmers have been able to rec­
ognize in the program an­
nounced for 1959 is this:

The law reads that in no 
case shall supports be at less 
than 60 per cent of parity. And 
60 per cent of the 1959 parity 
figure of $2.52 happens to be 
$1.52.

BENSON MUST 
HAVE HIS WAY

If there is a man in this part 
of the country who can’t sleep, 
it is probably on account of the 
price of maize. So it is time 
to get something off our chest.

In the first place, it is a shame 
that in the form of Republican 
government the people in ma­
jority cannot rule. When a 
large number of congressmen 
and senators work hard on a 
farm bill and then the Presi­
dent turns his thumb down on it 
(with the backing of that de­
voted man with whom he re­
placed the honorable Charles 
Brannon), it isn't the Demo­
cratic way.

If Benson had started off with 
a broader mind and a little con­
structive thinking, instead of the 
one-tract thought of doing away 
with the smaller farmer, until 
there no longer was any sur­
plus, then something good might 
have been accomplished during 
his term of office.

So far everything that has 
been accomplished has been to 
the detriment of agriculture. 
Mr. Benson would be surprised 
to know that there is a great 
number of people who would be 
jyst ticked to death to have 
something good to remember 
from a Republican administra­
tion.
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If he could have seen fit to 
have put up with all the farmers, 
and had put the compensatory 
plan into effect, this would have 
let a farmer raise an average 
crop or lay his land out with a 
compensatory payment. This 
would cost far less money than 
any present setup, and would 
have gotten rid of the surplus 
with the farmer making a de­
cent living at the same time. 
It works on the wool and sheep 
industry, of which Benson is 
a large part (second largest 
sheep raiser in Utah.)

The only victory of any kind 
that Benson and his sliding scale 
can claim, is when the com  boys 
voted against the com  allot­
ment. Why shouldn’ t they have 
when com  in non-compliance 
paid within a few cents per 
bushel of what corn paid? From 
the very first he has done every­
thing that he could possibly do 
to abolish price supports of any 
kind on any crop, mainly the 
basic sic.

The B cotton plan which Ben­
son has figured out is right 
down the line with his do away 
plan. Sixty per cent of parity 
is next to no support at all, 
and if time permits that’s exact­
ly what we will have — no sup­
port at all.

Some of our good neighbors 
thought milk would be $1.90 
this year, and even advertised 
the fact. The fact is that the 
Farm Bureau wrote and backed 
the farm platform for the Re­
publicans in Chicago this past 
election. When are these good 
people going to realize that this 
thing is going to have to be 
stopped soon?

The bankers will be wanting 
to what we are going to get 
for a crop in order to figure 
how to pay him back, but maize 
at a $1.30 won’t do it. You 
won’t have to worry about a new 
$6000 tractor at these maize 
prices. You better hope you 
don’t have to overhaul an ir ­
rigation motor or maybe a well.

We must work together to 
awaken these people who cannot 
see that a sliding scale and 
lower prices are just making 
more surplus by forcing us to 
try for eight and ten thousand 
pounds per acre.

FARM BUREAU

That government programs 
are independable and unpredic­
table was graphically illus­
trated with the announcement of 
the thirty-one cent reduction in 
price support for grain sor­
ghum. Texas Farm Bureau had 
expected, taking every factor 
they thought applicable into con­
sideration, that the price would 
be from ten to fifteen cents 
above last year’ s price.

It was Farm Bureau that tried 
vainly to get Congress to leave 
off three words, “ and other fac­
tors,”  whenjthe law was writ­
ten giving the secretary of ag­
riculture authority to set the 
price of grain sorghum on the 
basis of its relative feed value 
to that of corn. FB’s argu­
ment was that so much author­
ity should not be vested in any 
secretary of agriculture any 
time. But Congress disagreed.

Meetings are scheduled by 
various groups over the plains 
with the hope of getting a re ­
versal of this announcement. 
Farm Bureau will hold a meet­
ing in Lubbock Tuesday on the 
same subject. Regardless of 
"other factors,”  it is clear 
that such a drastic cut, with­
out reasonable prior notice to 
farmers, is not justified.

