Parmer County
Commissioner
report for June 13

The County Commissioners
met Monday June 13 in Farwell.
The annual audit was approved.
County Judge Trey Ellis said the
county now has five months cap-
ital in reserve, down from nine
months this time last year.

A discussion was held on indi-
gent healthcare solutions. Judge
Ellis said a recent jail inmate
spent several days in an Amarillo
Hospital and the resulting bill
was $26,000. A mediator man-
aged to get the charges reduced
to $2,600 but the county still has
to provide needed medical assis-
tance to inmates.

The commissioners are con-
sidering an Affordable Health
Care Act reporting and tracking
service available through the
Texas Association of Counties
(TAC) for county employees.
They are also hiring a consulting
firm, Charlie Howell of Allen,
Texas, to help write a request for
bid on replacing the courthouse
and hail security systems. The
present systems are analog and
a lightning strike several months
ago knocked out most of the se-
curity system. It will need to be
replaced.

District Court Judge Gordon
Green had asked the commis-
sioners to allow him discretion in
payment to interpreters during a
murder trial that began this week.
They approved his request.

Conservation work for Ricky
Barnett in Precinct 1 was ap-
proved. Sheriff Randy Geries
reported the Sheriff’s Office has
a new Chevrolet Tahoe patrol ve-
hicle.

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National Dairy Month: How farmers plan so milk keeps flowing

As Texas dairy farmers work
hard to produce a safe, steady
supply of milk and other dairy
products to feed our state, one
of their worries is how to keep
that commitment to consumers
if a disaster struck the farm.

Dairy farmers, like others in
agriculture, worry about two
different types of disaster that
could wipe out their livelihood
and, more importantly, devas-
tate the food supply — disease
and weather.

June — National Dairy Month
— is an ideal time to take a look
at how the entire dairy indus-
try — from the individual family
farm all the way up to federal
regulators — continually plans
to prevent, prepare for, react to,
and recover from a disaster.

The Texas Association of
Dairymen has worked in recent

months on disaster planning and
preparedness with a number of
industry partners, other agricul-
ture organizations, and local,
state and federal agencies.

This network currently is par-
ticipating in a massive, long-
term drill that envisions a sce-
nario in which a foreign animal
disease-is brought into the coun-
try and, inadvertently, infects an
individual dairy farm.

The exercise is a compre-
hensive examination of the nu-
merous issues that would arise
in such an outbreak, including
containment, the impact on the
milk supply, livestock issues
transportation challenges and
retail implications, as well as
biosecurity safeguards farms
should implement now to pre-
vent a disease outbreak.

These drills often spawn more

questions to address, and they
are excellent opportunities to
identify and address weakness-
es in order to improve prepared-
ness.

While this ongoing exercise
focuses on the accidental spread
of disease, the deliberate spread
of disease — bioterrorism — has
been of particular concern to
the agriculture industry since
the 9/11 attacks on our nation.
An attack on even a single U.S.
farm could have a catastrophic
impact on the country’s food
supply and be difficult to detect
and control.

As a result, farmers have be-
come more aware of and dili-
gent in implementing a wide
range of measures and practices
to better secure their facilities
and protect the milk supply.

The city manager was au-
thorized to accept bids for re-
roofing the police/fire depart-
ment building. It will be for
11,200 square feet of roofing
and the bid will be placed in
the newspaper later.

Police Chief Isidro Jimenez
gave the police report. The
department made nine arrests
and 94 traffic stops in May.
They issued 38 traffic cita-

tions. Altogether there were
268 calls for service including
police, EMS, and fire.

The city manager said they
will be spraying for mosquitos
and asked that citizens dispose
of standing water where mos-
quitos can breed.

After approving the May ac-
counts payable and financial
statement the council went
into executive session for the
annual city manager evalua-
tion. Upon returning to open
session no action was taken
and they adjourned.

The next city council meet-
ing will be July 11 at 6:30 p.m.
All council meetings are open
to the public.

disaster, there’s not much we
can do to halt Mother Nature.
We have to focus on preparation
and recovery. Weather has been
particularly harsh to the Texas
dairy industry in recent years.
First, we had the long-term, his-
toric drought. Thankfully, rains
in the past year or so have filled
tanks and reservoirs and nour-
ished crops.

Most recently, Winter Storm
Goliath brought record snow-
fall and hurricane-force winds
to the Texas Panhandle just af-
ter Christmas. Dairy farmers
prepared their livestock and
property as much as possible
in advance of the mammoth
storm, the likes of which even
the old-timers in the area had
never seen. But despite all their
precautions, the storm killed
15,000 dairy cows, blew down
fences and barns, closed roads
that kept employees from get-
ting to the farms to milk the
cows and haulers from getting

to the farm to transport milk,
and temporarily reduced milk
production from cows that were
stressed or suffered other storm-
related ailments.

The area — the biggest milk-
producing region in Texas —
still continues to recover. But
already farmers and state agen-
cies alike have evaluated the
weather event to determine how
preparation and reaction can be
improved in the future. With
Mother Nature, there’s always a
“next time.”

