Each 8th 
grader had an iPad that they 
took home with them every 
night. The iPads have im-
proved productivity in the 
classroom, teacher/student 
relationships, and student 
initiative. 

On April 7, 2016 the Fri-
ona ISD School Board ap-
proved the 1:1 program to 
move forward. Next year 
every student in grades 6-9 
will have an iPad mini de-
vice.

iPads aprobados 
para Secundaria 

Can the State Afford Tax Reduction?

Last year, the Texas Legislature 
passed the largest budget in state his-
tory, but still had more than enough 
money set aside in surplus accounts 
to accommodate for worst case sce-
narios. But that budget was based on 
an oil price of $49 a barrel, a price 
that has since plummeted, rising 
only recently to around $40 a barrel. 
With the drop in oil prices and the 
potential for the state to have to pay 
out billions of dollars in response to 
court rulings, it is almost certain that 
lawmakers will have less money than 
they expected or will need. Though  

Texas Comptroller Glenn Hegar says 
that Texas' economy is continuing to 
function, and function well, the state 
is facing economic difficulties. 

During the 2015 Session, the Tex-
as Legislature proposed an increase 
in the State Mandated Homestead 
Exemption from $15,000 to $25,000. 
The Constitutional amendment was 
approved in November and dropped 
approximately $1.2 billion from the 
state's budget for the biennium. It's 
safe to say that Texas lawmakers 
should have had a more comprehen-
sive grasp on what the state could  

afford before granting the tax reduc-
tion, but what's done is done. The is-
sue now at hand is how the increase 
in the State Mandated Homestead 
Exemption plays out across the state. 

Interestingly enough, the increase 
in the State Mandated Homestead 
Exemption only applies to property 
that is considered "owner-occupied." 
In order for a housing unit to be own-
er-occupied, the owner or co-owner 
must live in the unit. In Texas, a little 
more than 60% of occupied homes 
are owner-occupied and qualify for 
the increased exemption. From this  

data, it can be reasonably concluded 
that nearly 40% of properties, in-
cluding rentals of any kind, are not 
eligible for the exemption. In other 
words, 40% of Texas taxpayers will 
not benefit at all from the recent 
$10,000 increase in the SMHE. 

In taking this $1.2 billion off of the 
table, the State Legislature crafted 
a tax reduction that excludes many 
Texas homes and businesses. Be-
cause these other taxpayers aren't 
benefitting from the increase in the 
exemption, they end up paying more 
than their fair share. If the state felt  

that a tax reduction was the route 
to take, reducing tax rates for all 
property owners would be a far bet-
ter approach. However, it's unclear 
whether it was advisable to grant the 
tax cut at all, considering that it only 
favors eligible homeowners $10.67/ 
month and has the potential to cost 
the state so much more. If worse 
comes to worst, Texas may have to 
dip into its rainy day fund to cover 
these potential costs. The whole sce-
nario could have been avoided by 
holding off on the tax cut until the 
bills were paid.

I have noted in other stories that we have a little Chihuahua named 
Buster. He is a great little dog. One of his favorite past times is to 
watch us eat. He sits quietly nearby the table with some anticipation 
that something might fall. Dogs don't pray, but I am pretty sure he 
hopes it is not broccoli that falls. He learned this trick of waiting 
from my grandparents. I learned as a kid what happens at Pop and 
Grams usually stays at Pop and Grams. Buster, however, didn't real-
ize that so when at our house he loves waiting at the table or even 
better prancing his way with you to the trash, because that is prime 
opportunity. He brims with anticipation. Sometimes there is some-
thing, sometimes not, but he is undeterred and every time he waits. 

I like a dog to eat dog food, but I am also a softy sometimes be-
cause he is respectful in his waiting. I shared this in a sermon last 
week what I just described. Buster waits, whether a yes or a no he 
waits. I had to ask myself, do I wait with such great anticipation at 
my Master's feet? Can I hardly wait to step into His Word to find 
my feast? 

There is a lady in Matthew 15. She is not even a Jew, but a Ca-
naanite woman, who approaches Jesus with a request regarding her 
daughter oppressed by a demon. Her request appears to be ignored, 
but Jesus is not ignoring, he is teaching his apostles. Finally, He 
says, "It is not right to take the children's bread and throw it to the 
dogs." (v.27) Her response garners admiration by our Lord as she 
says, "Yes, Lord, yet even the dogs eat the crumbs that fall from the 
master's table." Great was her faith. 

