The Veterans among us... 
Recently I sat among several 

other patients in a doctor's wait-
ing room. In the group, just by 
chance, were two veterans ac-
companied by various family 
members. One, a WWII veteran, 
wore a cap stating that he was a 
WWII army veteran and a recipi-
ent of a Purple Heart. Another 
had on a cap that stated he had 
flown to Washington, DC on the 
Texas honor flight. Evidently the 

victim of long term military re-
lated disability, he also had on a 
camouflage jacket with the MIA/ 
POW insignia and patch signi-
fying that he was a member of 
the Amarillo chapter of Vietnam 
veterans.

Coach Daniel Rosales provided these stats from the 
game: Luis Trejo set the school record for most rushing yards in a game 
with 359 yards. The previous record was 312 yards by Eddy Garcia. The 
76 points was the second highest points scored in Friona football history. 
The record is 79 points set in 1934. 

Coach Rosales points out the Chiefs record of 4-6 is the most wins in 
seven seasons. Total points scored this season was 268, the most points 
scored since the 8-4 season in 2009. With 2,793 rushing yards, 1,066 pass-
ing yards, and a total of 3,809 offensive yards, it is the most offensive 
yards in each category in the past 7 seasons. 

Trejo scored 6 touchdowns on 32 carries. Marco Monreal, Salvador 
Santiago, Sergio Flores, and Joel Cigarroa also scored touchdowns. Mon-
real carried 15 times for 152 yards and Flores 10 times for 99 yards. Mon-
real completed 8 of 16 passes for 120 yards and one touchdown. Leading 
receiver Jonathan Hernandez caught 6 passes for 86 yards. 

For the season Trejo carried 152 times for 1,043 yards and 10 touch-
downs. Monreal carried 150 times for 707 yards and 10 touchdowns. 
Hernandez had 48 pass receptions for 654 yards and two touchdowns.

Since Nov. 7, 2000, fatalities resulting from motor 
vehicle crashes on Texas roadways have numbered 
55,578. The leading causes of fatalities continue to be 
failure to stay in one lane, alcohol and speed. 

To decrease the chances of roadway crashes and 
fatalities, TxDOT reminds drivers to: 

Buckle seatbelts — all passengers need to be buck-
led 

Pay attention — put phone away and avoid distrac-
tions 

Never drink and drive — drunk driving kills; get a 
sober ride home 

Drive the speed limit — always follow speed limits 
and drive slower speeds when weather or conditions 
warrant.
