CALLAHAN
OIL FIELDS

0f Producing Profit Are Being
Developed Daily Without
Brass Band Tootings

The new well of Moore and ssso-
ciates, on the Acker farm, east of
Cross Plains, ie a Callahan County
oil well and in addition to adding a
big page in the book of develop.
ments in the big oil field between
Cross Plaine and Pioneer, it adde
even a larger page to that of Calla
han County,

Until the discovery of thie well |
developments had seemed to always
extend to within & few hundred feet
of the Callahan County line snd
then the gods of destiny would
frown and the big pay either piach
out or the magic stream of wealth
bear away in another direction.

The Acker well was spudded in
back in the early daye of Spring,
when but few welle had been com-
pleted and structures were undefined,
snd its location heing some distsnce
west of other developments, it was
naturally looked upon a8 an impor-
tant test, and as the line of produc-
ers on the Teston lease kept coming
closer and closer the interest grew
until the owners were envied by
those whose property seemed less
fortunately situated.

[t wase at this stage of the game
that the owners' troubles began, and
when the well reached a depth of
about 800 feet a string of pipe was
lost that could not be recovered, so
the rig was skidded and the work
beguo over again,

The delay guve the welle drilling
to the east a big lead, and before
Moore bad reached the depth of the
pay, the West Bryson had come 1n
dry. The West Webb well proved a
very small producer and further
north, in line with the West Hryson
acd the Webb welle, stood the old
Atwood dry hole that bad been
drilled by A. G. Crabb. S

With the usual quick trend of
public opinion those who had envied
Moore his ownership of the Acker

& lease, produced their hammers and

spoke of the folly of completing the
hole, But with the courage born
of vision, Moore pressed on, stand-
ing his 12-hour shift with the other
workmen, until the pay was reached
and the oil was flowing 1into the
tanks.

It is now quite generally believed
that thie well is not on the west
edge of the Pioneer field, but is
rather on the eastern edge of a new
fold of that structure, ‘and tor thie
reason 18 perhaps the most impor-
tant comrpletion since the discovery
of the field.
