Notable Voting Record
For the first time since 1940. the American people 

turned out at the polls in numbers which suggested they 
understood what a great privilege and responsibility it is 
to vote.

‘ Almost complete figured show that close to 60.000,000 
Americana cast their ballots for President. That total ia 
roughly 80 per cent of the 75,000,000 who were registered, 
and some 62 per cent of the 97.000.000 eligible citizens.

Excellent as that showing was, however, it did not 
quite equal that of 1940, when 49.800,000 voted out of 
an eligible total of 79,400.900. In other words, taking 
into account the increased Ui. S. population since then, we 
did not go to the polls in quite the same proportion as in 
1940.

In some areas and localities, the turnout was far more 
spectacular than the national average Indicates; New 
York City, for example, got out 96 per cent of its regis­
tered vote, and the state as a whole sent 90 per cent of 
the registered total. In Virginia, around 88 per cent came
out, and in Maryland, about 82.• • •

If the percentage of eligible voters be taker! as the 
real test, w# still fall considerably short of many European 
countries on performance. But there are at least two 
factors which excuse us slightly in any cpmparisbn.

IVe have such frequently stiff obstacles as state-by- 
itate registration requirements, of which a year’s residence 
is usually the toughest feature. Being a highly mobile 
people in a land 8,500 miles wide, we always have a sub­
stantial number who simply cannot meet the residence test.

Secondly, we place no penalty on not voting, as some 
nations do. We leave it entirely to a voter’s pwn con­
science whether he will exercise his great opportunity 

“or not.
In the light of these things, the record of Nov. 4, 1952, 

was notable.

Too Effective To Neglect
ft’s an-old statistic that drivers, rather than their 

automobiles, cause most accidents. ’The experts agree 
the best way to reduce driver failures is to improve mo­
torists’ skill at the wheel. If you can catch them in the 
learning stage and teach them to drive in high school, so 
much the better.

High school training courses have proved their worth 
over two decades. Safety suthorities say a youngster thus 
trained usually is far more safety-minded than one who
learns from friends, or on his own.

' • •
But now the National Safety Council reports that the 

high school training program in the United States has 
reached a standstill. Schools already offering such courses 
haven’t cut down, but few new ones are being added. 
More than half of American high school youth is denied 
driver training under proper supervi.sion.

Since the effectiveness of this attack on motoring fa­
talities is well established, it ought not to be neglected. 
There are too few reasonably .sure methods of coping with 
what still i.s an increasing problem.
