Reds Hint Next Panmunjom
Meet May Write Truce Fate

MUNSAN —— The Commun-
ists said late PFriday night they
have “an important subject to dis-
cuss,” when Red and Allled truce
negotiators meet in a few hours in
s full-dress crisis session that may
determine the fate of an armistice.

This was the only hint of the
reason behind the Red request for
a meeting at 11 am. Saturday (8
p-m. Friday, C8T).

Speculation was that the nego-
tiators might approve final truce
details or that the Reds may pro-
test President Syngman Rhee's de-
fiant release of about 26000 anti-
Red Korean prisoners.

The Red comment came from the
Petping radio

The armistice draft appeared
ready for signature as soon as
Chinese, English and Korean trans-
lations are approved.

Observers Fear Trouble

Observers predicted Rhee's ar-
bitrary action probably would not
block signing of the truce, but they
| feared trouble later when the Al-
lies must account for and hand
over Red prisoners.

And there was the possibility
| Rhee could expand this first open
| revolt against the UN, upsetting
| the whole agreement.

Meanwhile, Rhee made public a
letter he wrote President Eisen-
hower Wednesday in which he ap-
parently rejected Eisenhower's of-
fer of economic and military aid
and a promise to negotiate a se-
curity pact if South Korea would
accept a truce.

Rhee pleaded with Eisenhower
to find some other answer than a
“death warrant” armistice.

“The UN is now putting pressure
on us ..., he sald, “and is join-
ing hands, it seems. with the ene-
my in this matter of armistice
terms.”

He accused the U. S. and the UN
of backing down on early war ob-
jectives of “a united, independent
and democratic Korea and the pun-
ishment of the aggressors.”

WASHINGTON—Now comes a period of from four
months to a year, waiting with fingers crossed to see if the
Korean armistice works out as hoped for.

to cooperate, or from a de-
liberate Communist attempt
to disrupt it.

One of the most discouraging as-
pects of the new armistice agree-
ment is that it offers no significant
change from the text of the original
Indian government's proposal. This
was said to have Communist China's
approval when it first was presented
|to the United Nations last Novem-
ber, and approved by the UN in De-
cember.

The Communists could have had
this good a deal six months ago, if
they really had wanted it. But with
their peculiar Oriental capacity for
dragging out negotiations almost be-
| yond the white man's power of en-

durance, they allowed all this time
| to elapse. Tens of thousands of
| United Nations casualties were sus-
tained while this infuriating busi-
| ness dragged on, and the Communist
casualties rose by hundreds of thou-
| sands.

But no one has any assurance that
this 90-day international cooling-off
period is going to work. It could be
another Communist trick, aimed
only at catching the UN forces off
guard. All during the armistice ne-
gotiations, the Communist forces
have built up their supplies and re-
serves north of the line. They're
ready for anything and obviously
capable of it.

That of course explains the atti-
tude of South Korean President
Rhee, his Washington ambassador,
Dr. You Chan Yang, and their gov-
ernment. It is almost impossible
not to have some sympathy for the
South Korean point of view, which
is that if Korea remains divided, the
Communists have won the war, For
both the United States and the
United Nations are on record that
Korea must be free and united.

Talking about trying to unite and
liberate Korea by peaceful, diplo-
matic means passes the buck to the
United Nations. After the Bermuda
Big Three conference of American,
British and French heads of state,
the United Nations again can take
up the Korean case.

In the 90 days that Communist
agents are trying to persuade the
POW's to go back behind what now
becomes a new cold war front, the
UN diplomats will be sweltering in
New York, trying to solve the larger,
international political issues.
