Texas Old Age Assistance,
This is the second of a series 

of questions th a t the peeple of 
Texas are asking. Orville S. 
Carpenter state pensiondircctor, 
answ ers them  frankly and to 
the point:

Q. How many people are ther8 
in Texas past the sge of 66 yeas?

A. 300.000.'
Definitely, if  Texas gave each 

one of these $30 a month.would 
the Federal government pay half 
of it?

A. No.
Q, If each of the 300,000 aa 

siatance, where would the mon­
ey come from te pay the bill?

A, It would come only from 
the taxpayers of Texra.

Q. Could wa pay everyone 
past 65 years of age $S0 per 
month if we desired and were 
willing todo so w ithoutthe mil­
lions that the Federal govern­
ment will contribute?

A, No, we could not because 
the Old Age Assistance Amend* 
ment to the Texas Constitution 
provide! tfor payments not to 
exceed $15 per month per person.

Q Then $15 per month would 
beall tha t we could pay If we 
gave everyone past 65 years of 
age assistance without the help 
of the Federal goverBn.ent?

A. Yes.

Italy Annexe! Ethiopia,
Defying the League
T UH'M rH A NTLY  and defiantly. Ben­

ito  MuatolinI form ally proclaimed 
the annexation  of conquered Ethiopia 
by Italy  and the restoration  of the 

Komun empire. As did 
D israeli In the case of 
India, he made his 
m onarch em|»eror of 
the African realm, and 
M arshal Ilndogllo waa 
appointed viceroy.

The duce did not 
know and apparently  
care  w hat the League 
o f .VatUini would think 
about th is Bwallowing 
of one of Its memhera 
by ano ther member. 
T he league council met 

In tieneva to deal w ith the queatlon and 
seemingly Intended merely to  con­
demn Ita ly 'i action and then ad­
journ  until June, when F rance's 
new leftist governm ent will be In 
power. F irst, h-v.ever. It decided, over 
the pro test o t Itaron l*oni[ieo Alois! of 
Italy , to keep th e  question on the 
a g e n d a ; and bei-iuiae Wolde Mariam, 
repreaenfatlve of E thiopia, was per­
m itted  to lake his sent a t  a cb«ed s it­
ting of th e  council, Ahital stalked out 
of th e  room. T his w as hla sta tem ent 
to the delegutc^a:

- I  have the honor to  declare th a t the 
Ita lian  delegation cannot adm it of the 
(iresence nt the council tab le  of the ao- 
called E thiopian delegate.

“T here  exists. Indeed, no sem hlaoce 
of organlzatiun of th e  Ethiopian sta te .

“The only sovereignty existing In 
E thiopia Is that o f Italy.

“ .Ml disenssion on the subjEK’t of the 
ItabeE rhlnplan  difference would, con­
sequently, have no objei't.

•'Therefore 1 timl m yself obliged to 
re fra in  from partic ipating  In the dls- 
cusvion."

-Mariam told the council the g reater 
p a rt of the country west of .\ddls 
.\baba rem ains free  and lnde|iendent 
nnd continues to defend Itself, and the 
council still considers th a t Enii>eror 
H alle -Selassie's governm ent Is In ex­
istence. For the present, apparently , 
there  will be no move to lift the sanc­
tions against Italy.

I’rlnie .Minister Baldwin of G reat 
Itrita ln  refnsi-d to  tell questioners In 
parliam en t w hat a ttitu d e  his govern­
m ent would take now In the m atte r of 
recognizing Ita lian  sovereignty over 
Ethiopia.

Four Navy Radio Men

formed of the rioting In the Ethio[iian 
capital and helping fight off bandits, 
a re  to be advanced In ra ting  for ou t­
standing conduct.

Landon Ticket Loses in 
California Primary

C .-U.IFOUMA'S ITeslilentlal Repub­
lican preference prim ary, eaiterly 

aw aited by the whole country, resulted 
In the defeat of the  Landon s la te  of 

delegates that was put 
forw ard by William U. 
H enrst and Governor 
•Merrium, with Lan- 
don's tacit consent. 
The w inning delegates, 
b a c k e d  by H erbert 
Hoover ond nominally 
pledged to  E arl W ar­
ren though unlnatruct- 
ed, curried  the s ta te  
by a m ajority  of about 
90,000. Mr. W arren an ­
nounced a t once th a t 

he released them from  th e ir pledge, to 
vote as they see fit In the contention .

This looked like a blow to Governor 
I.andon, and to  a certa in  extent It w as; 
hut his m anagers claim  a t least 18 of 
the delegates will go over to  the Kon- 
san on an  early  ballot. Moreover, many 
friends of Landon deprecated the fac t 
th a t H enrst w as supporting him, be­
lieving It would do him more harm  
than good; and they w ere glad to see 
him freed in port from  w hat they con­
sider an incubus.

D em ocrats voted alm ost solidly fo r 
Mr. Roosevelt. Upton {“ Epic") Sin­
c lair's  ticket received som ething over 
imi.lKM) votes, and th a t of John S. Me- 
Gronrty, Townsend plan suprairter, 
about half as many.

In South D akota a sla te  of nnln- 
structed  delegates favoring Lnndon 
won over a ticket pleilged to Senator 
Borah, though the m argin was slender.
