dollar was devalued under President
Roosevelt’s Instructions.

It seems impossible to attribure this
heavy and prolonged inflow to any sin-
gle cause. Immediately after devalu-
ation of the dollar, there was a steady
stream of yellow metal headed for the
United States which was due almost
entirely to a desire of American hold
ers of gold, temporarily stored ahroad,
to repatriate, it even In that case
there was a contributory factor to he
eonsidered.

Some health writers advise a certaln
percentage of alkaline to acid foods
but no such rule can be advised for
everybody; there are differences In
body bulld, In the amount of work
done, In the way a particular body
handles particalar foods.

London Bridge Situated

at Head of Navigation

London bridge is the first or farth-
est down of the bridges across the
Thames at London. It Is situated at
the head of navigation, about a half
mile above the Tower of London.

But the present London bridge Iis
not the one celebrated in the nursery
song, nor in the proverb to the effect
that “London bridge was made for
wise men to pass over and fools to
pass under.,” That famous old bridge,
which stood for more than 600 years,
was finally demolished wore than a
century ago.

The site has probably been the lo-
eation of a bridge from very early
times in London’s history, notes a writ-
er In the Cleveland Plain Dealer. But
the earliest bridge In this loecation s
not mentioned until the Eleventh cen-
tury. It was a wooden structure which
was destroyed by a storm and bhigh
tide November 16, 1001,

The first stone bridge, the famous
bridge spoken of above, was bulit be
tween 1176 and 1209 on a wooden foun-

dation, It eonsisted of 20 arches. The
rondway was 926 feet long, 60 feet
above the water and 40 feet wide.
Houses were bullt upon the bridge, and
In the course of time it became a con-
tinuous street with three openings on
each side of the river,

The bulldings on the bridge were
repeatedly devastated by fire, most
notably in the great fire of 1666. The
eleventh span from the Southwark end
formed a Jrawbridge flanked by a tow-
er bullt in 1426, and on top of which
were stuck the heads of persons exe
cuted for treason. All the superstruc
tures were removed in 1757, In 1832
the old bridge itself was torn down, the
new London bridge having been opened
the year before.

Disreputable Starling
Enemy of Jap Beetles

The aggressive European starling
may be an undesirable alien because
it befouls bulldings and parked auto-
moblles, but it is a first-class fighter
against the destructive Japanese
beetle, according' to the blological
survey, United States Department of
Agriculture,

Food-habit experts of the burean
have found the starling one of the
most effective of the bird enemies of
this pest of early ripening fruit, corn,
and truck crops. In one loeality 14
o of 23 starlings collected had fed
n’ Japanese beetles. In some In-
stances nearly all the birds' food was
from this source, In eertain Nmited
localities starlings are known te
have reduced the population of
grubs of the beetle from 100 per
squure foet to 5 or G

The starling, however, says the
blologleal survey, is only one of 17
bird species in whose stomachs Jap-
anese beetles are found., The other
birds are the ring necked pheasant,
hobwhite, kingbird, crested
fiycatcher, common erow, ecatbird,
brown thrasher, robin, wood thrush,
English sparrow, meadow lark, red-
