We Raised The Flag

The morning of November 11, 1943, started off as
usual; hot and humid! These were the days when we were
real short on food and sleep. For breakfast, a piece of
bacon maybe two inches long, half a tablespoon of
powdered eggs, half of a hard tack (about the size of and
looked like a ginger snap) and a third of a canteen cup of
coffee. This would be our big meal for the day, plus plenty
of coconuts to pick up off the ground to eat.

After breakfast we were just loafing around, these
island were now secure and all we had to do was build a
Navy base with no tools or supplies!

Mr. Murphy came up to us and said ‘““We just got word
that OI’ Bull (Admiral Halsey) is coming to see us today.
We have won this island with sweat, blood and human
lives. Looks like if any of you boys had any respect for the
men we have lost, you would see to it that our flag would
be flying when he gets here.’’

That’s all that was said, so Okie and me took my

machete and went back in the jungle and found a tree that
suited the purpose, cut it down and trimmed it up. Joe

Fincher got the flag--we don’t remember where or who
from, and we don’t remember how we attached it to the
tree flagpole--but we commented on the fact, ‘“‘Wish we
had a bugle and someone to play colors, ’’ or a record
player with the Star Spangled Banner to play.

I thought that it was a clear day that morning, but when
we looked up at the Ol’ Red, White and Blue, flying so
free, we had to wipe water out of our eyes. It was so good
as we sat down on a log to rest and watch the other fellows
as they would come out of the jungle into our little
clearing of a camp. They would be stooped, a little
hungry, sleepy and tired, but when they spotted Ol’ Glory
flying, they were able to stand a little straighter, give a
sharp salute, then wipe a tear out of their eyes.

That American flag that morning was everything that
we were not, but wanted to be. Up above the rot and filth
of the hot, steamy jungle floor, with rotten cocoanuts,
land crabs and centipedes. Its Red, White and Blue colors
were so fresh and bright and clean and free, flying above
with so much energy and life about it. That’s where God’s
children belong! That had to be the first American flag to
ever fly over these Treasury Islands, of the Northern
Solomons in the Southwest Pacific.

P.S.--There were no flag-burners in this bunch of men.

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Father, Grandfather Miss

Long-awaited Graduation

““I'have lost the two men in my
life who wanted this the most for
me.’”’

Those are the words that so
ironically describe the reality in
Vandra Milloy’s life and the
feelings she faced during
graduation ceremonies at Wayland
Baptist University Saturday
afternoon.

She has spent the past three
years earning her degree in
mathematics, something her
father, Van E. ‘““Huck’’ Nichols
and her grandfather, Robert
‘““Jack’’ Straw, wanted so badly
for her. Within the past three
months, she has lost them both.

Straw died in February at age
81. He had been a pharmacist and
operated Olton Pharmacy and also
was a past mayor of Olton. ‘‘He
called me every day to see how we
were doing,’’ said Mrs. Milloy.
‘““He never talked long. He would
just say, ‘How are you doing, and
how are the kids’?”’

‘“As we were growing up, he
would always say, ‘Sister, you
need to go to college’.”’

Mrs. Milloy’s father died last
Monday after a two-year battle
with cancer. Huck, as he was
known by his friends, had farmed
in Friona since 1954. He also was
part-owner of Friona Grain,
Friona Fertilizer Co. and Friona
Fuel Co.

““Dad always said that I would
never get my degree once I had
started my family,’’ Mrs. Milloy
recalls. ‘““But they had both taught
me to keep my eye on the goal I
had set and to finish things I had
started,’’ said Mrs. Milloy. ““It was

Magazines Should Stick To
Rating Mutual Funds

Polls and ratings are an almost
sure way to increase magazine
sales, but readers can easily be
misled if they take them too
seriously.

Consider, for example, Forbes
magazine’s Annual Fund Ratings.
Each year readers anxiously wait
to see if their favorite mutual fund
made the winner’s circle.

Forbes’ most-recent honor roll
was particularly disturbing, not
because a favorite fund was
omitted, but rather because the
magazine disqualified an entire
mutual-fund management group
to introduce a new rating system
that includes only single-manager
funds.

That means that regardless of
how outstanding or consistent the
performance of any fund, if the
spotlight is shared by more than
one manager, that fund cannot
earn a trophy.

Forbes admitted they had
snubbed an entire group of
‘““excellent funds’’ (which they
named) simply because their funds
are not managed by a single star.
Then they admitted that their top
pick probably would lose its luster
if the manager pursued other

career opportunities, What are
they rating, a mutual fund or an

individual?

One of the management groups
excluded from the honor roll in
favor of the best one-person acts
has been on the honor roll every
year since its inception. In fact, the
group would have had more entries
on the honor roll this year than any
other fund group.

Funds managed by this group
met or exceeded Forbes’ two most
important criteria for evaluating
mutual-fund performance:
efficiency and total return. Over
meaningful periods of time--10
years or more--every single one of
the common stock funds managed
by this organization outperformed
the U.S. market as a whole. That’s
consistency you can take to the
bank.

But none of these funds are
managed by a single person.
Portions of each fund’s assets are
assigned to different individuals
who manage those assets as if they
were an entire fund. This provides
added protection should one of the
individuals have an off year.

Mutual-fund rankings can be
fun to read. However, as you can
see, there’s a danger in taking them
too seriously.
