Eudies narrowest esrn|i* from 
death, he says, came as the result of 
hls having for a tender In the turnt 
from which he was working, an In­
experienced youngster.

When the pressure fnllg 
l>elow 2.V) pounds that flask la shut 
off and I he other one turned on. Kadie 
had gone down to do a certain piece 
of work. He soon noticed that he 
tvus getting less air than he needed. 
He signaled for more hut got no re­
sponse. Again and again he signaled 
and. realizing that the air In hls hel­
met wns getting foul very fast, he 
decided It was time to go up. So he 
signaled that he was coming op and
got a reply. lint th* grectihorn and 
two etvvnnn employees who were tn
the boat with hltn didn't pull up. so 
he signaled ngnln. Finally, after sev­
eral agonizing minutes during which 
he almost lost consciousness, he was 
pulled up. It was fifteen minutes be 
fore he could speak, then he found 
out what had been the trouble Hls 
tender had not been watching the 
gauge on the first flask and did not 
see that the air In It was completely 
used up. so the master diver hsd 
l>een suffocating with a full unused 
flask of air In the boat!

The high spot In Tom Kndle'a ca­
reer came In December, isr_“7, when 
the sntimyriue S-4 waa rammed by the 
1‘aulding and sank to the bottom. It 
waa Kadie who went down and hy 
tapping with a hammer on the side of 
the sunken sub, received the signals 
from the trupped men which told that 
there were still some survivors of the 
accident In the torpedo room The 
story of the battle against the Icy 
water and the heavy sea to save the 
lives of the trapped men Is fartill 
Inr to most Americans Hut not all 
know of the heroic deed of Tom

Rule to Keep to Right
Often Broken by Drivers

"Keep to the right,” Is the first rule 
tn all tralllc laws, but according to 
Karle Brown, chief of the Minnesota 
state truffle patrol, this rule Is broken 
by more people than any other and 
failure to observe this rule Is respon­
sible for a very large percentage of 
highway accidents.

Kcports by the state truffle patrol­
men show thut violation of the "keep 
to the right” rule Is very general, and 
they have spent a large portion of 
their time cautioning driver* and call­
ing attention to the danger In break­
ing this rule.

“The tendency o f a large number 
of drivers Is to hug the center of the 
road, but on tlat<» liluliwuy* t*»l« U both 
dangerous and unnecessary." Mr. 
Brown says, "tin the old typ# 18-foot 
pavements. If you drove with your left 
wheelr two feet outside the center 
line, you still have two feet between 
your right wheels and the outer edge 
of the concrete. On the 211-foot pave­
ments and the gravel roads you have 
still more room.

“ Where there Is no traffic approach­
ing, It may seem harmless to drive In 
the middle of the road, but It Is Just 
as easy to keep to the right. It Is a 
good habit to acquire. If your right 
wheels should get outside the pave

ment or the gravel, nothing serious 
will happen, but If you go over the 
renter line and meet some one who Is 
doing the sntue filing, an accident Is 
Inevitable. If drivers will keep to the 
right except when .passing other cars, 
not pass cars unless the left side Is 
free from oncoming cars for a safe 
distance ahead, and not pass curs on 
turns, at crossings, on the crest of a 
hill, or other places where the view 
Is obstructed, half of our highway ac­
cidents could he avoided.”

Only a few arrests have been made 
by the state patrolmen since they went 
on the road. Driving without license 
plates, driving with licenses covered 
hy lnt'KKBV *»r bu m pers , p a rk in g  im  
pavements, failure to stop at urterial 
highways, and driving with loads 
whirl) exceed the slxe limits fixed by 
law. are among violations frequently 
encountered, hut so fur no urresls 
have been made for any such offenses.

Light men make np the ttrst squad 
of state patrolmen and the full quota 
of 81 allowed by law will not he 
reached until next spring. The men 
will alternate their time between 
highways In various parts of the state. 
All wear uniforms of datk gray whip­
cord and carry revolvers. Besides the 
regular truffle officers Insignia they

have the wfirds “ Minnesota fllghwny- 
State I'atroT* In IXrge yellow letters 
on the right shoulder

The law-abiding driver who com­
mits a minor Infraction of the traffic 
law need have no four when he secs 
one of these men pull up beside him, 
according to Mr. Brown. They nre on 
the road to help him travel safely, and 
not to make trouble for him. Arrests 
will he made only for serious delib­
erate violations of the truffle acL
