Cultivated Grass 
Big Money Maker
Cotton and grain sorghums 

are major money makers ln the 
Texas Panhandle but a third 
commodity looms on the horizon 
whose possibilities are just now 
being explored.

That commodity Is cultivated 
gross.

A few farmers have been reap­
ing large profits from grass as 
a seed crop. Indian grass grown 
on a farm near Morton produced 
12,500 pounds of seed on 14 acres 
which sold for $1.25 a pound in
1955.

Two acres of Blackwell switch 
grass ln Hockley country thresh­
ed 400 pounds of seed at $1.25 
per pound, grossing $250 art acre.

These, and other trial plots, 
point up the fact that grasses 
may soon become an important 
part of every crop rotation. Al­
though tin' price of $1.25 per 
pound will not hold up long with 
successive good crops, those few 
far sighted farmers gambled on- 
grass and It paid off handsome­
ly.

In spite of the high prices, the 
growers had no trouble selling 
all the seed raised. From a total 
of around 800 acres ln grass seed 
production ln the Panhandle ln
1956, the acreage Is expected to 
increase by leaps and bounds.

Most growers agree that the 
price of seed will nosedive after

over-grazed rangeland can run 
as high os $15 per acre. For 
many ranchers today, this cost 
Is prohibitive. Cheaper seed of 
good quality will be ln even 
greater demand than at current 
price levels.

Some growers have proved 
that gross will fit into money­
making rotations. A farmer may 
grow a seed crop and get sev­
eral months grazing as well. He 
can graze the grass-In summer, 
pull o ff the livestock and make 
a seed crop. Or he can make a 
crop, water heavily and have 
grazing all through the winter.

Most plots of grass were ln 
the irrigated sections o f the 
high plains. The growers plant 
the grass seed in a small ridge, 
cover Is very shallow and irri­
gate. Previously, planting ln the 
bottom o f the furrows prayed 
only moderately successful since 
even light rains would wash the 
dirt and bury the seed too deep.

Grass farming is sound, pro­
fitable, and will bring the soil 
back to its original fertility. The 
days o f fabulous profits may be 
numbered but the prediction Is 
that grass will spread year by 
year over many parts of the 
country as a money crop.

SANATORIUM—Help Is need­

ed In the area served by Me- 
Knight State Tuberculosis Hos­
pital to provide an adequate 
Christmas for the 550 patients 
there who will spend the yule 
season In the hospital.

Volunteers In the area provide 
a Christmas gift shop which al­
lows patients to do their shopp­
ing and mailing tree of charge. 
The shop will be conducted Dec. 
2-4 this year so that gifts from 
patients to their families will 
have time to reach their desti­
nations.

Now In Its fourth year the 
year the Christmas gift shop has 
done more than provide gifts tor 
patients and their families. It 
has cut the number o f patients 
leaving the hospital In Decem­
ber against medical advice from 
47 per cent o f discharges In 1054 
to 10 per cent In 1956.

By providing the patient with 
this privilege o f giving, he Is 
better able to accept hospitali­
zation during the Christmas sea­
son. No money changes hands In 
the shop, but patients are given 
gift certificates which they use 
In exchange for the merchandise 
they select.
