Motion of the machinery create* 
enough druft to cause fire to 
spread rapidly in the dry lint, tail 
fortunately carries it onward to­
ward the exit where the lint la 
baltsl rbu* preventing It from 
spreading In any oiher direction.

Mr Waddeli. realizing this fact, 
kept the mai-hlnery In motion until 
the burning cotton reuchi-d the 
pres*, where It was covered with 
ottier lint following umt tsmnd up 
in the halt- and dlwharged from 
the building where It could do no 
further damage than to destroy 
the hale.

While the origin of the fire is 
unknown one solution la that 
someone dr«>|ipt*t a match In a load 
of cotton uml the friction of the 
machinery Ignited it and set fire 
to the cotton.

Had It not hecu for ibe pres­
ence of mind of Mr Waddell in 
stopping the fire quickly, the loss 
of tlie gin would have resulted, 
which would have l***n a uilafor 
rune to all concerned.

OF PLANES’ POWER

1929 Reliability Cruise Won  
by Livingston.

Detroit—Forty plane* finished at 
Detroit u fi.OOO-mlle tour around the 
L'nlled State* and Into Cunada. Mens 
ured In the terms o f each plane's Bull 
vicinal Bight, this represents 40,000 
miles o f Hying accomplished without 
undue difficulty, under competitive con­
dition* nnd without a single serious 
accident.

This is one summary of the achieve­
ments of the Nutlonal Air Reliability 
Tour of 1020, which waa won hy John 
Livingston, o f Aurora, III., with a 
Whirlwind powered Waco biplane. 
These tour*, which were made annual 
aviation events before the period of 
spectacular flying started In 1927, have 
lo*t much o f their appeal ua sentlmen* 
tal flights and attract little public at 

. tvvirion.
1929 Tour Closely Watched.

This year, however, the tour w*a* 
closely followed In Wall Street and 
other centers where aviation project* 
have been undertaken. The tour.
wblrh l i  In no ***im«* h b|hh>iI content,
seeks a* far us possible to bring out 
such airplane characteristics a* quick 
take-off*, slow laudings and loud car­
rying. factors which airplanes In com­
mercial use must posse** If they are to 
roin|iete with the other machines of 
transportation.

From year to year the formula has 
been altered, mol, in the opinion of 
most aeronautical engineers. It Is not 
yel entirely ssilsfuctory. in support 
of this contention, it I* pointed out 
that both tint and svs-oml places this 
year went to a type of light iqteo-cork- 
pit plane, the bulldere or which tuuke 
no extraordinary claims In the matter 
of loud carrying.

Experts Minimize
Lightning Danger*

Although the danger of being struck 
by lightning Is grester lo the imtsoii 
flying In an alr|Hiine than to the per- 
aon standing away from tree* on the 
ground. It Is not a very serious risk 
In the view of wenlher criteria. Only 
shout one bolt of lightning out of ev 
ery one hundred reaches the ground, 
so the dutiger from lightning Is great 
ef In the upper air. Moot lightning 
flashes travel from one part to an 
other of the same cloud In a path ap 
proxlmafely parallel to the earth s 

| surface. The airplane may fly Into 
the path of such a lightning flash. In

PLANES WRECKED IN 
ARM Y’S LABORATORY

Teats at Wright Field Are 
Moat Searching.

Dayton, Ohio.— Propellers and en­
gines are whirled to destruction, 
planes are loaded until they col­
lapse, and models are subjected to 
wind blasts of more than 200 miles 
nn hour at" the army’s aeronautical 
laboratory.

The laboratory at Wright field near 
here will he completed In 18 mlntha 
at a cost of £1.500,000, but tests are 
now being made.

At the 4,500-aere field commanded 
by Brig. Gen. Benjamin D. Foulols la 
much elaborate and delicate equity-
men t.

Some of the most dnrlng feat* of 
aviation have been performed here In 
testing the strength and performance 
of airplanes submitted for govern­
ment use.

Among the most fascinating Instru­
ments of the laboratory are those for 
testing propellers, and the wind tun- 
neis in which technicians determine 
the atmospheric stress on planes.

Propellers are subjected to strains 
many times greater than those ex­
perienced In actual service. A B.OOO 
horse power electric motor whirls 
propollprs at terrlfle speeds and their 
roar may he heard In Dayton, live 
mile* awuy. Engineers observing the 
tests must wear heavy ear protectors.

In the Anal test propellers are 
tu ued ut such speed that they fly 
to pleees, burying parts In the walla 
of the heavily armored test room.

In two wind tunnels, one five fret 
In din meter and the other fourteen 
Inrhea, airplane models nre subjected 
to Must* of more than 2tkl miles nn 
hour. Delicate Instruments record 
the result

Even these tests do not remove the 
huxarda from new types and member* 
of the test section put the full slxe 
planes through ttrenuou* teats.

Laws cannot train 
man to he a better Judge of speed or 
distance and so long as Inadequate 
highway facilities exist car accidents 
will occur.

Fortunately, for most safe highway 
facilities there Is s dollars and rents 
Justification. Highway grude separa­
tions, whereby one road or street 
passes over another at Intersections, 
compensate for their cost where traf­
fic la heavy. Pedestrian tunnels, 
which permit foot traffic to pass safe­
ty and speedily under busy thorough­
fares, also are economically feasible. 
The same Is true of rnllroud crossing 
separations, of double-decked high 
ways, of wide streets and roads.

Airplane* Drop Tons 
Of Food During Flood

Army, Navy and Alabama Na­
tional Ouard airplanes delivered 
twenty five tons of supplies fur­
nished by the American Red 
Cross to flood refugees who werh 
completely rut off from any other 
aid, during the serious floods In 
four southeastern States early this 
spring.

The three services made an av­
erage of fifty flights a day, deliv­
ering medicine, food, clothing and 
blanket*: Most of the supplies
were nr®Sed to the refugees, who 
were t*Viuk»-d on hill tops and high 
ground, by the flood waters.

Naval aviators made a total of 
115 flights during the flood period, 
embracing 15.000 miles. Observa­
tion planes also reported by radio 
w here mnrooin tl refut ees rould be 
located, aud a i.iagntfieent program 
«.f co-operation with the Ued Cross 
relief forces was carried forward 
by all three aviation services.
