EARLIER THIS summer, Friona
librarian Darla Bracken approached
Ye Editor, pointing out the library's
emphasis on the Olympics. Her
visit reminded me that as a young
"cub reporter,” I had covered the
1960 Olympic Trials in Palo Alto,
California. Darla urged me to write
about this.

Less than a month into my first
newspaper job, there I was at
Stanford Stadium, watching Amer-
ica's top athletes try out for that
coveted spot on the Olympic team.

Some of the winners made
names for themselves. Others just
basked while enjoying their brief
claim to fame.

I've always been a pole vault
fan, and I particularly enjoyed
watching Don Bragg win the event
by clearing 15-0. At the Olympics,
Bragg set a new record with a jump
of 15-5. A sideline to this is the
fact that in the intervening years,
two Friona boys have cleared 15
feet. Andy Kendrick's top mark this
season, 15-3, would have won a
silver medal in the 1960 Olympics.

Bragg went on to make a movie
or two, in the role of "Tarzan."

Glen Davis won the 400-meter
hurdles, both in the trials and later
in Rome, setting a new Olympic
record. U.S. hurdlers placed 1-2-3.
Davis repeated his gold-medal
performance of 1956, when the
Olympics were in Australia.

Jumper Ralph Boston won the

long jump with a new Olympic rec-
ord of 26 feet, 7-3/4 record. It stood
until Bob Beamon topped 29 feet.
- Al Oerter won the discus throw
when we saw the meet at Palo
Alto. He and the other two
American qualifers went to Rome
and gave Uncle Sam another 1-2-3
sweep. Lee Calhoun had a fight on
his hands to win the U.S. trials in
the 110-meter hurdles. The two
who pushed him, Willie ' May and
Hayes Jones, did likewise in Rome,
and again the U.S. placed 1-2-3.

Wilma Rudolph was the "rising
star" for the U.S. Women's track
and field team. The long-legged
Tennessee star easily won her
qualifying events that we watched
on that clear California afternoon.

A couple of months later in the
Olympics at Rome, Miss Rudolph
easily won the 100-meter dash
(world record of 11.5), the 200-
meter dash in 24.0;, and then
anchored her team to victory in the
4x100 meter relay, where they set a
world record of 44.5.

In my mind's eye, I can still
picture Miss Rudolph, pulling
away from the field, especially in
the 200-meter race, winning by ten
yards. Tragedy struck down this
great U. S. athlete within the last
decade, when she was stricken by a
rare disease that claimed her life.

At the Olympic trials, we saw
high jumper John Thomas lead the
United States' contingent. He won
with a jump of seven feet. But in
the Olympics, two Russian
jumpers outdid Thomas, who had to
settle for third place.

One of my disappointments at
the trials was when Bobby Morrow,
the 1956 gold-medal winner in the
100-meter dash at Melbourne, had
to give way to younger sprinters.
Morrow, the Abilene Christian
flash, was the first to crack the ten-
second mark in his specialty.

We didn't get to watch the
boxing trials, as they were held
elsewhere. But when the Olympics
got underway, a promising young
black fighter established himself as
the favorite in his weight division.
He went undefeated at the
Olympics. His name was Cassius
Clay. You may know him better as
Muhammed Ali.

Eight years later, Pampa's Randy
Matson joined the small number of
Panhandle athletes who have won
an Olympic gold medal with his
win in the shot put. Matson threw
the iron ball almost 70 feet.

Speaking of area stars, the 1936
Olympics saw Joe Fortenberry,
“Who attended Happy High School,
pace the United States' gold medal
in the first Olympic basketball
competition. Fortenberry, the
brother of former Parmer County
Judge Paul Fortenberry, passed
away in 1993 at the age of 82.
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Hamilton.

Eight Friona Students and two
advisors recently attended the Future
Homemakers of America National
Leadership meeting in St. Louis,
Missouri.

The Friona Parliamentary
Procedure team qualified to
participate by placing first at the
Region I contest in March and
winning first at the state meeting in
April. Only the first place winners
from each state may compete.

In the Parliamentary Procedure
event, students work as a chapter
team to demonstrate working
knowledge of parliamentary law by
organizing and running an
FHA/HERO business meeting.

The event was evaluated on
such criteria as knowledge of
parliamentary  procedure,
demonstration of given abilities,
personal manner of all team
members and response to questions
of evaluators.

Friona students started early in
the school year to learn
parliamentary procedures and how
to set up a meeting. At contest
they draw two problems that must
be included in their meeting. They
then have a 15 minute planning
period to prepare for the contest.

