John Marshall Harlan, who recently
celebrated the close of | thirty-three
years' service on the United States
Supreme Court bench, is| one of the
most distinguished jurists in the coun
try. He took his seat Dec. 10, 1877,
and his service has been twice as long
as that of any other member of the
present court. Justice Harlan was
born in Boyle county, Kentucky, ip

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HOPE OF ARID WEST

Irrigation Possible by
"Geat Chaln of Mountaine.
Rockies, Stretch ing From North to
South, Is the One Thing Above

All Others That Makes Coun-
Habitable. .

Irrigation is the chief hope of the
arid west and owing to the climatic
conditions that prevall, the great
chain of mountains, the grand old
Rockies stretching from mnorth to
south or from southeast to northwest
the entire length of the continent, is
the one thing above all others that
makes the country habitable. The
mountains are awe Inspiring. We will
never forget the evening we first got
a glimpse of this picturesque plle. We

-were on the sweeping Platte river val-

ley, Jjourneying westward—toward
Montana, the land of gold. The moun-
tain lay like a bank of clouds against
the western sky, writes R, N. Suther-
lin of Great Falls in the Dakota Farm-
er. The teamster who drove the wag-
on was kind enough to turn the wag-
on 80 we could see the dark, irregular
ridge against the blue sky and we
watched with boyish eagerness from
our sick bed the sun go down, hut we
little dreamed that that grand moon-
tain range was or could be made the
source of life almost beyond compu-
tation. The mountain wild rearing
itself above the plain is the life of
irrigation. We pitched our tent on
the Missouri valley about October 1,
1865, and within ten days had begun
an Irrigating ditch from the first
creek north of the round grove and
from that day to this we have been
an Irrigator. We have learned to love
these dear old mountains for the fa-
cilities they afford in getting water
onto the valley land. For all these
years we lived and talked Irrigation
and growing crops and making the
land teem with verdure and from that
day to this we have never seen a crop
failure. - Once in a while the graln
crop has been threshed out by the
hall storm and in earlier days we had
the grasshopper scourge; that was se-
vere, but we used to fill the water
ditches so full that the pests could
not ferry them, and Iin many ways
fight the scourge with water.

All that mountain agriculture is to-
day has come from Irrigation. Her
homes ‘are the abodes of happiness,
are homes that teem with abundance.
We are proud of them; they are fit
abodes for kinge.  Fruitful, peaceful
and pleasant, tie ambodiment of com-
fort, the hand of man never construct-
ed better or surrounded a people with
more of the good things of life. It is
homes llke these, hid away In cool
shady groves, by babbling brooks,
with blooming meadows and never
failing grain flelds, homes with or-
chards and berry patches, that flow
with milk and honey, that fire men's
souls to the greatest exertion. It is
abodes llke these that make men
patriotic and willing to die if they
need to for their country, and it is
homes like these that make Montana's
women strong. It is this that has
caused them to brook the hardships
and dangers of frontier life, that Ims
made them the best mothers the
world ever knew.

BEETS ARE UNCERTAIN CROP

However, One Fa Cleared $47.60
Per Acre—Ra Use Too
Much Water.

‘One of the beet growers of the
western slope has kept tab on the
acre cost of grow such a crop and
gives the following: For plowing,
harrowing, planting, cultivating, firri-
gating. topping and hauling to rafl-
road, the cost was this year $43 the
acre, which is a pretty stiff tax for
Such an uncertain p. For plowing
out the beets and ng to cars he
paid $5 a day for and team, says
the Field and: . His beets re-
turned $90.60 the &e¢re, however, leav-
ing $47.60 the acre for the use of his
land, which ought to satisfy anybody
and if others could do half so well
we would hear complaint about
disappointing results in beet culture.
This man holds to the bellef that
beet raisers use too much water. Dur-
ing the growing season he was with-
out water for ten days just when the
beets needed it very badly, but dur-
ing that'time he cultivated his crop
every two or three days with the ex-
ception of four rdgws through the
middle of the fleld, which he left as
A test to see what they would make
without either cultivation or water.
As a result the four rows were hardly

A simple and effective form of mop
has been designed by a Pennsylvanian.
Its chief advantage lies in the ab-
sence of springs, bails, levers, heads
or other parts of metal framework,
which have been kmown to rust, get
out of repair and scratch polished
surfaces. The mop Is made In two
detachable parts—the mop proper and
the handle, which is equipped with
& hook at one end and a flaring piece
that is also detachable. To put this
apparatus together the hook s run

through the ring on the mop and the
loose metal cap is drawn down over
the top, compressing the upper por
tion of the ‘strands so that they can
be drawn up into the hollow end of
the handle. In this way there are no
protruding metal parts and the device
may be used with safety on parquetry
floors or any polished surfaces which
might otherwise be. marred by the
contact of anything but the soft mop
ftself. The whole affair is very light
and is easy to manipulate.

