In many instances cotton
ap from the outside of the bale
to be in fairly good condition, when
it is really badly injured inside due
to the fact that moisture has been

-allowad to te the bale, thus

causing mildew.

It is not unusual, according tfo
the department’s data, for cotton to
suffer a loss of from $3 to 85 a bale
as a result of unnecessary exposure.
At all times it should be kept off
the ground and properly sheltered.
Where it is impoasible to place it in
a warehouse it should be protected
by a dry shed or it may be placed
on poles or timbers which will keep
it several inches from the ground,
and covered with tarpaulins. Pro-
tected in this way it can be held for
six months or even a year with very
little damage.

In some sections the farmers and
business men have organized com-
panies for the purpose of construct-
ing warehouses in order to protect
the cotton. This, the investigators
believe is a move in the right direc-
tion and every community should
take this precaution where the ware-
houses are mow available for the
protection of the cotton crop. They
point out, however, that many of
thse communities are making a ser-|
ions mistake of constructing cheap|
warehouses. Tt has been shown
(Bulletin 216, T7. S. Department of |
Agriculture, “Cotton Warehouse:
Storage Facilities Now Available in
the South”) that there is an annual
loss of several million dollars in
the cost of insurance. This loss is
broucht about primarily by the con-
struction of cheap warehouses. The
rate of insurance, on these cheap
structures rangas from two per cent
to four per cent per annum, while
it is possible to insure cotton In
the standard warehouses, with the
proper equipment, at the rate of
1-4 of one per cent per annum. The
cheap structures last a comparafive-
