TEtTlNQ MENTALITY OF ALIENS

“Mentality of the Arriving Immi- 
prant” is the title of a publication tu 
be Issued by the Public Health Ser­
vice.

This publication deals with the psy­
chological experiments which were 
c<M)ducted by officer of the Public 
Health Service at Ellis Island. New 
York, during 1914,

The experiment consisted in exam- 
inlag. 296 literate and illiterate Immi­
grants above the a^e' of nine, by the 
means of puzzles. (|uestioiis. and oth­
er psychiatric tests in order to find 
out the mental status of the normal or 
average immigrant at the time of h1̂  
landing here. During the investiga­
tion which continued over a number 
of jnonths, fully 15.000 tests were ap­
plied to these immigrants.

The volume shows how the variou-t 
teats were executed by the different 
alien groups and throws light upon 
QMmy points in connection with racial 
psychology. .\fter ’ the presentation 
of the data in each test a discussion 
of the test is entered into. The bullv*- 
tln contains a number of new tests, 
and new ideas in regard to scoring 
and testing and the original findings 
in the field of experimental psychol­
ogy.

While the bulletins were designi'd 
primarialy to increase the efficiency of 
the mental examination of arriving 
aliens, it is believed that it will be of 
value to research workers in other 
mental fields. The bulletin will be of 
service to examiners of mentally de­
fective persons. It also contains ma­
terial which will be of interest to the 
teacher, psychiatrist and public health 
officer.

The entire value 
of this card, when filled with stamps, 
is four dollars and twelve cents, and 
should be exchanged for a War Sav- 

‘ ings Certificate, as the latter bears 
four per cent, compound interest, 
while the Thrift cards do not bear 
interest.

A War Savings Certificate has 
twenty spaces for stamps. Each 
stamp costs four dollars and twelve 
cents, but is worth five dollars at the 

■ date of maturity. So if your certi- 
jficate is full at the end of five years 
you will receive one hundred dollars 
for the eighty-two dollars and forty 
cents invested.

These Thrift Cards and War Sav­
ings Certificates are on sale at the 
banks, postoffices, and other places. 
That they are for the man with little 
means is clearly shown by the fact 
that' no one man is allowed tu own 
more than a thousand dollars’ worth.

The Thrift Cards belong espec­
ially to the boys and girls of the 
United States, as there is scarcely-a 
boy or girl who does not .spend 
enough money each week to buy a 
Thrift Stamp.

So let the students o f the Pecos 
High School help ’ ’lick the Kaiser by 
licking stamps for Uncle Sam.”

Most of them are still in training 

camps. Many of them are not yet 
disciplined troops, fully equipped, 
and ready for battle.

But there are 1,360,000 of them 
already one of the biggest factors 
Hindenburg is reckoning with for j 
the campaign of 1918.

To lead them there are over SO.OOO 
officers. When the graduates of the 
second training camp get their first 
orders the number will be over 100,- 
000— as many officers as there were 
privates nine months ago.

The whole military establishment, 
with the marines and the auxiliary 
forces thrown in, numbers a million 
and one-half. The expansion that 
has taken place is as if Grand Rapids 
had jfTOwn in eight months to be 
virtually as big as Philadelphia.

Keeping 
the Aelds clean is therefore necessary 
in eliminating infection in the Aeld. 
The sterilization of the seed, and the 
seed bed prove of very little value 
when the Aeld, where the slips are tr. 
be planted, has prodirced an abund­
ance of diseased potatoes year aft**r 
year.

SuccessKe planting on the same 
land year after year will almost al­
ways yield diseased potatoes. Rota 
tlbn in growing sweet potatoes is ab­
solutely necessary. Keeping the po­
tatoes healthy in storage is another 
problem. A uniform temperature of 
85 to 90 degrees Fanrenheit is lea.st 
favorable to the development of black 
rot, aud is thtrefore more fav''ra‘'le to 
the sound keeping of potatoes in the 
storage house. A A’lctnaMug tempcia 
tirre In the presence of sufficient mois­
ture is conducive to the germination 
of the disea.'je spores. Before storing 
the potatoes all infected tubers, as 
well as those that are bruised and 
curt, should be separated from the 
sound and healthy ones. Ott and 
bruised tubers will be more suseeptl- 
ble to the soft rot. These linsonnd 

j iiotatoes should never be stored.
I To eliminate other danger of jiota- 
toes rotting in storage, it is best to dig 
the potatoes before a wet spell of 
weather. Tills is done in order that 
a “sappy” crop will not be harvesteil. 
In this case the potatoes will be ren­
dered more .susceptible to rot. For 
further Infomiation, address inquirie.
