Earl Johnson. whom Wilson is al-
leged to have hit with his fists and
one blow with a c¢lub, took the stand
for the defence.

I tried to get
down on the side of the truck op-
posite Wilson, but each time Wilson
would grab my jumper with his left
hand and strike me with the club.
I was dazed by the blows and blind-
ed from blood. 1 heard Wilson curse
my father as he approached. e
fold him to halt, as he also had a
setlement to make with him.
