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Liquid Fuel Crisis
Faces Nation Today

Complete Exhaustion of Petroleum inU.
S. in Twenty Years is Warning
From Washington.

Washington D. €. May 17.—With
gasoline and fuel oil consumption
outstripping production and the un-
derground reserve liable to exhaus-
tion in 20 years, the Nation is fae-
ing a liquid fuel crisis calling for
drastic action, accordng to Dr. Van
H. Manning. director of the Bureau
of Mines.

“The time has arrived when with
crude oil higher than it has been for
50 years.inefliciency in the produc-
tion and manufacture of petroleum
should be ecountenanced,” said Dr.
Manning. “Petroleum and its pro-
duets should be reserved for those
uses for whieh it is peculiarly adap-
ted, and for which there are no sub-
stitutes,

“While the year 1920 began with
an increased oil production, accord-
ing to geological survey, the con-
sumption has increased much
faster than in January., February
and Mareh, i{ was necessary to take
3.373,000 barrels of erude oil from
storage to meet the current needs,

‘In the United Staies the yield jof
the North Texas fields has appar-
entlyv receded from the maxinn#n
and is now on the decline. and un-
less new fields are there the pre-
duction for 1920 is likely to be less
than for 1919. Promising fields in

ounisiana have proved to be large,

it not =0 extensive as many had
anticipated.

“The consumption of all petro-
leum produets has inereased at an
enormous rate. During 1918 com-
paratively few automobiles were
built, therefore, there was not as
great an increase in the automobiles
in use in 1918 and 1919 as in the pre-
vious vears. But in 1919 1,500,000

S0

~automobiles were built, which will

be in use during 1920, while the au-
tomobile industry 1s more active
than ever before. It is, therefore,
to be anticipated that 1920 will prove
to be a year of enormous consump-
tion of gasoline.

“The United States Geological
Survey has estimated that over 40
per cent of the oil in all the oil
fields has been brought to the sur-
face and used, and it is estimated
that the underground reserve is
equal to less than {wenty years of
the present eonsumption demands.

“There are undoubtedly vast
guantities of oil to be found abroad,
as the rest of the world's territory

as not been developed nor pros-
pected as intensively as the United
States. Large fields occurred in
Mexico. Columbia, Persia, Venezuela
Russia and potential fields are
known to occur in other parts of

¥ South America, Africa and Asia. Of

these fields those in the Americas
are nearly all under the control of
Latin-American governments while
the others on other continents are
mostly under the control of the
British, French and the Nether-
lands, with the exception of fields in
the former Russian empire.

“As far as the United States is
concerned, howéver, the most im-
portant sources of foreign supply
are in the Latin-American countries,
especially those bordering the Gulf
of Mexico and the Caribbean, that is
Mexico, Venezuela and Columbia.
Mexico contains large quantities of
ol which can be readily obtained,
provided no restrictions are placed
upon the exploitation of those fields.
Oil is present in this region suficient
to meet our needs for many years
to come.

“The oil shales of the United
States, particularly those of the
Rocky Mountain distriets, contain
potential quantities of oil in beds
which are richer than those of Scot-
lard, where shale has been reported
for many years. These shales are
cavable of yielding many times
greater quantities of hydro-carbons
than have ever been extracted in all
the oil fields of the world, aceording
to the estimates of the Geological
Survey. But this industry is in its

Others Couldn’t Stand It
Finally Texas passed a law to
lease her publie lands. Cattlemen
at once began to lease and
their ranges, and when this was ac-

compiished nearly every cattleman |

in the country overstocked his range

causing short grass and poor cat-i

tle.

This sounded the death knell of
the Shorthorn bulls, or Durhams as
many cattlemen called tehm. They
just simply coula not stand the
short feed.

T am told, how-
ever, that he is planning to close out
his Anzus cattle and replace them
with Herefords. Then came the
Galloways. They were lauded to
the skies as being the range cattle
par excellence. It was said that
their long hair kept them warm in
winter and kept the flies off in sum-
mer. Besides this, it was said that
cattle buyers could not tell a big
yearling steer from a two-year-old
without running them through a
chute and “lipping” them-—that the
owners could pass off many vear-
lings for twos at a difference of $3
to $4 on the head.

