A wreath was placed beneath the 
flag staff for the veterans of every 
wap, while a short but appropriate 
address was made by various lead­
ing citiztns.

>gion al.so placed a bronze marker 
upon the grave of each departed 
member.

Taps were blown and the entire 
assemblage of citizens departed for 
the Opera House, where the Memo­
rial services were concluded.
