The Walker county commissioners 

have ordered bonds to the amount of 
$300,000, sold for the purpose of pay­
ing off part of the county road bond­
ed indebtedness, and applying $118,- 
000 to improve county roads.

J. R. Reed.of Austin was elected 
president o f,th e  Texas .Music Mer­
chants’ Association at the final ses­
sion of the organization’s annual con­
vention Friday. Austin was chosen as 
the next meeting place.

Algoa citizens have authorized an 
Increase in taxes for the purpose of 
supplementing the state school fund 
in an election held in common school 
district No. 20. The issue carried by 
a vote of 22 to 4.

The outlook for a great berry crop 
at Bang.s, near Brownwood, is excel­
lent, and the crop is beginning to 
move. Last year the crop brought 
more than $10,000 to the farmers of 
Bangs at a time when there was no 
other money crop.

Captain Paul W. Taylor of the regu­
lar army, stationed at San Antonio, 
has completed the establisliment of a 
rifle range for troop G. 112th cavalry, 
on Linthicum Brothers' ranch, six 
miles east of San Antonio, Just north 
of the Miles road.

' Austin, Tex.— Photographic surveys 
^  airplane over almost 3.000 square 
miles of territory have been completed 
by Captain C. E. Griffin and Lieuten­
ant Lynch of the United States army- 
air service for the Texas board of 
water engineers, the board announced 
Monday.

The data is to be used in locating 
possible reservoir sites for the state 
water conservation plan. Among the 
localities surveyed are the following:

Devil’s river, 448 square miles; Co- 
tulla, 192 square miles; Brady, 128 
oquare miles; Pink Rock, 128 square 
miles; Lower Nueces river, 320 square 
miles; Guadalupe river, 1,024 square 
miles, Georgetown. 236 square miles; 
Bastrop. 128 square miles; Austin, 128 
square miles, and about 20 miles along 
the Blanco river. Captain Griffin has 
been able to cover a maximum of 1,200 
square miles a day. It will require 
about a month longer to complete the 
work mapped out.

Auto Party Perish in Flood.
Abilene, Tex.—Theebodies of four 

persons drowned near Abilene Sun­
day, were recovered Tuesday. They 
were identified as Miss Willie Rog­
ers. 18, student in Simmons college, 
whose home was near Albany, In 
Shackelford county; Esther Lockett. 
15; Basil lA>ckett. 6, and Ruth Lock­
ett. 4, children of Dr. and Mrs. B. L, 
Lockett of Abilene. Caught by a sud­
den wall of water which came down 
a creek after their automobile had 
been stalled near Abilene Sunday, the 
four people were drowned.

Intangible valuations of Texas rail­
roads and ferries are $74,940,947, ac­
cording to the annual report com­
pleted recently by Tax Commissioner 
John G. Willacy. This represents an 
increase of $1,799,797 over last year 
and a revenue increase to the state 
of $27,783. The valuations maintained 
the annual increase of more than $1,- 
000,000 each year since 1921.

The state 
bureau will take steps to facilitate 
the movement of available labor, as 
the harvest is completed, through to 
the Kansas wheat fields.

There will be no turkey trot in 
Cuero this year, according to a de­
cision of the chamber of (’•mmerce at 
a meeting recently. Plans were made 
for a 1925 turkey trot and it Is prob­
able that a turkey trot as.soclation will 
be formed to handle the celebration. 
This will be the first fall in many 
years when no turkey trot will be 
staged at Cuero.

CENTENNIU NAMED

To Commemorate the Found­
ing of the Texas Empire 

100  Years Ago.

Austin, Tex.—With all standing and 
enthusiastically singing “The Eyes of 
Texas Are Upon You,’ ’ 63 of the 71 
elected and appointed Texas Centen­
nial Exposition directors Wednesday 
completed the first step in forming a 
permanent board of lOU members 
which is directed to plan and build a 
world’s fair in Texas “ big enough to 
draw the eyes of all the sons and 
daughters of the earth and bold 
enough to stir the* still hearts of Aus­
tin. Travis and Houston.’’

Twenty-nine directors-at-large, la- 
cluding some of the most prominent 
men and women of the state, were 
elected to fill out the board of 100, 
and two committees, one of seven 
members, to prepare a plan for perma­
nent organization of the exposition 
project, and another of five members 
to draw up permanent financing plans 
for tne gigantic enterprise, were au­
thorized. Appointment of those com­
mittees from the directorate of 100 
was left with Teiiiiiorary Chairman 
Cato Sells of Fort Worth, with in­
structions to get them to work at once 
so a>* to be ready with complete pro­
posals lor '.he full directorate to act 
upon at a general meeting to be called 
by the temporary cbaiimau in Septem­
ber or October.

Of the 29 directors-at-large elected 
Wednesday, thiee were named from 
Houston. They are John H. Kirby, Jo
S. Rice and Jesse H. Jones. These, 
with the two elected from the Harris 
county senatorial district. Mayor Hol­
combe and General Jake Wolters, will 
be the Houstonians on the board. 
John Scaly and George H. Slater were 
helected from Galveston; Harry H. 
Rodgers and .Mrs. Ethel Drought from 
San Antonio; I. H. Burney and J. T. 
I'cmbertou from Fort Worth; Warren 
P. Andrew.s and Louis Lipsitz from 
Dallas. These were the ones selected 
from the larger cities. In addition to 
them, other selections were made so 
Us to get on the board active and in­
fluential men and from all parts of the 
state.

