Chiefs Here Friday 
With the new three-team 

playoff system in place by the 
U I L , 	a 	post-season 
appearance is the incentive 
for a Chieftain win tonight 
(Friday) when the Chieftains 
host Lubbock Cooper in a 
district encounter. Kickoff 
time is 7:30 p.m. 

The Pirates are definitely 
improved from last year's 

comparison, is averaging 361 
yards per outing. 

Boyd is second in the area 
with 881 yards rushing. Noel 
Grajeda leads Friona with 
758 yards and Joseph Bandy 
has 608. 

Passing is an integral part 
of the Pirate attack. Finch 
has passed for almost a 
thousand yards, having 
completed 63 of 129 
attempts, which ranks him 
second in the area. Russell 
Madison is a main target, 
with 12 catches for 258 
yards. 

Finch has passed for more 
than twice the yardage as

Scott calls Boyd a "good 
running back, who is hard to 
tackle. He's fast and elusive, 
and will be a challenge to our 
defense." Cooper scored 35 
points against Lubbock High 
School a couple of weeks ago, 
so they've proven they are 
capable offensively," Scott 
added. 

Scott said that the Pirates' 
return game (kickoffs, punts) 
have hurt some of their 
opponents. 

"It definitely is an 
important game to us. We 
have emphasized that as 
much as possible to the 
players this week. If we win 
we'll be in the playoffs; it's 
just that simple. It's our most 
important game so far," Scott 
said. 

The Chieftain mentor said 
the team had had a couple of 
good workouts going into 
Wednesday. "We need one 
more good one, and the rest 
will be mental," he concluded.

Unlike most other legal sub-
divisions of state government, 
SWCD's do not have the powers of 
taxation or eminent domain. All 
conservation programs managed by 
the district are of a voluntary nature 
to the landowner or operator or 
other potential users of the 
SWCD's programs. 

Kevin Welch of Friona was re-
elected to the Parmer County Soil 
and Water Conservation District 
board of directors on Wednesday, 
October 6 at the Friona State Bank 
Community Room. Welch repre-
sents Zone 3 of the district which 
includes all land in the south Friona 
school district. 

The purpose of the Parmer 
County Soil and Water Conser-
vation District, with headquarters in 
Friona, is to promote sound soil 
and water conservation programs on 
agricultural lands within the 
district. In addition, the district 
serves as a voice for farmers, 
ranchers and local community 
entities on conservation matters. 

The board of directors coor-
dinate the conservation efforts of 
various local, state and federal 
agencies and other organizations and 
has authority to enter into working 
agreements with these govern-
mental agencies and private 
concerns to carry out its purposes. 

The five members serving on 
the district board of directors are 
responsible for district policies and 
procedures for carrying out the 
district program within the 
framework of the Texas Soil Con-
servation District Law. 

Welch is currently active with 
the Farm Bureau where he holds the 
position of vice president. He has 
previously been involved with the 
Friona Wheat Growers and boll 
weevil eradication steering com-
mittee. 

In Texas there are 216 Soil and 
Water Conservation Districts. Each 
is a legal subdivision of state

The four of us hauled all 
our gear to the ticket gate 
and went into our well 
rehearsed routine of talking 
our way in without paying.

We usually do have at 
least half a shirttail tucked in 
as we fumble around for an 
official Press Pass. 

We were engaged in some 
friendly jawing with the 
ticket takers, who took one 
look at us and said we sure 
looked like newspaper guys 
alright. 

I asked if Roosevelt had a 
newspaper. The nearest one 
is in Slaton, 10 miles away. 

One old fellow said he 
hoped the Roosevelt Eagles 
would play good enough this 
night to give us something to 
write about. Coming into 
the game, Roosevelt had 
scored only 12 points in six 
games and had given up 
291. 

A nice lady ticket taker, 
referring to Roosevelt's dismal 
season, said to us, "Well 
maybe you can at least tell 
them that we are nice." 

There wasn't much for 
Eagles fans to cheer about 
this night but they cheered 
anyway. 

Two of their players were 
carted off the field on 
stretchers in the first quarter. 

They only managed two 
first downs in the entire 
game. One time, one of their 
youngsters brought a kickoff 
back to the 50-yard line on a 
nifty run only to fumble it for 
a Chieftain recovery. The 
fans cheered anyway. 

In the second half, the 
Eagles defense intercepted 
two Chieftain passes. The 
fans gave a standing ovation 
each time. 

The Roosevelt Band, fresh 
off a first place rating in a 
Lubbock marching contest, 
performed smartly to the 
whistles and claps of the 
parents and grandparents 
and fans of the Roosevelt 
kids. The stands were as full 
of fans as any game we have 
seen this year. 

One of the men carrying 
the chains on the sideline told 
me that most of the kids that 
attend Roosevelt Schools are 
from the nearby Boys Ranch 
and Girlstown facilities.

James Evans, 1999 
graduate of Friona High 
School has been named an 
AP Scholar by the College 
Board in recognition of his 
exceptional achievement on 
the college-level AP Exam-
inations. Approximately 23 
percent of America's grad-
uating seniors taken one or 
more AP Examinations in 
May 1999 performed at a 
sufficiently high level to merit 
such recognition. 

The College Board 
recognizes several levels of 
achievement based on the 
number of year-long courses 
and exams (or their equiv-
alent semester-long courses 
and exam). Mr. Evans 
qualified for the AP Scholar 
Award by completing three or 

more AP Examinations, with 
grades of 3 or higher. 

AP Examinations, which 
students take in May after 
completing challenging col-
lege-level courses at their 
high school, are graded on a 
5-point scale (5 is the 
highest). Most of the nation's 
colleges and universities 
award credit, advanced 
placement, or both for grades 
of 3 or higher. More than 
1,400 institutions award a 
year of credit (sophomore 
standing) to students pre-
senting a sufficient number of 
qualifying grades. There are 
32 AP Examinations offered 
in 18 subject areas, each 
consisting of multiple-choice 
and free-response (essay or 
problem-solving) questions. 
In the 1998-1999 school year 
Friona High School offered 8 
AP courses in 6 subject areas. 
This past May 59 Friona 
High School students took 
102 AP Examinations with 
their fees paid by Friona ISD.