While things like this are 
happening in Washington, there 
are some things happening in 
Austin that need the attention of 
farmers, too. Among them are 
bills to: change the allocation 
of money for farm-to-market

roads; again attempt to steal 
a portion of the road tax use 
refund on non-road-use gaso­
line; diverting monies from the 
permanent school fund, and a 
new minimum wage law pro­
posal that would include agri­
cultural workers.

You should write your rep­
resentatives in Austin about 
these important matters. If 
you need more detailed infor­
mation on them, we have it at 
your disposal in the office. Ask 
for it.

The State Farm Bureau com­
modity committee recently 
stated that it felt that Farm 
Bureau had failed to proper­
ly publicize the fact that Farm 
Bureau was responsible for get­
ting (1) reduction of State ASC 
Cotton reserve from 6.7 per cent 
to 1.6 per cent, and (2) getting 
the split grades of cotton eli­
gible for government loan. If 
you hadn’t known before, this 
is for your information.

Johnny used 140 pounds of 
anhydrous ammonia as ferti­
lizer and watered his crop four 
times. He was from the 4-H 
group.

and Mrs. Walter Mabry, also 
of ■ the Hub. The boys are 
cousins. Jimmy planted De- 
Kalb F-62A in 10 inch rows 
on Summer fallowed ground that 
had 14 tons of burrs applied.

He also used 140 pounds of 
anyhydrous ammonia and wat­
ered four times. The second 
irrigation he used 50 pounds 
of anyhydrous ammonia in his 
water. His yield was 8015 
pounds.

FFA cotton growing contest 
also. He obtained a yield of 
1015 pounds lint cotton with 
Lankart 611 variety. He plant­
ed May 1 on land that had 60 
pounds of anhydrous ammonia 
applied the previous fall.

farmers who grow feed grains 
to lessen their dependence upon 
government programs to keep 
their farms profitably in pro­
duction.

Many farmers have wanted 
to do this and have taken steps 
to make it possible for them to 
enjoy greater economic free­
dom, in exchange for reduced 
prices and increased risks to 
profits.

The culmination of this trend 
came late last year when com  
growers voted off controls in 
a national referendum. That 
ended acreage restrictions. The 
result of this action was sup­
posed to bring about an over­
all support program for all feed 
grains . . . not just com , not 
just milo, not just barley or 
wheat or oats and what have 
you, but for EVERYTHING.

The philosophy given such 
widespread publicity was that 
this would end the discrimina­
tory treatment that antiquated 
farm programs had accumulat­
ed through the years. It would 
be a just, equitable, and work­
able program.

The Agricultural Act of 1958 
provided for these new features 
in clearly spelled out language. 
The disparity between feed 
grains now read into the pro­
gram by the administration is 
clearly beyond the intent of the 
law and what’ s more is pro­
bably beyond the law’s most rig­
id restrictions.

This occasion may serve to 
remind us how unjust even the 
best laid-out plans can be when 
the administrative branch of the 
government is permitted to have

such broad powers of interpre­
tation.

It is at times like these that 
we fall to wondering if per­
haps the gnarled old cattlemen 
country aren’t just about the 
shrewdest operators left in the 
business of producing feed or 
fiber.

They have as little to do with 
the government as possible. 
Nearly every year they beat off 
propositions from less suc­
cessful operators that the gov­
ernment put a price support on 
live cattle. This agitation be­
comes very noticeable when the 
tides of fortune are running 
against the cowman.

Just a few short years ago 
(six or seven) the cattlemen 
was getting some mighty hard 
licks. The past year the worm 
turned and he’s back on top of 
things again.

That’s how it is, and that’s 
how he expects it to be. He 
seems to want to keep it that 
way.

On the other hand, look at 
the producers of feed grain 
crops. Like a man whose body 
gets to depending on power­
ful drugs, these farmers each 
year find controls rising and 
profits shrinking, but they have 
gone so far that they can’t 
get along without supports. 
Can't live with ’ em, can’ t live 
without ’em.

The 1959 grain sorghum sup­
port price is, considering the 
information put out shortly be­
fore the turn of the year, gross­
ly unfair. It is a good thing 
that we have time to get it 
changed, and we should work to