At the end of the day, this
crisis preparedness planning is
conducted to ensure that dairy
farmers can keep farming and
providing high quality, safe and
affordable milk and dairy prod-
ucts for consumers not only dur-
ing this National Dairy Month,
but throughout the year.

News from the week of June 19, 1958 "

*Disaster in the form of a tall
hail-laden thunderhead swept out
of the northeast Monday after-
noon about 4:30 and unleashed
its load of death-dealing hail
upon an area covering an esti-
mated 35 sections of fruit-laden
farmland near Black.

High winds and blinding rain
accompanied hail which was de-
scribed by those in the fields as
“the size of baseballs.” It pound-
ed fields which were heavy
with lush crops and cut it to the
ground.

Windows on the north side of
most of the homes in the area
were knocked out. Screens were
pulled loose and broken glass lay
on the floors.

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DPS Consolidating CDL Skills Test Sites

[he Texas Department of
Public Safety (DPS) will be
consolidating commercial
driver license (CDL) skills
testing locations July 1 in order
to comply with federal regula-
tions that will be taking effect
in Texas in the fall. Based on
existing resources, CDL skills
testing will be only adminis-
tered at 25 locations to meet
the federal mandates for larger
testing areas to accommodate
backing maneuvers, equipment
inspections and a standardized
layout. During the 2017 leg-
islative session, DPS will re-
quest funding to help improve
the availability of CDL skills
testing in Texas.

The Federal Motor Carrier
Safety Administration (FMC-
SA) enacted rules in 2011 re-
quiring all states to test CDL
applicants using a single na-
tional testing standard. States
are required to be in compli-
ance for commercial driver li-
censes to be valid for interstate
commerce.

In 2015, the 84th Texas Leg-

islature passed enabling legis-
lation necessary to implement
the new federal requirements.
Based on existing resources
and the significant cost to ac-
quire, equip and staff the new
testing sites, DPS determined
that the most cost-effective ap-
proach — while minimizing the
impact to CDL customers — was
to consolidate skills testing to
the 25 locations that meet the
new space requirements. In
choosing the designated test-
ing sites, DPS also factored in
whether a location provided
safe conditions for test admin-
istrators and applicants.

For a list and map of the new
CDL skills testing locations,
visit http://www.dps.texas.gov/

It is important to note that
all other commercial driver
license services (written tests,
renewals, duplicates and ad-
dress changes) will continue
to be available at any driver li-
cense office in the state.

Approximately 92 percent of

CDL skills tests administered
during 2014 and 2015 were
within a 50-mile radius of one
of the 25 designated testing
sites. In addition, the depart-
ment is providing government
entities, local fire departments
and independent school dis-
tricts the option of request-
ing CDL skills testing at their
facilities — if they are located
outside the 50-mile radius of
one of the 25 testing sites. In
order for a remote location to
be considered, the testing site
must be capable of accommo-
dating CDL testing in accor-
dance with the new federal re-
quirements. DPS has also been
communicating with affected
constituencies and industry or-
ganizations in advance of this
consolidation.

‘Plan While You Can’ campaign urges drivers to plan

A prisoner in his own body.
This 1s how Sean Carter de-
scribes his life following his
fateful decision 11 years ago
to get into a vehicle driven
by a drunk driver. When the
driver slammed into a tree,
then-22-year-old Sean was
left severely injured and un-
able to walk or talk.

“Don’t drink and drive,”
Sean said, via the aid of an
iIPad. “And please, don’t make
my mistake of riding with
someone who has been drink-
ing. If [ knew then that my de-

cision would affect the rest of

my life, you can bet I would
not have gotten in that car.”
Today, Sean continues his
life’s mission of warning oth-
ers about the consequences
of drinking and driving by
sharing his story through the
Texas Department of Trans-
portation’s “Plan While You
Can” campaign. The cam-
paign is intended“to save
lives and decrease alcohol-
related crashes all year long,

but with a particular empha-
sis during holidays such as
the upcoming Fourth of July
weekend. During the 2015
Fourth of July weekend,*
there were 355 alcohol-relat-
ed crashes in Texas, resulting
in 19 fatalities and 32 serious
injuries.

“Drinking and driving is
stupid!” said Texas Trans-
portation Commissioner Jeff
Moseley. “The concept is
simple: Save your own life
and the lives of others by
planning for a sober ride.”

The “Plan While You Can”
campaign — which coincides
with an increase in drunk
driving enforcement along
with local no-refusal ef-
forts — includes a multi-city
tour that stops at shopping
malls in Austin, Fort Worth,
Houston, Lubbock and Waco.
Shoppers are invited to test

Corn crop irrigation management key to bottom line

Too much water doesn’t help

‘corn producers make more crop;
too little water also takes away
from yields. Ongoing Texas
A&M Agrilife Research stud-
jes are determining a formula
for finding the right amount for
the right results with other best
management practices.
.. Dr. Qingwu Xue, Texas A&M
Agrilife Research crop stress
physiologist at Amarillo, said
‘most corn in the High Plains has
already been planted, but pro-
‘ducers can still affect their bot-
tom line with proper manage-
.ment practices.