As we start the fifth month of 2016 my challenge for you is to 
find again the great anticipation for what the Lord has to offer, to 
wait patiently, yet eagerly, trusting God will give you what you need 
for today. Sometimes He may say "yes" and other times "no" or 
"not yet" But always remember He hears, He cares and is faithful 
to give. 

Yes even a Chihuahua can teach me a lesson if I will listen. 

I don't listen to much news, especially about politics. It seems 
we get more opinions than news. Since everyone has an opinion, 
but no one really knows what is going to happen, I choose to pray 
rather than listen and get upset. 

With that said, I don't know all the details about the controversy 
over transgenders using whichever bathroom they feel like us-
ing. What a slap in God's face that this conversation is even being 
held in the United States of America, a nation founded on Judeo-
Christian beliefs. God created each of us, male or female, for His 
purposes. God does not ever make a mistake, so I do not know why 
people cannot be satisfied with the person He created them to be! 

Human sexuality and the desire for privacy goes back to Genesis 
3 when Adam and Eve ate from the tree of knowledge of good 
and evil. Verses 7-8 say, "At that moment, their eyes were opened, 
and they suddenly felt shame at their nakedness. So they strung 
fig leaves together around their hips to cover themselves." Genesis 
9:21-27 tells us that Noah's youngest son Ham found him naked,

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Xcel Energy ready for spring storms 
Spring storms bring needed 

rain to Xcel Energy's Texas 
and New Mexico communi-
ties, but also an increased 
chance of power outages and 
property damage. A basic un-
derstanding of the region's 
power grid and the ways in 
which Xccl Energy keeps it 
working can be beneficial to 
customers who might be af-
fected by an outage. 

"We enjoy extremely high 
reliability on our system, 
but when we do experience 
a power outage, we have a 
finely tuned process that en-
sures customers won't be in-
convenienced for long," said 
David Hudson, president of 
Southwestern Public Service 
Company, an Xcel Energy 
company. "With each passing 
year we gain more knowledge 
of ways to prevent outages, 
and we employ more effective 
response processes when they 
do occur." 

Xcel Energy routinely stag-
es employees and supplies in 
key locations ahead of storms 
when possible, and has in-
vested hundreds of millions 
of dollars in upgraded power 
systems in the past five years 
to improve reliability and pro-
vide more options to reroute 
power on the expanded net-
work, Hudson said. 

In the event of a power out-
age, customers should report 
their outage online at xcele-
nergy.com or call 1-800-895-
1999. Xcel Energy relies on 
customer reports to determine 
what equipment is out of ser-
vice. The information is trans-
mitted to a central dispatch-
ing center, where automated 
reports assist dispatchers in 
determining the scope of the 
outage based on the number 
and location of reported out-
ages. Dispatchers then radio 
line and service personnel to 
initiate a restoration process. 

Hudson said Xcel Energy 
customers understand that 
storms can cause outages, but  

the outage is long in duration. 
That is why the company now 
posts outage locations and es-
timated restoration times on 
the Xcel Energy outage map 
found at xcelenergy.com. The 
estimates are based on the 
amount of time it should take 
to restore an outage given the 
equipment that is out of ser-
vice. Customers may also 
opt to receive emails, texts or 
phone calls with updated out-
age information by going to 
"My Account" at xcelenergy. 
com or by calling 1-800-895-
4999. 

Outages affect different 
parts of the system, and some 
can take longer to restore 
based on the origin. Some 
common types of outages in-
clude: 

',Transmission Line - The 
high voltage network is made 
up of transmission lines that 
move power from generat-
ing plants to large concentra-
tions of customers, such as 
towns or industrial areas. A 
transmission outage can affect 
thousands of customers, who 
can be restored quickly when 
the fault is cleared or when 
power is rerouted around the 
fault. 

-Substation - The trans-
mission network feeds into 
substations where voltage is 
stepped down to a distribution 
voltage and sent over the lines 
that run along major roads 
and up and up down alleys. 
An equipment malfunction 
in a substation can also affect 
a large number of custom-
ers, but power can often be 
rerouted around the disabled 
substation and power restored 
to affected customers even be-
fore the substation repairs are 
made. 