The Friona team received gold
medals at a special recognition
session on Wednesday July 10.
Team members included president
Heather Martin, daughter of Mike
and Rita Martin, who will be a
senior at F.H.S.; vice president
Amanda Taylor, daughter of Jim
and Amelia Taylor, who will be a
college freshman.

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Cattlemen Report Success -
With Matua In 1995-96

Even in the midst of the recent
drought conditions in the plains
states region, cattlemen are
reporting some very impressive
success stories with Matua brome-
grass under irrigation. Interest in
Matua is still very high in spite of
the recent weather conditions,"
according to Keith Carmichael of
Cutting-Edge Agri Products--the
nation's largest seller of Matua.

"We've been surprised at the
number of inquiries this year, and

In every part of the country,
producers are finding that cattle
show a real preference for Matua
over other forages, including wheat,
and they perform well on it. A
producer near Lazbuddie reported
average fall gains of 2.89 1bs. per
day and one near Muleshoe recorded
3.2 Ibs. per day. "These were 'pay-
weights' from the producer,” says
Carmichael, "after all, those are the
only ones that matter anyway."

One feedlot manager polled,

who carefully monitors his grazing
system, reported 93,000 head days
on one circle (120 acres) during an
11 month period ending in October.
"I know they grazed it during
November to go completely around
the calendar," adds Carmichael.
"That would be well over 100,000
head-days for the year, and the cattle
averaged just over 2 Ibs. per day."
Just down the road on the edge
of Muleshoe, another producer
recorded 40,000 head-days during
the fall season on a newly planted
120 acre circle of Matua. In this
system, early spring growth was
chopped and bagged. Even though

because producers are beginning to
‘get a handle' on how to manage
this grass, we're seeing more large
plantings of 1000 acres or more,"
Carmichael commented.

Although beef prices are in a
relentless down cycle, a recent poll
done by Cutting-Edge found many
producers using Matua very
satisfied. Reasons given included:
performance of the cattle, cost of
gain, animal health and hay quality.
"Many producers are getting 40-45
cents per pound on the gain basis,"
says Carmichael, "and we nearly
always have a list of people
looking to put cattle on Matua."

the grass was completely "freeze-
dried" and literally "blew away" in
February, it was cut twice this
spring--yielding 14.4 tons at 62 per
cent moisture (5.5 ton DM).

Presently there are 855 head
weighing nearly 500 Ibs. grazing
on the system in 15 acre cells. The
cattle, which are "dry-lotted" each
evening and fed haylage, go to a
new cell every 1-2 days. In this
system, the producer is able to
maintain these numbers and the
same high quality forage "all the
way through." In this producer's
opinion, "management is the key"
to maintaining consumption and
animal performance.

In virtually every case,
producers grazing Matua have found
that some of it must be chopped or
hayed at some point in order to stay
ahead of its rapid spring growth and
maintain forage quality."

Even though Matua is a cool
season grass that can provide a lot
of "winter grazing" in some aras, it
continues to grow through the
summer months under irrigation.
Research done by Dr. Ed Houston
at the Texas A&M University Agri-
cultural Research and Extension
Center in San Angelo last summer,
shows Matua producing a ton per
acre every 30 days throughout June,
July and August with annual yield
of over 8000 1bs. per acre.

During a field day at the station
in October in which he presented
this data, Dr. Houston told the
group, "We're trying to be cautious,
but I have to admit, we're pretty
excited about the Matua."

Events this spring led Dr.
Houston to be even more optimis-
tic. A fall planting near the center
went completely dormant during the
winter--"It received absolutely no
water." Then on April 1, it revived-
-"every plant came back alive; I
don't believe there was a single
plant that didn't survive. I couldn't
believe it. Matua has passed its first
test with me, " he adds, "surviving
the summer and dry winter condi-
tions--I believe it deserves a good
look in this part of the country."

Some producers seem almost
relentless as they try to push this
New:Zealand brome to try:to find
what its limits are. One cattleman
near Plainview, Texas placed 450
head of cattle weighing 450 1bs. on
90 acres of spring planted Matua in
late May. "When we visited at the
Farm Show in October," recalls
Carmichael, "all but 90 head were
still on that circle. We sat down
and calculated that he was running
over 3000 Ibs. per acre through
July and August. We just haven't
recommended that, especially on
that new of a stand."

Producers were asked to
compare Matua to wheat pasture.
"The real difference,” states one
producer who chops and bags both
wheat and Matua, "is from June to
October. Matua just keeps on

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Friona Graduate Presents
Clyde W. Eby Lecture

Dr. Craig N. Coon presented
the twelfth annual Clyde W. Eby
Memorial lecture at North Carolina
State University, Raleigh, North
Carolina, on Monday, March 25.