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TEST POTATOES FOR STARCH

Dopartmqt of Agriculture Bulletin
Discusses Alcohol Making, Par
tigularly From Spuds.

The U.[8. depért nent of agricultare
has issued Farmers’ Bulletin No. 410
on potato culls as a source of indus-
trial alcohol. This bulletin discusses
alcohol making more particularly from
potatoes. The amount of alcohol which
can be made from potatoes depends
upon the amount of starch which the
tubers contain, just as butter making
depends upon the butter fat In the
milk or cream, says the Rural New
Yorker. Consequently in buying pota-
toes some quality test is required, just
as In the case of selling milk, the
Babcock test is applled to determine
the amount of butter fat. The test for
potatoes is based on a specific gravity.
As Is known starch is heavier than wa-
ter and will sink to the bottom and the
sample starch test is based on the dis-
tance which the starch will fall in a
volume ' of water. The Iinstrument
shown In the ({llustration {is used.
There I8 & small wire basket attached

to a special form of hydrometer. This
hydrometer is gauged so that when
the empty basket hangs to it it will
float 'at a certain point at the top of
the water. Exactly ten pounds of the
potatoes are taken. They are thor-
ough)y washed and then dried. If nec-
essafy one potato will be cut in order
to make the exact weight. The ten
pounds areé put into this wire basket
bottom of the
hydrnometer. The greater the amount
of starch the lower these potatoes will
pull the hydrometer into the water,
since the starch is heavier, and the
gauge Is marked In such a way as to
show by the depth to which a hydro-
meter is pulled the per cent. of starch
contalned in the sample. That Is the
way testing is done and it has an-
awqred reasonably well in practise. It
Is gaild that potatoes average from 14
to $Q per cent. of starch; 100 pounds
of average potatoes containing 17 per
cent. of starch will yield about 1 3-10
gallons of denatured alcohol

Deep Cultivation.

In experiments to ascertain the
depth to cultivate corn ground, the
Wisconsin Experiment station has
fopnd that cultivation three inches
deep left the ground more moist be-
low the cultivated layer than cultiva-
tion one and a half inches deep, and
these results have in the main been
confirmed by s!milar experiments at
the Utah station. The results apply
to corn the early part of the season
before the root system is much devel-

oped.

Manure Not Sufficient.

Good barnyard manure is often con-
sidered the all-sufficient fertilizer for
all solls and all conditions. But
manure cannot take the place of lime.
The results of a five-year experiment
by the Ohio Experiment station, with
¢lover hay are instructive. Where
there was no application to the soil
the average yleld for the five years
was 1,159 pounds per acre. Lime
alone brought 1,927 pounds; manure
alone, 3,339 pounds; b' lime after

'nanure brought 4,925 pounds.

USEFUL DERRICK FOR FARM

Convenient for Stacking Hay, Graln’
and Corn Fodder or Many Little '
Jobs of Construction.

In stacking hay, grain or corn fod-;
der, as well as in many jobs of con-
struction, the handy derrick shown in
{llustration will be of the greatest
value, as it saves much heavy lifting
and permits of faster work. The up-
right is a pole or stick of the height’
you wish the derrick and strong
enough for the work to be handled;:
this is braced in the manner shown in
{llustration, with a small platform at'

top of this bracing to permit a work-
man to stand upon same, as may often
be required, says the Farm Press.

The upright is solidly set into the
bracing platform and the cross plece
or arm fastened to the top of same
with a heavy iron rod or pin, thus per-
mitting it to swing around as may be
desired. A pulley is placed at each
end of the cross plece, through which
the rope is placed to make the tackle;
as shown in {llustration one end Iis
fastened to the load while a horse
hitched to the opposite end of the
rope will elevate the load, and by
driving to one side swing the load
around to the point you wish. This de-
vice saves a great amount of labor in
stacking and is of great value In ex,
cavating for wells, cellars, etc.

TEST FOR ACIDITY IN SOIL

When Farmer Thinks Lime Is Needed
He May Determine Matter by
Use of Litmus Paper.

needs lime, but are not certain about
the matter, buy five cents worth of
blue litmus paper and make a test.
All drug stores carry this paper. Cut
the paper into narrow strips and
make tests in different parts of the
various fields by pressing the moist
soil into close contact with the pa-
per. If the paper turns red in a few
minutes, a sour soil is indicated and
lime should be applied. The degree
of acidity will be shown by the extent
to which the blue paper turns to red,
there being only a very slight change
if the soil is not very acid.