P. H. Pruitt, of Jeff Davis county,
stocked his range with the blacks;
then came “Billy” Henderson, who
put in the blacks and then “Jim”
Powell stocked up with them. All
these herds were located in Jeff Da-
vis Gounty. Lon Butrell, one of
Brewsler County's most prominent
stoekmen, stoeked his range with
the black cattle. So vou can see
what the Herefords were up against.
Yet they just kept coming, first in
small lots, then by the carload and
now by the hundreds.

Herefords Rule Almost Alone.

The Herefords have now, in the
vear 1920, backed every other beef
breed in the world off the map. For
many years J. C. Bird, of Brewster
County maintained a small but se-
lect herd of good registered Scotch
Shorthorns. He now is using regis-
tered Hereford bulls on these Short-
horn Cows. Not one single cowman
in Brewster County, so far as I know
—and I know most of them—has a
registered Shorthorn bull. My good
friend and neighbor W. T. Jones of
Jeff Davis County has the ouly re-
gistered Shorthorns in our county;
yvet he takes particular pains to see
that not one of those Shorthorn
bulls gets with his “O" cattle. He
buys the best registered Hereford
bulls he can find to use on his pre-
mier herd. T don’t believe Presidio
County has a dozen head of regis-
tered cattle outside of the Hereford
breed.

Three Good Showing

“Th eWilson Well No. 1, which is
53 miles south of Alpine, Texas,”
savs Mr. Knipe, “has had at least
three showings with some
sands and some little oil, encount-
ered above the present depth. This
oil has trickled down from the upper
levels and we have cased it off. We
have also encountered gas presure.
We have been putting down casing,
but have encountered some obstruc-
tion in the shape of boulders which
wil necessitate under-reaming be-
fore more casing can be let down to
the bottom of the hole, and cement
it. and we are awaiting the :y'rival
of the under-reamer and other tools,
for that purpose. When this is
completed we shall eontinue drilling.
The log of the well has tallied re-
markable close with the prelimin-
ary geological predictions made. We
have expected te encounter high gas
pressure after getting below the
1,700-foot level, and are not surpris-
ed at the showing of gas encounter-
ed, and we shall be greatly disap-
pointed if we do not get actuai pro-
duction of oil between 2000 and
3,000 feet.

“The showing is most favorable
and while nothing of an exciting na-
ture has developed, we feel confi-
dent of bringing in a good well.”

Close to Proposed Railroad.

The well is within about 10 miles
of the survey line of the Kansas
City, Mexico and Orient railroad be-
tween Alpine and Presdio. The Pre-
sidio Oil Company owns several
thousand acres of leases including
the Jim P. Wilson ranch, an adjoin-
ing tract leased from Judge W. W.
Turney, and other lands in Brews-
ter county. They plan to drill seve-
ral other wells in these tracts and
thoroughly explore the oil fields of
that region.

Mr. Knipe, the geologist, has made
a special geological study of the
Brewster county field and indeed
his geological field work has extend-
ed between California and the coast-.
al regions of Texas for the past 23
years. Formerly in the field work
of the government his -observations
have been extensive an varied and
his conclusions formed by other
professional geologists, regarding
the Brewster and other west Texas

REBATE SUIT WON BY
TEXAS STOCK RAISERS

Washington, D. C., May 17.—The
Cattle Raisers’ Association of Tex-
as, in the Supreme Court today, won
its suit to collect from nine rail-
$181,190.87 as rebates from increa-
sed freight rates in effect from 1903
to 1908. The rates after long hear-
ings were finally declared unjust by
the Interstate Commerce Commis-
S101L.

The increase amounted to ihree
cents g hundred pounds on caitle
from Texas to the Eastern Mark-
ets.

The roads affected are the Santa
Fe, Chicago & Eastern Illinois, Chi-
cago & Alton, Missouri Pacific, St
Louis, Iron Mountain & Southern,
Frisco, Rock Island, Illinois Central
and Missouri Kansas & Texas.

No decision in the liquor casgs
was handed down today.

It will meet to hand-
down decisions on June 1.

The Federal law limiting to 20
per cent the fees charged for col-
lecting claims against the Govern-
ment was upheld.