JUST H O W  T H E  BONUS IS
TO BE A P P L IE D  IS TO LD

Washington—.A veteran may deter­
mine the amount of his bonus this 
way:

Figure up the number of days of 
service. For each day of home service 
above the first sixty days $1 will be 
allowed in adjusted service credit, and 
for each day of overseas service above 
sixty days $1.25 will be given.

If this adjusted service credit 
doesn't amount to more than $50 it 
will be paid in cash. Otherwise an 
insurance policy will be given.

The approximate value of this pol­
icy may be determined by adding 25 
per cent to the amount of credit due 
and multiplying the total by about 2^.

Thus, if a veteran served 400 days 
at home, after the first sixty days he 
would be entitled to a policy valued at 
$4o0 plus $100 (25 per cent of the 
amount) multiplied by 2>/2. or $1,250.

O K LA H O M A  F ILES  PROTEST
IN BOUNDARY CONTROVERSY

Washington.—Oklahonta filed in the 
supreme court Friday a protest against 
the report of the Texas-Oklahoma 
boundary commission appointed by 
the court.

The state of Oklahoma asserted the 
boundary had not been fixed in the 
way prescribed by tlie court. The only 
interpretation that could be-given the 
decree of the court, it was argued, 
was that it should follow the actual 
out bank of the Red River at the aver­
age level attained by the waters in 
the periods when they reach and wash 
the outbank without overflowing it. 
“This has not been done,” said the 
protesting brief.

Stark Says He Will Not Resign.
Orange. Tex.—H. J. Lutcher Stark, 

who has been the central figure in hot 
shots fired at him by ex-students of 
the Texas University for the past few 
days, says: “ I am not going to resign 
either from the board of regents or 
from the stadium drive,” was the 
statement issued by Mr. Stark, who, 
while showing visible signs of being 
criticised, was apparently optimistic 
In his belief that his contentions would 
eventually win out.

Negro Pays Penalty.
Huntsville. Tex.— Harle Humphreys, 

negro, convicted on a charge of mur­
der in L'aHs County, was electrocuted 
Friday at Huntsville at the state pen­
itentiary. He was charged with slay­
ing Lee Frazier, Jan. 1.3, 1923. Shortly 
before being placed in the chair he 
admitted his guilt.

Thrae oChar memorials 
In Arlington command more than pass­
ing notice. The mast e f tha battleship 
Maine, sunk la Havana harbor a qnar- 
tar of a cantury ago, praeipltatlng tba 
Spanlab-AmcrlcaD war, aerves as a 
moonment over the graves of many 
brave American sallora who lest their 
lives when that ship struck a mine. 
The monument to 2,111 of the un­
known dead of the OlvU war ever re­
minds the visitor to the cemetery of 
the thousands lying in unmarked 
graves over tbe battlefields of tha 
South. And of more recent renown la 
tbe grave of the unknown soldier 
whose body was brongbt from tbe 
fields of France to typify his comrades 
la this last great eonfilet. It Is a 
touching sight as some little gray- 
halred woman, often plainly dressed, 
but always In deep black, kneels at 
this tomb. She has made the pilgrim­
age to tbe grave of “her boy’*— and It 
may be her boy.

Arlington cemetery la unique— there 
Is nothing like it In the world.

They have provided maa- 
alve tombs and burial places, hat al­
ways far men of high rank. Kngland 
has her Westminster abbey, for men 

I of high distinction In statesmanship,
I invention, science, letters, phllan- 
; thropy. ss well at war. Prance’s Pere 

Lachalse and Rome’s Pantheon are for 
the same pnrpose, and Egypt’s pyra­
mids were reserved for kings and 
queens otfiy." But not so A'lUhgTob. 
Here eqnality and sacrifice dominate. 
Wealth, birth, social station, und po­
litical eminence, without military serv­
ice, try admission in vain. Arling­
ton Is typical of a nation “conceived in 
liberty and dedicated to the proposi­
tion that ail men are created equal.” 
—Grit.

i The founder of Marfa and one of 
I Ho* Im'sI loved of the Old fiiners, 
i  wa.s John .M. iJean, a iMoiirer law- 
! A er of Kl Paso, one of the .-ilroiig- 
j isi lawyers connected with tliehar 
I of \l'esfern T*rta.s, was horn in F’or- 
[.sylhe conniy, Ga., .May l.’i. 1H52, a 
.‘ion of Dr. Y. S. and .Martha (.Mc- 
r.nlloncli Deati. The fattier was 
horn in Guilford county, Nortli f]ar 
oliiia, hut for several years a res­
ident of Forsythe county, tleorgia. 
W lien hi.-̂  son. .lolm, w'us in liis sev­
enth year, just prior to tlie civil 
war, the family returned to Nortli 
Gurolina. settling first in Iredell 
eonniy, and afterw’ards in Salisbury 
in Rowan county. The fattier was 
a physician of note, ver  ̂ .-ucci ss- 
fiil ill his pcaclice. and diining I tie 
Givfi war served as surgeon in Lee’s 
army. He maintained liis resilience 
III the old norlh slate until 1874, 
when he came to Texa.s, .settling in 
Lee county, where tie died.

H A T  ISLAND

Great Salt lake is the strangest lake 
on this continent. In keeping with 
this situation, one of the strangest Is­
lands in America Is in this strange 
lake. As if to perpetuate this strange­
ness, the entire population of this is­
land consists of a conglomeration of 
bird life— pelicans, seagulls, and 
heron, or crane, about 100,000—all told.

Hat Island, appropriately nicknamed 
Bird Island, has an area of about 22 
acres and Is located many miles off 
shore. There are no trees on It and 
no vegetable growths aside from some 
scrubby sage brush. There is no rec­
ord of animal life on it and there Is 
DO human life on It.