Xue and his colleagues have
been conducting field research
in corn management for years,
along with other AgriLife Re-
search and Texas A&M Agril ife
Extension Service faculty, in the
areas of irrigation, hybrid selec-
tion, planting dates and seeding
rates.

Each of these management
practices plays a role in the
overall water use and yield de-
termination of the corn crop, but
irrigation management remains
the most important issue in corn
‘production, he said.

The average seasonal irriga-
tion for corn is about 20 inches,
he said. However, irrigation de-
'mand can be much higher in a
'drought year like 2011.

“Based on our multiple-year
studies, we found using irriga-
tion to meet only 75-80 percent
'of evapotranspiration demand
can result in the same yield as
meeting 100 percent ET de-
mand in years with an average
or above average seasonal rain-
fall,” he said.

Xue said the water-use effi-
ciency is generally maximized
at this irrigation level. Cutting
‘back any more, unless there is
good seasonal rainfall and excel-
lent soil water storage at plant-
ing, will reduce corn yield.

Research has also shown late
planting can potentially save
some irrigation water while
maintaining the high water-use
efficiency, he said. So producers
who were held off by wet fields
into June won'’t be hurt.

Comn planting in the Panhan-
dle typically ranges from late
April to late May, but in field
trials during the 2013, 2014 and
2015 growing seasons, Xue had
some hybrids planted in June
and early July.

“We evaluated planting date
and hybrid interaction for corn
yield and water use,” he said.
“The planting dates we used
were May 15, June 1, June 15
and July 1. The results from this
study indicated that high yield
can still be achieved with a lon-
ger-season hybrid when planted
in the middle of May and early
June.

“When the planting date was
delayed to late June and early
July, mid and short-season hy-
brids showed the yield advan-
tage over the long season one.
However, delaying planting to
late June or early July generally
will reduce yield potential.”

Xue said hybrid selection is
another important factor for
corn producers. With drought
still the No. 1 concern in corn
production in the High Plains,
the newly developed drought-
tolerant corn hybrids provided
significant yield benefits, 10-15
percent increase, under lower ir-
rigation levels in the study.

“However, if you have suffi-
cient water to pump, a conven-
tional new hybrid will yield the
same as drought-tolerant hy-
brids. Hybrid selections include
different protection traits and
maturity groups. Producers may
select the specific hybrids based
on specific weather and field
conditions.”

For example, he said, 2015 at

Bushland was an excellent sea-
son to evaluate the ear protection
traits due to disease damages to
corn ears.

“We saw clear differences
in ear damage among hybrids.
Some hybrids showed excellent
ears without any disease dam-
age but some hybrids had mod-
erate to severe damages, which
significantly reduced the grain
quality.”

Xue said producers can also
alter their seeding rate accord-
ing to irrigation level. As a gen-
eral rule, seeding rate increases
as irrigation and yield potential
increases. However, determin-
ing an optimum seeding rate can
save on seed cost while maxi-
mizing the yield potential.

“We have evaluated interac-
tions of hybrids and seeding rate
at multiple irrigation levels,” he
said. “The seeding rate ranged
from 26,000 to 56,000 seeds
per acre in our trials. At full ir-
rigation level in some hybrids,
corn yield increased as seeding
rate increased initially, but yield
did not increase further at seed-
ing rates higher than 38,000 to
44,000 seeds per acre, depend-
ing on hybrids.”

Xue said the current seeding
rate used in AgrilLife Exten-
sion’s corn variety trial at Dal-
hart and Dumas is 32,000 seeds
per acre.

He said a 2015 Pioneer survey
regarding seeding rate on corn
acres in the U.S. and Canada
showed 66 percent of corn acre-
age 1s now planted at 30,000-
36,000 seeds per acre and only
10 percent is planted at more
than 36,000 seeds per acre.

“Based on the literature and
our trial results, I would say the
40,000 seeds per acre or less
would be sufficient for corn in
the Texas Panhandle if your
yield target is about 250 bushels
per acre,” Xue said.

The Edison Electric Institute
(EEI) today presented Xcel
Energy with the association’s
“Emergency Recovery Award”
for its outstanding power resto-
ration efforts after Winter Storm
Goliath hit New Mexico and
Texas in December 2015.

The award is presented twice
annually to EEI member compa-
nies to recognize their extraordi-
nary efforts to restore power to
customers after service disrup-
tions caused by severe weather
conditions or other natural
events. The winners were chosen
by a panel of judges follow-
ing an international nomination
process, and the awards were
presented during EEI’s Annual
Convention in Chicago.

Beginning on December 26,
Winter Storm Goliath impacted
Xcel Energy’s New Mexico and
Texas service area. White-out
conditions, wind chills below
zero and sustained winds up to
80 miles per hour swept through
the region.

30 in the face of challenging
conditions.