•Distribution Feeders and 
Taps - Distribution lines are 
broken into feeder lines and 
tap lines. A feeder line sup-
plies power onto multiple tap 
lines. Feeder outages can also 
affect a thousand or more cus- 

to 400 customers. When out-
ages occur on the feeder and 
tap lines, linemen are first dis-
patched to patrol the lines to 
check for faults or damage. If 
the line is clear, a breaker can 
be closed back to start the flow 
of power again. If damage is 
found, the damaged area can 
be isolated through switches 
and power can be rerouted 
into the area from another di-
rection to restore the bulk of 
the affected customers. 

-Transformer and Service 
Level - Outages that occur at 
the transformer or service line 
level affect smaller numbers 
of customers. Overhead trans-
formers are bucket-shaped 
devices mounted on a pole 
and typically serve 10 to 12 
customers. Service line out-
ages are generally caused by 
impacts to the overhead line 
running from the alley to the 
customer's meter box. If a 
storm affects a large number 
of transformers and service 
lines, the restoration can take 
longer since service person-
nel have to make many stops 
to get everyone back into ser-
vice. 

Hudson pointed out that 
outages caused by spring 
storms can also present haz-
ards to Xcel Energy employ-
ees and the public. Custom-
ers should be aware of their 
surroundings at all times, and 
assume that any downed lines 
are energized. Electricity is 
extremely hazardous if not 
handled properly by a trained 
professional. Never touch 
any electrical power line or 
device. Also, be safe when 
digging by calling 811. Xcel 
Energy service personnel will 
locate underground lines and 
mark where it's unsafe to dig. 

Downed lines should be re-
ported to Xcel Energy by call-
ing 1-800-895-1999.

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AgriLife experts give tips on protecting from Zika 
By Paul Schattenberg 

Texas A&M AgriLife Extension Service en-
tomologists are informing Texans on how to 
protect themselves from the mosquito vectors 
that spread Zika and other diseases. 

"The ongoing outbreak of the Zika virus 
has spread throughout most of South America, 
Central America and the Caribbean," said Son-
ja Swiger, AgriLife Extension entomologist, 
Stephenville. "The effects this virus will have 
on the United States are not entirely known, but 
experts are concerned about the possibilities." 

According to health officials, more than 
350 travel-associated cases of Zika have been 
confirmed in the U.S., with 27 to date being in 
Texas. All of these cases occurred when the af-
fected individual traveled to an endemic loca-
tion and was bitten by an infected mosquito. 

"The primary means of contracting Zika vi-
rus is through the bite of an infected mosquito, 
but it can also be transmitted sexually through 
semen," Swiger noted. 

The Centers for Disease Control and Preven-
tion officially confirmed Zika virus as the cause 
of the increased cases of microcephaly in new-
borns that have been occurring in Brazil and 
other countries since fall 2015. 

"Microcephaly is a condition affecting un-
born children where the baby's head is much 
smaller than expected," said Swiger, who re-
cently coordinated the North Texas Mosquito 
Education Conference in Grapevine and is con-
ducting workshops throughout Texas. 

"This occurs due to the decreased develop-
ment of the baby's brain while infected with the 
virus. Microcephaly can occur under other con-
ditions but a significant increase of cases has 
been seen in Brazil since fall of 2015 and new 
cases are now being reported in Colombia." 

Swiger said the CDC is instructing pregnant 
women or women who plan to become preg-
nant to not travel to endemic outbreak areas at 
this time. The CDC's website also has tips for 
men who plan to visit endemic areas at http:// 
wwwnc.cdc.gov/traveUpage/zika-travel-infor-
mation. 

"Thus far, Zika is not here in the Texas mos-
quito populations, but what the future holds for 
Zika in the U.S. is not entirely known," Swiger 
said. 

Previous diseases have entered the U.S. by 
means of travelers bringing them in, but have 
failed to infect the local mosquito populations 
long term, she said. 

"The Aedes aegypti mosquito is the main 
vector of the Zika virus, as well as dengue and 
chikungunya," said Molly Keck, AgriLife Ex-
tension entomologist, Bexar County. Keck re-
cently presented mosquito education pp grams 
in Bexar, Comal and Atascosa counties. 

"Health professionals have established a 
strong connection between the Zika virus and 
Guillain-Barre syndrome and microcephaly, as 
well as an autoimmune disease with neurologi-
cal symptoms similar to multiple sclerosis," 
Keck said. "And while media reports tend to 
emphasize the risk to pregnant women, the 
virus holds potential dangers for people of all 
ages." 