His lecture, which is part of
the Poultry Science Enrichment
Series, was on "Amino Acid and
Uric Acid Metabolism in Poultry."
He is a professor in the Department
of Animal Science at the University
of Minnesota, St. Paul, Minnesota.

Dr. Coon graduated from
Friona High School in 1962 and is
the son of Mr. and Mrs. C. Nelson
Coon of Seminole and brother of
Rickey Coon of Seminole.

He leads a very broad based
program related to amino-acid
metabolism in broilers and layers.
He received his undergraduate
training in the Department of
Animal Science at Texas A&M
University in 1966, a M.S. degree
in plant physicology and
biochemistry in 1970 and his Ph.D.
in biochemistry and nutrition
in1973, also from Texas A&M.

After receiving his Ph.D., he
began his academic career as an
assistant professor at the University
of Maryland in 1973. In 1975, he
moved from Maryland to the
Department of Poultry Science at
Washington State University. He
was promoted to assistant professor
at WSU in 1980, prior to his move
in 1982 to the Animal Science
Department at the University of
Minnesota where he is currently
located, and promoted to the rank of
professor in 1990.

His research interests encom-
pass several major areas of poultry
nutrition including: (1) the effect of
the environment (temperature,
humidity, light and density) on
layer and broiler performance; (2)
feed evaluation: (a) laboratory
assays of pmtem quality measure-
ments, (b) amino acid availability,
(c) calcium solubility and its
relationship to poultry nutrition, (d)
phosphorus digestibility assays, and
(e) the improvement of the
nutritional quality of soybean
products through the removal of
oligosaccharide carbohydrates; (3)
amino acid metabolism and
requirements for broilers and layers;
(4) the effects of diet upon carcass
composition in broilers; and (5)
input/output data required for
developing nutrient requirements for
broilers and layers.

Dr. Coon and his students have
published widely based on their
research in these interest areas. To
date, he has published 66 refereed
journal papers, 75 conference and
symposium proceedings and 85
abstracts.

He has been involved in two

sabbaticals over the past nine years-
-one with Professor Morris at the
University of Reading to study
layer management and utilization
for the "Reading Model" for
determining economic requirements
of amino acids for poultry; and the
other with Dr. Jim McNab at the
Poultry Research Center in
Edinburgh to develop techniques for
digestibility assays and the
evaluation of differences in
determining amino acid and energy
availability by the Sibbald
procedure or the modified European
digestibility procedure.

Coon and Dr. McNab initiated
phosphorus digestibility research
during his 1991 sabbatical and since
that time, he and his Minnesota co-
workers have developed a 48-hour
assay for evaluating different
feedstuffs for phytate and non-
phytate phosphorus digestibility.

Dr. Coon is a national/
international research leader/speaker
in the areas of environmental affects
upon layer production and nutrient
requirements and feed evaluation
through the department of improved
methodology. He and his co-
workers have helped develop the
new and improved .002% pepsin
nitrogen solubility in vitro assay
compared with the standard AOAC
2% pepsin procedure for evaluating
protein quality of animal protein
foodstuffs. He has also been an
international leader in developing in
vitro calcium solubility procedures
and in promoting the use of feed
formulation based on a solubility
system.

His laboratory recently dis-
covered the advantages of removing
oligosaccharides from soybeans for
improving the nutritional value of
the meal. His lab is currently
working on new methods of
extracting carbohydrates from
soybeans and his research on amino
acid and uric acid metabolism has
evolved over a 25 year period and
has been primarily directed toward
understanding  enzymatic and
metabolite differences in various
tissues of poultry compared to
mammalian species, especially how
poultry are capable of syn-
chronizing amino acid metabolism
to best correlate with changes in
uric acid production.

Dr. Coon has received over two
million dollars in extramural gifts
and grants to support his nutrution
work over the past ten years. He
was the recipient of the American
Feed Industry Association's
Nutrition Research Award from the
Poultry Science Association in
1994.

Staring straight ahead, we can see only a
small part of the world around us.
Fortunately, our eyes reach further and,
without quite noticing it, we are able to
remain aware of what's gomg on around us. |
Say, if you will, that we "see out of the corners of our eyes"--
achieving side vision without turning our heads from side to side,
while still focusing ahead.

It's side vision--even unconsciously--that speeds our response
time, that enables us to cross streets safely, ride a bicycle, drive a car
or participate in sports.

Vision problems in one eye may limit the peripheral vision on
that side. Retinal damage and the onset or progression of glaucoma
can also affect side vision. Your regular optometric examination
includes a test of your peripheral vision, noting how well you can see
to the left and right without turning your head or eyes. Of course, any
change of vision suggests an eye exam, t00.