Houston, Dallas, San Antonio and Browns-
ville have been identified by the National Cen-
ter for Atmospheric Research as some of the 
highest-risk cities in Texas for Zika. According 
to public health officials, if it does enter Texas 
it will likely begin as small "pockets" of locally 
acquired human cases that are the result of in-
fected travelers returning from countries where 
the disease is endemic. 

"Currently the chances are slim for anyone 
in Texas to get a disease such as Zika or chi-
kungunya, but there is a possibility these could 
become endemic through transmission by the 
Aedes aegypti, which is prevalent in this state," 
Keck said. 

She explained chikungunya was recently 
brought to the U.S. by travelers returning from 
places where the disease is endemic. Its symp-
toms include fever and joint pain, headache, 
muscle pain and swelling. 

Keck also noted the hundreds of cases of 
another mosquito-borne disease — West Nile 
virus — in Texas during recent years. Accord-
ing to the Centers for Disease Control and Pre-
vention, in 2013 there were 183 human cases 
of West Nile in Texas. In 2014, there were 379 
cases, and in 2015 there were 252 cases. 

"The common denominator in each of these 
diseases is there is a mosquito vector that trans-
mits them," she said. 

Both Keck and Swiger said the best means to 
defend against any mosquito-borne illness is to 
eliminate the vector or, if that is not possible, to 
defend against it using what they call the "four 
Ds." 

The Ds are to dress in long, loose-fitting, 
light-colored pants and shirts; drain any stand-
ing water from containers, ponds, tires, gutters, 
etc. around the home; reduce outdoor activity 
during dusk and dawn; and defend using a U.S. 
Environmental Protection Agency or CDC-ap-
proved insect repellent. 

Keck recommended homeowners "attack 
the mosquitoes at the larval stage" by remov-
ing standing water and using mosquito dunks 
in areas where they might breed. 

"Homeowners should apply their efforts to 
draining and removing the items that might 
make for ac  pod mosquito 'ceding ground 
and/or putting thbsquito dunks into any pools 

of standing or stagnant water," she said. "A 
mosquito dunk is a small, brown donut-looking 
object that floats on water and slowly dissolves, 
releasing a bacterium that kills mosquito lar-
vae." 

Keck said generally it's a waste of time, 
money and effort for the average homeowner 
to try and control mosquitoes at the adult stage.

Question: What are the limits on what I can 
own to be eligible for Supplemental Security In-
come (SSI)? 

Answer: SSI provides payments for people 
with limited income and resources. We count 
real estate, bank accounts, cash, stocks, and 
bonds toward the limits on what you can own 
and still receive SSI.

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4-H center offers variety of summer camps

The Texas 4-H Conference Center in Brown-
wood has released its 2016 summer program 
schedule. 

The center, which is owned by the Texas 
A&M AgriLife Extension Service, is at 5600 
Farm-to-Market Road 3021 near Brownwood. 
It is located on 78 acres on the western side of 
Lake Brownwood and features walking trails, 
basketball, volleyball and tennis courts, a 
swimming pool. rope course and other ameni-
ties. 

"We have programs ranging from our Ho-
rizons camp, a Mission Possible camp for 
disabled youth to county camps, Prime Time 
Camps and camps for sports like shooting and 
fishing," said Jenny Wilder, program coordina-
tor for the center. "We try and design our camps 
to address a variety of youth interests and to be 
inclusive so as many young people as possible 
can share in the 4-H experience." 

She said some of the camps are open to youth 
in specific grades, while most are open to youth 
from ages 8-18. 

Wilder said enrollment is based on grade 
completed in spring 2016 and 4-H membership 
is not required for camp participation. 

"There is a discount for camp registration by 
June 14," she said. "A deposit of only $25 will 
hold the spot for a camp, and final payment will 
be due on June 14." 

Wilder said two of the newer camps include 
the Prime Time Xtreme and Beginner Shooting 
Sports camps. 

"Prime Time Xtreme is in its second year and 
:will feature an advanced challenge course, vet 
:science and wildlife sessions," she said. "We 
-will also be playing knockerball soccer this 
year. 

"In the Beginner Shooting Sports camps, 
coaches will teach safety as well as accuracy. 
Kids will alternate between educational ses-
sions about shooting and traditional camp 
activities such as kayaking and our challenge 
course." 

Wilder said both Prime Time Xtreme and 
Beginner Shooting Sports camps include team 
challenges and an evening dance.
